ANNEX – I
Definitions of kinds of “Hurt”

Itlaf-i-udw is caused by the dismemberment, amputation or severing of any limb or organ of the body of another person.  

Itlaf-i-salahiyyat-i-udw is caused by the destruction or permanent impairment of the functioning, power or capacity of an organ of the body of another person or the disfigurement of that person.

Shajjah is any hurt on the head or face of a person, which does not amount to either itlaf-i-udw or itlaf-i-salahiyyat-i-udw. Shajjah itself is further divided into harms that vary in degrees of severity in relation to the exposure or fracture of bones and skull.

Jurh is a hurt, which leaves a temporary or permanent mark on the body of a person, in a place other than the head or the face. Jurh further divides into various harms known as

Jaifah and Ghayr-jaifah. Jaifah includes harm to the mid-section of the body and Ghayr-jaifah includes varying degrees of harm to flesh and bone.
