Under the first phase of Malaysia’s diversion pilot project (16 December 2019 – 31 May 2022), three diversion methods were applied to redirect children from the conventional criminal justice process, depending on the nature and severity of the offence:

· Police Warning – applied to five specified offences: four minor traffic violations and one offence of not carrying an identity card.

· Stern Warning – issued for more serious offences, generally those punishable by fines or imprisonment of up to 14 years.

· Intervention Programme – applied to children referred for rehabilitative measures, including certain statutory rape cases involving both a child perpetrator and a child victim, as defined under domestic law.

The first phase was implemented in three districts: Port Dickson and Seremban (Negeri Sembilan) and Sepang (Selangor).

Under the Act 611, children in conflict with the law who are awaiting trial may, upon a Court Order, be placed in designated institutions under the care of DSW or in Correctional Centres under the Department of Prison, rather than in regular detention facilities. This measure safeguards the child’s welfare, ensures separation from adult detainees and upholds Malaysia’s commitment to international standards prohibiting the detention of children with adults.

Institutions that may accommodate children in pre-trial detention include Approved Schools, Taman Seri Puteri, and Probation Hostels, depending on location. Meanwhile, children aged 14 and above may be placed in Correctional Centres administered under the Prisons Act 1995 [Act 537], with child-specific safeguards provided under Act 611.

In Malaysia, children cannot be sentenced to life imprisonment. For offences that would otherwise carry the death penalty, the Act 611 provides for detention during the pleasure of the Yang di-Pertuan Agong, Ruler or Yang di-Pertua Negeri, subject to annual review.

There were no reported cases of children charged or detained under national security or terrorism-related laws during the reporting period.

Not relevant. Pursuant to Section 97 of the Act 611, capital punishment shall not be imposed on any person convicted of an offence committed while under the age of 18 years. Where the offence carries the death penalty, the court is required to sentence the child to be detained during the pleasure of the Yang di-Pertuan Agong, Ruler, or Yang di-Pertua Negeri, depending on jurisdiction.
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Malaysia integrates a child rights-based approach into Sustainable Development Goals (SDG) implementation through both institutional coordination and policy alignment. The National SDG Council, led by the Prime Minister, is the primary decision-making body in the national SDG governance, with support from the Steering, Technical and seven working committees focusing on establishing direction and setting related national agenda and milestones The National SDG Centre has been operational since 1 August 2023, is responsible to coordinate efforts, enhance inter-ministerial collaboration. and monitors progress on SDG and Environmental, Social and Governance (ESG). Lead Ministry for each SDG goal has also been appointed focusing on planning, implementing and coordinating multi-stakeholder initiatives, including monitoring and reporting targets and indicators ensuring all stakeholders including vulnerable groups, youth and children remains central to national development planning process in line with SDG principles of leaving no one behind. 

Established on 17 October 2019, the All-Party Parliamentary Group Malaysia on SDGs (APPGM-SDG) strengthens these efforts by uniting parliamentarians and non-state actors to localise SDGs across governance tiers. The APPGM on Children’s Rights, formed on 23 October 2024 reinforces the prioritisation of children’s issues within the national development agenda.

This alignment was strengthened in the recent review of the National Policy on Children and its Plan of Action, in which the Convention principles and relevant SDG indicators were systematically mapped to policy measures. This exercise ensures that commitments under the Convention are translated into actionable targets within the broader SDG framework. The review process placed strong emphasis on meaningful child participation, involving extensive consultations with children from diverse backgrounds, including those from vulnerable groups to ensure that their perspectives informed policy priorities and implementation strategies.

Children are reflected in 10 goals, 25 targets and 35 indicators across the SDGs, covering areas such as health, education, protection and participation. Under Goal 3 on Good Health and Wellbeing, Indicator 3.2.1 monitors under five mortality rates. Malaysia has met the global target since 1984 with the rate declining to 8.3 per 1,000 live births in 2023. Mortality rates for boys and girls also fell to 9.1 and 7.3 respectively. These figures are presented in the 2024 edition of Children’s Statistics, published annually by DOSM since 2017 which consolidates disaggregated data to support evidence-based policymaking. 

Child participation in SDG implementation and monitoring is promoted through consultations and engagement sessions under APPGM on Children’s Rights, youth councils and collaborative initiatives with UNICEF and civil society. These inputs help inform policy formulation, programme design and monitoring frameworks to ensure that SDG progress directly supports the realisation of children’s rights under the CRC and its Optional Protocols, including commitments to end violence against children (SDG Target 16.2). 
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Malaysia has identified key priorities in advancing the implementation of CRC. Foremost is the safeguarding of children within the digital sphere, reflecting the evolving nature of child protection in an increasingly connected world. The equitable access to quality education, justice and effective remedies particularly within the juvenile justice system remain integral. The nexus between climate change and children's rights has similarly emerged as a critical area of concern. Sustained efforts are underway to further enhance healthcare accessibility for vulnerable and underserved situations, ensuring no child is left behind in the provision of essential services.  There is an increased emphasis on scaling up early mental health interventions as part of a broader preventive strategy. Central to these priorities is the continued mainstreaming of child rights across all levels of policy and decision-making, grounded in the meaningful participation of children in matters affecting them.
