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GENERAL INFORMATION ON PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES IN ISRAEL
1. According to statistical data from 2017 (pending publication) by the Commission, and Myers-JDC-Brookdale Institute, based on Central Bureau of Statistics data of 2015 and other sources (hereinafter: "2017 Statistical data"), there are 1,411,100 persons with disabilities in Israel, who constitute 17% of the overall population. 21% of the adult population (age 20+) are persons with disabilities, 9% of the adult population have severe disabilities. 15% of the working age (18-64) population - 703,700 individuals - are persons with disabilities and they account for 50% of all persons with disabilities. 
2. According to this data, 9% of the children in Israel (birth to age 17) are persons with disabilities (246,300 individuals) while 50% of the population aged 65+ are persons with disabilities. 
3. Disability by Gender: 22% of women and 18% of men (age 20+) are persons with disabilities. 15% of women and 14% of men (age 20-64) are persons with disabilities; for those aged 65+ the prevalence of disability among women is higher than among men (50% vs. 42%). In the working age (20-64), the prevalence of disability among men and women is the same.
4. Disability by Population: Amongst the Arab population, the prevalence of disability is higher, with 25% of the population, in relation to 19% in the Jewish population. The gap between the Arab and Jewish populations is larger for persons with a severe disability (12% vs. 7%).

5. Starting from 2010, the Washington group short set of questions was included in the social survey, in order to identify groups according to activity limitations and disability status. The questions refer to seeing, hearing, walking and climbing steps, remembering and concentrating, self-care, and household management. 
6. According to this survey:
a. 48% of all persons with disabilities reported significant limitations in walking or inability to walk: 71% of persons with a severe disability and 33% among persons with a moderate disability.
b. 15% of all persons with disabilities reported significant limitations in remembering or concentrating: 23% among persons with a severe disability, and 10% among persons with a moderate disability.
c. 9% of persons with disabilities reported significant limitations in seeing or inability to do so: 15% among persons with a severe disability and 5% among persons with a moderate disability. 
d. 9% among all persons with disabilities reported significant limitations in hearing or inability to hear: 13% among persons with a severe disability, and 6% among persons with a moderate disability.
e. 36% of all persons with disabilities reported significant limitations in household work and 14% reported significant limitations in self-care activities. 
f. 19% of all persons with disabilities have mentioned that they have one or more severe limitation: walking, memory, vision and hearing[footnoteRef:2]. [2:  In a survey conducted by Myers-JDC-Brookdale Institute and the National Insurance Institute, among persons at working age it was found that among persons with disabilities (about half (47%) have more than one type of disability, what is called multiple disabilities. This survey included persons with further types of disabilities, including mental disabilities.  ] 

g. 43% of all persons with disabilities have other limitations which are not included in these questions.

ARTICLE 12 - EQUAL RECOGNITION BEFORE THE LAW
Guardians and the AG at the MOJ
7. According to data of the AG, as of 31 December, 2016, there are 57,696 persons that are registered as persons that a guardian was appointed to, at the AG, and 56,696 open cases of supervision on guardians. Out of the all the guardianship appointments registered at the AG as of 31 December, 2016: 11% are for property matters only, 3% are for personal matters and 85% are general guardianship appointment orders. During 2016 there was an increase in the number of guardianship appointments for personal matters only which is in line with the position of the AG regarding this issue. Out of all the guardianship appointments given during 2016: 8.7% were for property only, 8.7% were for personal matters and 82% were for general appointments orders.  
8. As of 31 December, 2015, the AG supervised 53,097 guardianship cases. At the end of 2014, there were 49,998 guardianship cases supervised, compared to 47,287 cases at the end of 2013. In 2013, 5,602 files were opened, while in 2014, 6,393 files were opened, and in 2015, 6,991 files were opened. These files include general appointed guardians and property appointed guardians who were appointed to different populations in accordance with the Legal Capacity and Guardianship Law prior to its amendment.

ARTICLE 19 - LIVING INDEPENDENTLY AND BEING INCLUDED IN THE COMMUNITY 
9. For data regarding various out of home placement facilities see Article 19 in the report. 
10. According to 2017 statistical data the vast majority of persons with disabilities are less satisfied than those without disabilities in all aspects of their neighborhoods: cleanliness in the neighborhood, public transportation, parks and open spaces, roads and sidewalks and overall. Dissatisfaction is particularly high among persons with severe disability. 
11. According to this data, persons with a severe disability feel less safe going out alone in the dark in their neighborhoods: 
a. At working age, 18% of the persons with a severe disability reported that they do not feel at all safe going out alone in their neighborhood compared to 9% of persons with a moderate disability and 8% of persons without disabilities.
b. Among those aged 65+, 20% of the persons with a severe disability feel totally unsafe, compared to 13% of persons with a moderate disability and 5% of persons without disabilities.

