Since 2023 a special category was included in the Computerised Crime Analysis System of Cyprus Police, enabling the extraction of statistics regarding criminal cases for offences (RCI) of violence against women and therefore their separation and distinction on the basis of the gender, age and nationality of the victim and the perpetrator. Also, it will provide further information on the complaints made, in terms of offences involving violence against women under the relevant Legislation of 2021, as well as the progress of these cases up to the stage when they are filed in court.
