[bookmark: _GoBack]Annex 1 – Data about Anti-Violence Centres and Shelters (ISTAT source)

There are 257 anti-violence centers active in 2018 and 286 in 2019 and they represented a fundamental point for the 49,394 women who contacted them and for the 30,056 women who were taken into care and who began a path to exit from violence. Of the women who started that process, 63.7% have children, 72.8% of them minors. Foreign women are the 27%. 

The anti-violence centers, in addition to offering the service in presence with a high availability, being open on average 5.2 days a week for about 7 hours a day, are reachable in 68.5% of cases even within 24 hours. The possibility of contacting the centers is also guaranteed by the fact that 22.6% of the centers have made a toll-free number available to users and 50.2% have a telephone line dedicated to operators. Furthermore, in terms of accessibility and proximity of the centers to women, 49.4% of the anti-violence centers have branches (sportelli contro la violenza) in the area that provide services similar to those of the Center in order to reach a greater number of women. Anti-violence centers offer multiple services, among these the most frequent are those of listening and reception, guidance and accompaniment to other services of the territorial network (both 96.5%), legal support (93.8%), psychological support and counselling (92.2%), support for autonomy (87.5%), removal path (84.0%) and career guidance (80.5%). 

The services provided by the Centers also include prevention activities, such as training for other operators and raising awareness in schools. Most of the Centers carry out external training activities (81.7%). The main targets are social workers (82.9%) and healthcare workers (77.1%), but also law enforcement agencies (57.1%) and lawyers (47.6%). The information activity in schools is carried out by 89.1% of the Centers, the preparation of cultural prevention events by 96.5% and data collection by 86.8%.

Women victims of gender-based and domestic violence can also find hospitality and safety at the 272 shelters operating throughout the country which, in 2018, hosted 1940 abused women with an average stay of 259 days. 62.1% of women were foreigners. Even the shelters, such as the anti-violence centers, guarantee availability 24 hours a day (in 90.1% of cases). The services offered are many and the most frequently guaranteed are: guidance and accompaniment services (96.4%), the individual safety plan based on risk assessment (93.7%), support and psychological counselling for women (90.1%), guidance on housing autonomy (90.1%) and working autonomy (87.8%), legal support and advice (89.2%), support for parenting (80.6%). The activity of the shelters is not detached from the broader context of support and reception services for women victims of violence in the area: the territorial social services represent the main channel through which women approach the shelter (in 30% of cases), followed by anti-violence centers in 26.1% of cases. However, it should be emphasized that there are women who also go to shelters independently (6.2%). In 2018, half of the women who left the shelters (50.8%) did so because they had completed the path to exit from violence and 7.8% for the conclusion of the hospitality path, suggesting a positive outcome for about 6 out of 10 women.

The assessment exercise of the results of the projects presented in the Annual Planning carried out by the Local Offices of External Criminal Enforcement (in Italian, UEPE) is currently on-going, with the aim of identifying effective intervention methodologies for the treatment of perpetrators of violence against women, besides disseminating them at the national level, to contribute to the prevention of recidivism. 
These are the projects presented in the 2020 Planning:
“Beware of the Wolf (Attenti al Lupo)” (UEPE Avellino)
Planned activities: program of cultural change for abusive men, in collaboration with the territorial network.
“Keep Calm and Make the bed (Keep Calm e Rifatti il letto)” (UEPE Caltanissetta)
Planned activities: empowering paths for the control of aggression on perpetrators of femicide, held in prison and subjected to the community-measures. Individual and group psycho-social support, establishment of the local network. 
“Male stereotyping and gender-based violence (Gli stereotipi maschili e la violenza di genere)” (UEPE Livorno) 
Group discussion activities on gender stereotypes and aggressive behaviour. 
“Rethinking relationships (Ripensare i legami)” (UEPE Venice)
Building mature emotional relationships free from GBV. Psycho-social support through individual and group meetings. 
“Stop the violence (Stop alla violenza)” (UEPE Venice)
Individual interviews with cognitive-behavioural orientation, path of awareness regarding violent behaviour.

