MONGOLIA’S REPLY TO THE CEDAW COMMITTEE’S QUESTION:
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“Do you have a data information on the violation of the rights of girls and women in Education fields? Would you elaborate on what data information show?”

According to the statistics, 49 percent of the pre-school children and 50 percent of the secondary school children in Mongolia are studying in remote areas. 
One-half of remote schools’ buildings have not been connected to infrastructure utilities. 
Students (children) who live far from their schools stay and study in dormitories. According to the statistics, 51.7 percent of students who live in rural schools’ dormitories are female students. 
Fifty-four percent of rural schools’ dormitories have not been connected to infrastructure utilities, and 25 percent of the schools’ dormitories to the Central power. 
Also 27 percent of rural kindergartens have not been connected to infrastructure utilities. 
These statistics are used to develop policies to ensure the right of girls and women to education. 
The Government of Mongolia is taking actions with public and private partnership initiatives to overcome this matter. Therefore, a survey was conducted in 330 soums nationwide to replace wooden, uninsulated pit latrines outside rural schools, kindergartens and dormitories with modern sanitation facilities. As part of its social responsibility, the state-owned Erdenet Mining Corporation is providing $ 33.3 million in funding for this project.
As a result, 55,451 boys and girls from 139 rural schools, 83 kindergartens and 112 dormitories will be provided with modern sanitation facilities.
