Overview of the UNPRPD 

The UN Partnership on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (UNPRPD) brings together UN entities, governments, DPOs and the broader civil society to advance the rights of persons with disabilities around the world. Building on the networks and comparative expertise of different UN entities, the UNPRPD facilitates transformational joint programming at country, regional and global levels to advance CRPD implementation. The UN entities participating in the UNPRPD are ILO, OHCHR, UNDESA, UNDP, UNESCO, UNFPA, UNICEF, UN Women and WHO.
 
Since its operationalization in 2012, the UNPRPD has supported over 45 joint initiatives including 38 joint programmes at country level and mobilized commitments of over US$26 million to the UNPRPD Trust Fund to support the implementation of the CRPD. In addition, the UNPRPD has supported regional networks of organizations of persons with disabilities in Africa and the Pacific as well as global work on disability statistics and the mainstreaming of disability in the SDGs, social protection, inclusive education, political participation of persons with intellectual disabilities. The UNPRPD has also provided funding support to the development of the System-wide Strategy on Disability Inclusion.

The CRPD Committee Chair has a standing invitation and has been regularly attending the Annual meetings of the UNPRPD Policy Board Meeting.
