The Committee amend and merge decisions 91/III and 91/IV as follows: “The Committee decided that in case of cancellation of meeting time, the members designated to participate in the respective pre-sessional working group will meet informally online, and to delegate authority to those members to adopt lists of issues and questions and lists of issues and questions prior to reporting online during the intersessional period. It also decided to delegate authority to adopt follow-up assessments during the intersessional period to the Rapporteur and alternate Rapporteur for follow-up to concluding observations as well as to the additional member appointed to conduct an assessment when their assessments coincide; in case of divergence, the follow-up assessment would be referred to the Committee for consideration at its next session. The Committee further decided that the lists of issues and questions, lists of issues prior to reporting and follow-up assessments thus adopted will be transmitted to the States parties concerned immediately following adoption without a need for approval by the Committee at its subsequent formal session.”

Adoption of statements on controversial issues during the intersessional period
Further to decision 89/VI on the adoption of statements, the Committee decided that statements on controversial issues shall, in principle, be adopted during a session of the Committee. However, in exceptional cases where a statement on a controversial issue is adopted during the intersessional period, the drafting of the statement shall be delegated to a group of five members, one from every region. In that case:
· The draft statement shall be circulated to the whole Committee for comments in track changes, and the drafting group shall see to it that all members are made aware of any differences with the initial draft.
· The drafting group shall explain its choices based on a majority position and shall send the final draft statement to the Bureau for approval.
· A member wishing to abstain or object shall inform the Chair accordingly. In that case, the member concerned shall explain the reasons for abstaining or objecting to the draft statement to the drafting group, with all Committee members in copy.
· The Bureau shall discuss the draft statement.
· If several members have strong reservations, the Bureau shall refer the draft statement back to the drafting group to seek consensus.
· If the Bureau approves the draft without substantial changes, the final draft statement shall be circulated to all Committee members for silence-procedure adoption by a given deadline.
· If the Bureau decides that substantial changes are needed, the draft statement shall be circulated for comments again and the drafting group shall consult with the Bureau. The Bureau shall approve the revised draft and circulate it to all Committee members for silence-procedure adoption by a given deadline.
· The statement shall be published when the deadline has expired.

		Organizational and other matters
	A.	States parties to the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women and to the Optional Protocol
As at 20 February, the closing date of the ninety-first session of the Committee on the Elimination of Discrimination against Women, there were 189 States parties to the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women, which was adopted by the General Assembly in its resolution 34/180 and opened for signature, ratification and accession in New York on 1 March 1980. In accordance with its article 27, the Convention entered into force on 3 September 1981. In addition, 83 Contracting States had accepted the amendment to article 20, paragraph 1, of the Convention, concerning the Committee’s meeting time. A total of 126 States parties to the Convention are currently required to accept the amendment to bring it into force, in accordance with its provisions. 
At the same date, there were 116 States parties to the Optional Protocol to the Convention, which was adopted by the General Assembly in its resolution 54/4 and opened for signature, ratification and accession in New York on 10 December 1999. In accordance with its article 16, the Optional Protocol entered into force on 22 December 2000.
Updated information on the status of the Convention, the amendment to the Convention and its Optional Protocol, as well as lists of States signatories and parties and the texts of declarations, reservations, objections and other relevant information are available from the website of the United Nations Treaty Collection (http://treaties.un.org). 
	B.	Opening of the session
The Committee held its ninety-second session in Geneva from 2 to 20 February 2026. In total, the Committee held 20 plenary meetings and also held 10 meetings to discuss agenda items 5, 6, 7 and 8. A list of the documents before the Committee is contained in annex [...] to the present report.
The session was opened by the Chair of the Committee, Nahla Haidar, at its 2178th meeting on 2 February 2026.
	C.	Adoption of the agenda and organization of work
The Committee adopted the provisional agenda (CEDAW/C/92/1) at its 2178th meeting. 
	D.	Report of the pre-sessional working group
No report of the pre-sessional working group for the ninety-second session, which had met from 24 to 28 February 2025, was introduced by Hiroko Akizuki at the 2178th meeting.
	E.	Organization of work	
On 2 and 9 February, the Committee held informal closed meetings with representatives of specialized agencies and United Nations funds and programmes during which country-specific information was provided, as well as information on the efforts made by those bodies to support the implementation of the Convention.
Also on 2 and 9 February, the Committee held informal public meetings with representatives of non-governmental organizations and national human rights institutions from States parties considered by the Committee at its ninety-second session. These representatives provided information on the implementation of the Convention in the States parties concerned.
On 16 February, the Committee informally met with Sarah Hendricks, Director of Policy, Programme and Intergovernmental Support, UN Women, and Adriana Quinones, Chief, Human Rights and Non-Discrimination Section, UN Women, who briefed the Committee on the priority theme of the seventieth session of the Commission on the Status of Women (CSW) and ways and means to strengthen the Committee’s contribution to the normative processes and the implementation of agreed conclusions of the CSW.
Also on 16 February, the Committee informally met with Nargiz Arupova, Operations Manager and Deputy Director of the Global Alliance of National Human Rights Institutions (GANHRI), and Matthias Klettermayer, Human Rights Officer, National Institutions and Regional Mechanisms Section, Global Operations Division, OHCHR, to discuss ways and means to further strengthen bilateral cooperation and engagement by national human rights institutions in the State review process.
On 17 February, the Committee convened a side event to brief States parties and other stakeholders on its draft addendum to update general recommendation No. 24 (1999) on women and health.
On 18 February, Michael Wiener briefed the Committee on the publication “Faith in United Nations human rights treaties: Legal and religious commentaries for research and peer-learning”, edited by him, Ibrahim Salama and Britta Nicolmann.
On 19 February, the Committee hosted a reception, attended by more than 120 participants, including representatives of States parties, civil society, women leaders and academia, to mark the forty-fifth anniversary of the entry into force of the Convention, highlight its continued relevance in times of financial crisis and backlash against women’s human rights and renew the commitment of States and other stakeholders to its effective implementation.

