Notes: 2. Since the deployment of the Surveillance System of Violence and Accidents – VIVA in 2006, the Ministry of Health has invested in improving information about the magnitude of domestic violence, sexual and other violence, in order to better meet this serious public health problem. To do so, it has the support of federal, state and municipal management of SUS, in addition to intrasectoral and intersectoral partners who collaborate to strengthen the monitoring of violence and the structuring of victims services. It is noticeable that the monitoring of violence received a big impulse from the publication of Ordinance MS/GM No. 104, of 01/05;2011, which universalized the reporting of domestic violence, sexual and other violence to all health services, including in relation to diseases and harms of compulsory registration with Sinan.
It should be noted that violence reporting is still in expansion in the Brazilian municipalities. The deployment of surveillance of this grievance is on  a heterogeneously basis, depending on the number of skilled professionals and the existence of services that decide to make the reporting and network structure of assistance to people who are victims of violence. Such procedures are not made in a uniform and instantaneous manner,  they require training of human resources, planning, organization and coordination between reporters and the attention and protection network. In addition, the reporting reSouthts from a local decision based on the performance and response capacity of each municipality.

Due to variability of services and structures of violence surveillance in Brazil, the available data cannot be used to compare Municipalities, or promote a "ranking" between those who have more or less reported cases. The data, from the gradual deployment of the injury surveillance in question, cannot be understood as an assessment of the municipalities regarding violence, because they are not sufficient to demonstrate the totality of cases of violence in certain location: it is estimated that there is a large number of cases of violence, both for the lack of reporting or because they do no demand attention by health services.

Thus, the data available should be used to know the main characteristics of the reported events, and provide health services and other social mechanisms of information essential for the reception and attention to victims of violence, as well as to support the development of public policies that respond to society. It is not advisable to categorize the cities with the highest number of reported cases as the most violent; such classification can generate disincentive to reporting by the municipalities, since none wants to be recognized in this way. In this stage of expansion of surveillance of violence, the municipalities that record more cases are the most sensitive to the problem; therefore, they report more since they have the attention network structured to this surveillance. The best use of these data, as a result of the commitment and efforts of those Municipalities with the reporting of cases, would be in the development of actions to register the occurrence of violent events and, consequently, provide the required assistance, host or referrals.
