	Most common deficiencies:

	1. Link to image on website has no appropriate accessible text
Link has no appropriate accessible text. In fact, the link consists only of an image, which also does not provide adequate alternative text to enable users of assistive technologies to grasp the content. In such case, the image should contain adequate alternative text. Without appropriate alternative text, assistive technology users cannot discern the purpose or function of the link.

	1. The website does not provide the possibility of skipping repetitive elements
Every website must provide the possibility of skipping repetitive elements. The possibility of skipping repetitive elements may be provided to the user by means of a first link on the website which in keyboard navigation allows the user to skip repetitive elements appearing on multiple web pages (menus, logos, repetitive links, etc.). This link should be provided in the form of a "jump to the main element" button, which allows the user to skip repetitive elements and jump directly to the main element of each web page. This link must be provided on all website pages and be functional. 
Alternatively, element skipping functionality may also be provided by having appropriately structured headings (h) on all website pages, indicating the sections and subsections of a particular element on the website. This allows users to skip repetitive elements in these headings in a similar way to that provided by the jump link to the main element. In this context, it is important that headings are structured appropriately on all website pages.

	1. The keyboard focus indicator is not visible
The keyboard focus indicator must be visible (the focused element is circled, highlighted, etc.). This is important for users who use the keyboard as their primary navigation tool. If the focus on an element is not visible, users who use the keyboard navigation can no longer follow the specific content, which means that only a pointing device such as a mouse can be used to navigate the website.