ARTICLE 21- FREEDOM OF EXPRESSION AND OPINION, AND ACCESS TO INFORMATION
Computer and Internet Use
12. According to 2015 statistical data, persons with disabilities make less use of computers and the Internet than persons without disabilities:
a. At working age, 49% of persons with a severe disability and 64% of those with a moderate disability reported using a computer in the previous three months compared with 80% of persons without disabilities.
b. At age 65+, 24% of persons with a severe disability and 41% of those with a moderate disability reported using a computer in the previous three months compared with 63% of persons without disabilities.
13. According to this data, persons with disabilities reported that they use the computer for fewer purposes (searching for information, e-mail, discussion groups, work, government services, shopping, making payments) than persons without disabilities - an average gap of 9 percentage points for the various items.

ARTICLE 24- EDUCATION
14. In 2014-5 school year a total of 190,919 children received service from the special education system. Of these children: 38,899 children (20%) studied at the various frameworks for children with special needs; 41,487 children (22%) studied in classrooms for children with special needs within regular schools; 14,708 children (8%) with less common disabilities were integrated into regular schools; and 95,825 children (50%) with common disabilities were integrated into regular schools.
15. According to 2017 statistical data, persons with disabilities have lower education levels than those without disabilities. The gaps are greater for persons with a severe disability:
a. A higher percentage of persons of working age with disabilities than those without disabilities have no more than a high-school education without matriculation: 46% vs. 27% respectively; at age 65+: 52% vs. 37%, respectively.
b. A lower percentage of persons with disability have a college education and above- at working age: 19% vs. 33%, respectively; at age 65+: 20% vs. 32%, respectively.
16. Between 2002 and 2013, there was an increase in the percentage of persons of working age with post-secondary education among persons with disabilities. However there was also an increase among those without disabilities and the gap remained the same.

Social Contacts and Recreational Activities
17. According to 2017 statistical data, persons with disabilities participate less in cultural and recreational activities than those without disabilities.
18. According to this data, more persons with disabilities reported feeling lonely and not having friends than those without disabilities:
a. At working age, 13% of persons with disabilities reported feeling frequent loneliness, compared with only 3% of persons without disabilities. 
b. At age 65+, 19% of persons with disabilities, reported feeling frequent loneliness compared with only 4% of persons without disabilities.
19. According to this data, a higher percentage of persons with disabilities reported that they have no one to rely on in times of need than those without disabilities:
a. At working age, 19% of persons with a severe disability and 12% of those with a moderate disability reported that they have no one to rely on for help in a crisis or time of distress, compared with 6% of those without disabilities.
b. At age 65+, 13% of persons with a severe disability and 9% of those with a moderate disability reported that they have no one to rely on for help in a crisis or time of distress, compared with 5% of those without disabilities.

20. According to 2017 statistical data: 58% of persons with disabilities used the emergency room in the last 12 months, compared to 49% persons without disabilities, 25% were admitted to hospital, compared to 11% persons without disabilities, and 94% went to the family physician compared to 80% of persons without disabilities. The satisfaction from the medical services is similar for persons with disabilities and persons without disabilities.  
21. According to 2015 statistical data, based on Central Bureau of Statistics data of 2013, in 2013 it was reported that persons with disabilities more frequently had to forgo treatment due to financial difficulties, for example, at working age, 46% of persons with disabilities who needed dental treatment during the previous year went without dental treatment compared to 24% of persons without disabilities. Among those aged 65+, 56% of persons with disabilities who needed dental treatment during the previous year went without dental treatment compared with 28% of persons without disabilities.

ARTICLE 27- WORK AND EMPLOYMENT 
General 
22. In Israel, there are approximately 703,700 disabled persons of working age (ages 18-64) representing 15% of the general population. Approximately 259,700 disabled persons of working age (ages 20-64) have a severe disability. 
23. In 2015, employment among the group of persons with disabilities was as follows: 44% of persons with a severe disability ages 20-64 were not integrated in the job market, compared to 17% among persons without a disability. 
24. The percentage of part-time employees among persons of disabilities is high: 27% among persons with disabilities compared to 16% among persons without disabilities.
25. In recent years, numerous efforts have been made to improve the employment situation of persons with disabilities. The latest data of the Commission indicates the following: in 2015, the employment rate stood at 51% among persons with disabilities (serious and moderate) compared to 79% among persons without disabilities. However, since 2002, the employment rate of persons with disabilities improved. In 2002, only 40% of persons with disabilities (serious and moderate) of working age were employed (compared to 68% of persons without a disability).