Projects involving the criminal execution of juveniles 

Project at a national level
“Zero Violenze” Project (Progetto Violenza zero)”
This is a project financially supported by the Presidency of the Council of Ministers that represents, for the Juvenile Justice Sector, the first attempt at the national level to take stock of a complicated issue such as sex crimes committed in childhood/development age. The project, coordinated by the Psychoanalytic Institute for Social Research (acronymus in Italian: IPRS), has seen the DGMC as a partner. It is part of the promotion and support of a series of interventions, including innovative ones, aimed at carring on the national strategy of full and strict implementation of all the duties indicated by the Istanbul Convention through the strenghtening of the intervention abilities of general and specialized services and the widest involment of potential beneficiaries on the issues of gender-based violence. The aim was to examine in depth the phenomenon of young sex offenders, through a shared reflection on specific aspects such as the ways by which take charge and the criteria for specifying the educational/treatment plan for this type of user. 

At a territorial level, the Juvenile Justice Centres, together with the USSM, promote initiatives and agreements with other institutional and private social actors, to create synergies that allow the activation of all available resources, for the implementation of projects that can be a support for the individualized treatment programs. It is listed below the most important interventions:

CGM Cagliari – Listening Center for abusive men in the North Sardinia Region (CAM). It ensures pathways for developing awareness and taking responsibility for abusive behaviour/domestic violence.	
CGM Cagliari – Protocol “Integrated Operational Procedures in case of ill-treatment, sexual abuse and sexual exploitation of minors” Public Prosecutor’s Office at T.M. Cagliari, Juvenile Court of Cagliari, Ordinary Court of Cagliari, Public Prosecutor’s Office at Ordinary Court of Cagliari, ATS/ASSL Cagliari, Metropolitan City of Cagliari, PLUS West area, PLUS Sarcidano-Barbagia di Seulo, PLUS 21, PLUS Quartu S. Elena, PLUS Cagliari: to ensure, through the identification of shared and integrated procedures, the care of child victims of abuse and ill-treatment.
CGM Florence (USSM FI) – Collaboration with “Working Group on gender-based violence and abuse prevention”, Municipality of Florence, Trade Unions, Associations committed against gender-based violence. The activities concern individual and group psychological interventions and inclusion in sports activities.	
CGM Florence (USSM FI) – Listening Center for Abusive Men: experimentation of collaborative modalities both for the taking in charge of offenders and for victims. The collaboration concerns the launch of workshops on affectivity and gender-based violence, to be carried out in presence or remotely.	
CGM Rome (USSM CB) – Partnership project “Centro Be Future Molise”, USSM Campobasso /ATS Campobasso, Coop. Kairos, Coop. Be Free: support for victims and sex offenders, support for fragile families. 
CGM Rome - USSM Rome. “Educate to the difference”: project aimed at encouraging the recognition of one’s own violent behaviour and the achievement of awareness of the existence of gender models, by a series of meetings and innovative tools such as simulations, role-playing and theatre-related techniques / USSM Campobasso. Partnership in the project “Centro Be Future Molise”, carried out by ATS Campobasso, Coop. Kairos e Coop. Be Free, that has the aim to provide support to victims and sex offenders, as well as fragile families.
CGM Turin - Operating protocol between USSM Genoa and UDEPE Genoa with the White Dove Association. USSM Genoa - Udepe Genoa –White Dove Association: taking charge of minors who have committed violent crimes within the family and/or among reported peers by USSM to the Association that deals with the issues of fatherhood, masculinity and gender-based violence.  
CGM Turin – (USSM TO). The project “This is a man if” promotes the activation of a in depth thinking about gender-based violence through group or individual paths, with opportunities of places for discussion and re-elaboration for those young people who have committed violent crimes within important relationships with the other gender. 
CGM Venice (USSM VE) – Protocol of specialized teams, USSM Venice / AUSL of Veneto Region: reporting of investigated minors/defendants of crimes of sexual abuse and serious ill-treatment to the regional teams, in line with the current ongoing guidelines approved by the Veneto Region: promotion of initiatives in order to allow adult users to access specialized treatment.