		Assessment of follow-up procedure to concluding observations 
The Committee adopted the assessment of the follow-up procedure (see annex 1), presented by the Rapporteur on follow-up, in accordance with the recommendation made in the previous assessment of the follow-up procedure adopted by the Committee at its eighty-fourth session (see A/78/38, Part three, Chapter IV). The Rapporteur on follow-up recommended and the Committee decided that the follow-up procedure under article 18 of the Convention will be continued and that the next evaluation process will be carried out at the ninety-ninth session in October 2028.
Adoption of follow-up assessments
The Committee decided that, in principle, follow-up assessments shall no longer be screened and summarised during adoption. Committee members shall review the draft assessments in advance and submit any comments in writing to the Rapporteur on follow-up, the alternate Rapporteur on follow-up and the focal point for follow-up of the Secretariat. Exceptionally, those assessments for which comments are received may be screened during adoption, and the discussion will be limited to any amendments made based on comments received. In the absence of such comments, the follow-up assessments will be adopted one by one without discussion.

	Activities carried out under the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women
Article 12 of the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women provides that the Committee shall include in its annual report under article 21 of the Convention a summary of its activities under the Optional Protocol.
	A.	Action taken by the Committee in respect of issues arising from article 2 of the Optional Protocol
The Committee discussed activities under article 2 of the Optional Protocol on 16, 17 and 20 February 2026. It was briefed by the Chair of the Working Group on Communications under the Optional Protocol, which had met on 9 February 2026 during the ninety-second session for a total of three hours.
The Committee examined and adopted final decisions on eight individual communications submitted under article 2 of the Optional Protocol. It found violations of the authors’ rights in relation communications Nos. 175/2021 concerning Argentina (failure to prevent a femicide), 187/2022 concerning Cambodia (failure to consider gender discrimination and provide reparation for sexual violence against a girl with disabilities) and 189/2022 concerning Mexico (mandatory pre-trial detention of 22 women detainees, their placement in a centre far from their families, and lack of access to health services). In addition, it declared inadmissible communications Nos. 167/2021 concerning Bulgaria (lack of substantiation of claims), 176/2021 concerning Switzerland (non-exhaustion of domestic remedies) and 219/2024 concerning Spain (res judicata). The Committee also decided to discontinue its consideration of communications No. 212/2023 concerning the Netherlands and No. 227/2024 concerning Denmark (successful resolution of both cases). The text of the final decisions of the Committee will be available through the Official Document System of the United Nations (https://documents.un.org/) as soon as they have been finalized and sent to the parties to the proceedings.
The Committee adopted its report on follow-up to individual communications, assessing the degree of compliance of the States parties concerned with the views adopted by the Committee. It closed the follow-up procedure in relation to nine communications: Nos. 104/2016 concerning Moldova (with a B assessment: partial compliance), 129/2018 concerning the Russian Federation (with a C assessment: no compliance), 75/2014 concerning Mexico (with a C assessment), 153/2020, concerning Mexico (with a C assessment), 99/2016 concerning Bulgaria (with a B assessment), 34/2011 concerning the Philippines (with a B assessment), 45/2012 concerning Kazakhstan (with a C assessment), 155/2020 concerning the Philippines (with a C assessment) and 88/2015 concerning Timor Leste (with a B assessment). 
The Committee also adopted its revised rules of procedure (see decision 92/III), including on individual communications, and its revised guidelines on third party interventions to harmonize both with the working methods of other treaty bodies (link).
	B.	Action taken by the Committee in respect of issues arising from article 8 of the Optional Protocol
The Committee discussed activities under article 8 of the Optional Protocol on 18 February 2026. It was briefed by the Chair of the Working Group on Inquiries under the Optional Protocol, which had met on 9 February 2026 during the ninety-second session for a total of three hours.
The Committee reviewed all pending inquiry proceedings and discussed ways to enhance the effectiveness of the inquiry procedure.
The Committee also adopted its revised rules of procedure (see decision 92/III), including on inquiries.
The Committee endorsed the following recommendations of the Working Group on Inquiries:

		Implementation of article 21 of the Convention
	A.	Action taken by the Committee under agenda item 6
		Working Group on working methods
		The Working Group met three times during the session. It discussed and submitted to the Committee draft decisions on the adoption of lists of issues and questions, lists of issues prior to reporting and follow-up assessments during the intersessional period (see decision 92/IV) and on the procedure for the adoption of statements on controversial issues exceptionally during the intersessional period (see decision 92/V). It also reviewed the draft revised rules of procedure of the Committee (see decision 92/III) and discussed proposals to further enhance the effectiveness of the constructive dialogues of the Committee.

		Working Group on gender-based violence against women
The working group met twice during the session. It was briefed by a researcher on the topic of her thesis, published on the website of the Committee, which focuses on strengthening accountability for arms exports and extraterritorial obligations under the Convention, with a specific lens on gender-based violence against women and girls. The working group discussed ways to enhance its work in this area and monitor States parties' extraterritorial obligations more thoroughly. It also discussed the Committee’s draft addendum to general recommendation No. 24 (1999) on women and health as it relates to gender-based violence against women.
		Working group on gender stereotypes
The working group met twice during the session. The consultant, Rosa Celorio, participated virtually in the first meeting, where she presented a draft of the general recommendation that took into account comments received from members of the working group since the ninety-first session of the Committee. The working group members reviewed the draft and provided additional feedback to the consultant. The consultant submitted a revised draft that was considered by the working group at its second meeting, in the absence of the consultant. The working group agreed that its members would provide additional comments and that the consultant would submit another revised draft to be finalized in time for its publication online in late February/early March for comments by stakeholders. It also agreed that its members would receive a copy of the final revised draft in case of any urgent editorial revisions before its publication online.
Working group on women, peace and security 
		On 18 February 2026, the Committee adopted an addendum to general recommendation No. 30 (2013) on women in conflict prevention, conflict and post-conflict situations in relation to the Women, Peace and Security agenda (see decision 92/I), prepared by the co-chair of the working group, Ms. de Silva de Alwis. The addendum addresses women, peace and security-related issues such as women’s leadership in peace and security, survivor-centric justice, conflict-related sexual violence, reparations, arms transfers, artificial intelligence- and technology-facilitated gender-based violence, threats to women’s and girls’ sexual and reproductive health rights in armed conflict, and the gendered impacts of climate change and transnational organized crime.
Task force on gender, business, technologies and human rights		
		The task force met twice during the session. It briefed the Committee on its work and convened partners, including UN Women, ITU, UNDP-Business Unit Geneva, OHCHR B-Tech Project, who debrief the Committee on the outcomes of a joint event on technology and business digitization and CEDAW accountability organized during the fourteenth Global Forum on Business and Human Rights held in Geneva in November 2025. The task force discussed a three-year work programme, the urgent need for a joint guidance note and subsequently a general recommendation on technology and business digitization, in consultation with State Parties and tech companies. It further discussed the ITU Global Tech Conference to be held in July to deepen partnerships.