Data on the Performance of the Employers Centers
27. According to data of the Administration for the Integration of Persons with Disabilities at the Workforce in the Ministry of Labor, Social Affairs and Social Services[footnoteRef:6], since the establishment of the employer centers in 2013, and until June 2016, there were 2,531 employers who applied to the employers centres. There were 5,552 employers with whom first meetings were held. There were 3,244 long term programs with employers. 4,563 positions for person with disabilities were opened. There were 1,827 placements of persons with disabilities in the labor market. [bookmark: bookmark8]Economic Status of Working Persons with Disabilities
28. According to 2015 statistical data, employed persons with disabilities earn lower wages, particularly those with a severe disability.
29. According to this data, the average standard per capita income in a household in which there is a disabled person is lower than in households where there is not a disabled person. At working age, the standard per capita income of persons with a moderate disability is 81% of that of persons without disabilities, and 67% for persons with a severe disability. Among persons aged 65+, the standard per capita income of persons with a disability is 67% of that of persons without disabilities.
30. According to this data, it is harder for persons with disabilities to cover their monthly expenses than for those without disabilities.
31. According to this data, a higher percentage of persons with disabilities reported being unable to cover their monthly expenditures than those without disabilities; the percentage was even higher among persons with a severe disability:
a. At working age, 27% of the persons with a severe disability and 14% of those with a moderate disability reported that they were unable to cover their monthly expenses compared with 8% of persons without disabilities.
b. Among those age 65+, 9% of the persons with a severe disability and 4% of those with a moderate disability are unable to cover their monthly expenses compared with 2% of persons without disabilities.
32. In recent years, there has been a decline in the percentage of persons of working age who are unable to cover their expenses. However the gap between persons with disabilities and those without disabilities remains.

33. A study conducted by the National Insurance Institute (Hereinafter: "NII") and the Joint-Brookdale Institute, published in 2012, showed that from people in working ages who define themselves (subjectively) as disabled at some level that affects their functioning, about a quarter (253,000) received an allowance in 2012 (one or more) from the NII – an annual increase of 3% in the number of entitled individuals. The others – about 100,000 – receive an allowance from another source (the Ministry of Defense, work accident victims, etc.), and some do not receive any allowance at all for various reasons, such as a disability level that does not entitle them to an allowance or failure to exercise their rights or full integration in the workforce. 19% of the people with disabilities do not work and do not receive a disability allowance. 
34. According to the NII as of December 2013, 43,354 adult disabled individuals and 4,211 minor disabled individuals (equal to 16% of allowance recipients in the branch) received simultaneously two or more allowances.
35. Israel provides a safety net for persons with disabilities through various long term allowances, benefits, and programs, primarily through the NII. These include: 
a. General Disability Allowance - given to persons with 60% medical disability (or 40% disability under certain conditions) who have lost at least half of their earning capacity due to their medical condition. The allowance is paid also to persons who earn a salary up to a certain level (please see Article 27 above).  
b. Special Attendance Allowance - paid to cover the cost of long term care for persons with severe disabilities who are below the retirement age and evaluated as requiring care. 
c. Mobility Allowance - persons with severe mobility disability that meet the eligibility requirements may receive an additional Mobility Allowance to assist in transportation expenses; this allowance is higher for persons with disabilities who are employed. 
d. Disabled Children's Allowance - children with specific disabilities and medical conditions are eligible for Disabled Children's Allowance. In some cases, the allowance can be received even from the age of three months to assist the family providing care to the child at home.

Special Attendance Allowance 
36. According to data of the NII, in December 2015, 52,225 individuals received special services allowance, roughly 7% more than in December 2014; for 6,264 of these individuals, this was the first year they received the allowance. There are several reasons for the increase in the number of allowance recipients: the improvement in medical treatment given to patients with serious illnesses allows them a longer life expectancy than in the past, which has resulted in a continuing rise in the number of recipients defined as totally dependent on help from others.
37. As noted, the majority of allowance recipients received more than one pension - approximately 73% also received a disability allowance (regular allowance) and another 22% were also entitled to a senior citizen allowance.

Mobility Allowance 
38. According to data of the NII, in December 2015, there were 38,628 recipients who received a mobility allowance – an increase of 3.5% compared to 2014. The rate of increase in the number of those eligible for mobility allowance has decreased over the years. Approximately 69% of the allowance recipients receive an additional allowance by the National Insurance Institution, and an additional 2,268 are entitled to disability allowance for persons with disabilities as a result of work-related accidents.