CGM Milan - USSM Brescia and Centro per il bambino e la famiglia (CBF) of 'ASST of Bergamo Operating Agreement for minors who have committed sexual abuse in Bergamo. The Agreement provides for the taking in charge the perpetrators of sexual abuse, as well as victims of abuse and their families.
CGM Bari - USSM Bari. Collaboration with teams specialized in the treatment of minors/young adult sex-offenders present in some geographical areas, such as Conversano, Mola di Bari, Putignano, Triggiano, Andria and Barletta, with CAM – Centro Aiuto Maltrattanti, established at the Municipality of Bari. Furthermore, in Andria a multidisciplinary specialist team has been working for some time to propose, for an integrated perspective, a method of intervention aimed at the analysis and treatment of the situations of ill-treatment and abuse.
CGM Catanzaro – (USSM CZ). Project “The good parent”, financed by the Department for Equal Opportunities (DEO) on domestic and gender-based violence, conducted by the cooperative Kyosei for multidimensional treatment for abusive fathers of mothers and children exposed to domestic violence, in partnership with the Municipalities of Catanzaro, Lamezia Terme, Soverato, Crotone, Vibo Valentia (as lead municipalities of their social territorial areas, ASP of Catanzaro, Court of Catanzaro, University La Sapienza of Rome.
CGM Catanzaro - Casa di Nilla. CGM/Specialized Regional Centre “Casa di Nilla”: collaboration in the free of charge taking in charge of minors and young sex offenders, as reported by the Juvenile Justice Services,  by the specialized team of the Centre at its headquarters. 
Juvenile Housing Services of Calabria. Project “NO VIOLENCE” provides actions of education and fight against violence, awareness-raising actions addressed to operators of specialized services of ASP and EE.LL. and operators of victims of violence’s associations. 
CGM Palermo (USSM Messina) –Inter-institutional MoU against gender-based violence USSM Messina, Prefecture of Messina, J.A.’s both Ordinary and Juvenile, CEDAV, Police force, Metropolitan City, ASP, University, Professional Bodies: Lawyers, Doctors, Pharmacists, Institutions and local NGOs. 
CGM Palermo – Protocol for the fight against VAW, Prefecture of Ragusa, Judicial Authorities, Police Force, Professionals Associations, Anti-Violence Centres, Local Health Authorities (ASL), Trade Unions, Municipalities, school and labour Offices, Justice Services: provision of strategies for the prevention and the fight against VAW and domestic violence.
USSM Palermo. The project “Things I’ve never told you” aims to developing the topic of violence against women through the activation of a workshop and using the tool of writing. The young men, accompanied and supported by relevant professionals will talk about themselves while reviewing the concept of feminine and all those stereotypes that lead gender-based violence.
USSM Palermo. Project of the EOS Group (Equipe Beyond the Silence intersects with various initiatives implemented and proposed in some schools, to raise awareness on legality, gender difference, violence, education to affectivity. It also foresees: the taking in charge of abusive minors; the dissemination of/exchanging information about methodology of taking in charge among the juvenile services falling within the CGM of Sicily; the implementation of “Groups of minors and families” involved in sexual abuse-related crimes; hearing minors victims upon judicial authorities’ request; awareness-raising activities on affectivity and prevention of gender-based violence in the training and socializing agencies present in the District of the Court of Appeal of Palermo; implementation of a network of territorial services for facing gender-based violence; self-training and integrated training with local social services.  
CDP Palermo - Project: “Red shoes? No, thank you!” Awareness-raising and information workshop against VAW. From the methodological perspective, it provides the approach of circle time, which allows to address the issue of different forms of violence by giving voice to the underlying dynamics, in order to understand and change them. The methodology uses both the frontal meeting and the vision of films, and brainstorming. It is addressed both to minors in the penal area and to minors who risks the deviant behaviour reported by the local services.
CDP Caltanissetta  – The project: “Educate  to affectivity, respect and to prevent violence against women”, aims to disseminating among young people cultural and relational models that respect gender differences in order to prevent violence against women. It is addressed to minors and young adults in the external criminal area reported by the USSM, children of UEPE users, young UEPE users, minors and young people in situation of social-familial distress reported by the Social Service of the Municipalities of Caltanissetta and San Cataldo, respectively.

Annex 4

The following shows a summary of the provisions adopted by the Penitentiary Administration following Covid-19 outbreak

	                           MONITORING OF COVID-19 CASES AND MEASURES TO BE ADOPTED

	PRISON POPULATION

	Organizational / intervention plans at regional level to identify the wings and places for COVID-positive inmates with the indication of differentiated solutions for prisoners:
· with several symptoms, 
· with light symptoms 
· without symptoms. 
	Period of precautionary confinement for all the newly arrived inmates until the negative response of the swab test.

	
	The following three types of subjects must be kept separated from each other and from the rest of the prison population:
1 – Prisoners isolated because they come from liberty, from another prison, from Hospitals. 
2 – Prisoners isolated because they are “close contacts” of persons detected as positive to COVID-19. 
3 – Prisoners isolated because they are infected with COVID-19 virus. The latter can be further subdivided into: inmates without symptoms or with light symptoms, on the one hand, and inmates with symptoms on the other hand.

	
	Possible identification within the district area, of specific detention wings in one or more prisons – preferably hosting healthcare wings – such as to enable, according to an order of increasing gradualness, the temporary assignment of COVID-19 positive inmates from the district/region. Said inmates shall return to their establishments of origin as soon as their confinement is over, after a negative final swab test.

	
	Possible organizational options, which are absolutely necessary, respecting the principles of being proportioned, gradual and temporary, to be communicated, before implementation, to the Department Headquarters. Those options should aim at temporarily reducing and/or suspending the opportunities of contact between prison population and the people coming from outside the prisons.

	Where new cases of infections are ascertained among both staff and prison population, that critical incident shall be recorded and the contact tracing shall start.
	Assessment of the trend of increase in the cases registered in the local area of competence, in close coordination with the local healthcare agency as well as of possible relevant forecast 

	
	Possible organizational options, which are absolutely necessary, respecting the principles of being proportioned, gradual and temporary, to be communicated, before implementation, to the Department Headquarters. Those options should aim at temporarily reducing and/or suspending the opportunities of contact between prison population and the people coming from outside the prisons.

	Minimum provisions to be adopted in case of a specific number of infections, with the possibility of a further strengthening by the Regional Directorate and by the prison governors, in close cooperation with local healthcare authorities. 
	FIRST THRESHOLD 

	
	First threshold – In case the number of infections is up to 2% of the total number of persons present in one prison including both staff and inmates (e.g. a total number of 20 infected persons in one prison with a total of 1000 persons present, including staff and inmates): besides recurring to already implemented procedures of isolation of infected inmates and of suspension of every activity pending the screening outcome by swab tests of those ones who had closed contacts with them, the activities in the establishment shall be regulated as follows:
1) Exercise with co-inmates: only the inmates assigned to the same wing shall be allowed to exercise together, provided that in that wing there are no suspect cases. The relevant premises shall be adequately hygienized and ventilated in the time between the attendance of one group and another one. 
2) School and training activities shall be maintained only where it is possible to ensure a safe development and an adequate distancing (of one meter at least and with the use of face masks) for small groups of prisoners assigned to the same wing. Teachers and instructors shall be connected remotely with the small group of inmates gathered in one room of the prison; the classroom shall be regularly and adequately hygienized and ventilated. Where it is not possible to ensure the above, school and training activities shall be suspended.
3) Sport: only those activities shall be authorized which do not foresee physical contact and ensure adequate social distancing of 2 meters at least. All other activities shall be suspended.
4) Cultural and leisure activities, volunteers’ activities: they will be carried out inside the single wings (not allowing persons from different wings to meet) and only where it is possible to ensure adequate social distancing of one meter among participants and the use of face masks. Groups shall be of small size. Recourse shall be made to remote connections. The relevant premises shall be regularly and adequately hygienized and ventilated. If the provisions above cannot be met, then activities shall be suspended.
5) Religious activities: religious rites shall be maintained but limited to every single wing (not allowing persons from different wings to meet). Social distancing of one meter shall be ensured among participants along with the use of face masks and an accurate hand cleaning.
6) Staff: every possible measure shall be adopted, upon consultation with the staff trade unions, to reduce the occasions of contagion connected to staff mobility. It is crucial to implement staff cohorting, avoiding to assign staff to shifts to be carried out in different wings or areas of the prison (keeping into account the size of the prison and the number of staff members working in it).
7) Cells: prisoners shall have the possibility to wash/disinfect their hands while entering or going out of their cell. They shall always wear face masks while out of their room and while in common spaces. Irrespective of the risk threshold, the access to showers shall be regulated, mostly in those prisons where there are not in-cell showers. 

	
	SECOND THRESHOLD

	
	In case the number of infections is up to 5% of the total number of persons present in one prison, including both staff and inmates (e.g. a total number of 50 infected persons in one prison with a total of 1000 persons present, including staff and inmates), besides isolating all the subjects concerned, the following further restrictions shall be adopted:
1) All the minimum instructions given with reference to the first threshold shall be updated by providing further restrictions, considering the suspension of all the above-mentioned activities, except the exercise with co-inmates and some essential activities (kitchen, prison shop, cleaning, building maintenance and other activities which, at local level, are considered as essential for the life in the establishment);
2) Exercise with co-inmates: it will be implemented in small groups of inmates assigned to the same wing. Those groups shall be always the same and will use in shifts the dedicated premises. Those premises shall be adequately cleaned and ventilated between the accesses of the various groups.
3) Cells: The use of face masks shall be recommended also inside the rooms, especially when social distancing cannot be ensured.
In choosing stricter measures to be adopted within the second threshold, account will be kept of the higher number of cases of infection among staff (in that case, the provisions relevant to staff shall be strengthened) or among prisoners (in that case the measures concerning the above-mentioned activities shall be strengthened, until possible suspension).
In any case (both for 1st and 2nd threshold), all the provisions of suspension of the above-mentioned activities shall be preceded by an adequate information and awareness-raising campaign towards prisoners. The measures shall last 15 days, then an assessment of the levels of contagion shall be made, with the purpose of confirming or (partially) lessening those measures. In any case, the prison governors shall make a weekly assessment of the situation of their prison in order to survey the percentage of infections and activate the consequent measures as soon as they ascertain the achievement of the second threshold. Where the registered percentage decrease, new provisions shall be possibly issued, in coordination with the Department Headquarters.

	Provision of Personal Protective Equipment (in particular of face masks) to all prison population, arranging adequate and constant control modalities about compliance with the obligation to wear that equipment at least outside the cells and in all shared premises and areas.

	Continuous aeration (where possible) and sanitization of all the shared premises and areas where staff and inmates circulate and stay.

	Arrangement of an adequate number of hygienizing gel dispensers for both staff and prison population.

	Transfers. In order to maintain as much as possible the composition of the prison community, crystallizing the situations and reducing the opportunities to spread contagion, the transfers of prisoners shall be restricted to the unavoidable situations relevant to serious reasons of health and to very serious, grounded reasons of security.

	PENITENTIARY STAFF

	The staff shall check that all the people working and entering the prison comply with all the healthcare measures of infection prevention and in particular that they wear Personal Protective Equipment and often sanitize their hands.

	The staff shall undergo periodical prevention checks by taking swab sample tests and other types of tests.

	Body temperature shall be taken systematically for all the staff and all the people who, for any reason, enter the prison.

	Provision of Personal Protective Equipment (in particular of face masks) to all the staff and to all the persons who, for any reason, enter the prison. Moreover, adequate and constant modalities of control shall be carried out in order to check that the obligation to wear this equipment is respected.
