Reservation on Art. 44 paragraph 3 of the Istanbul Convention (regarding Art. 39)
In accordance with Article 78, paragraph 2, of the Istanbul Convention, the Principality of Liechtenstein reserves the right not to apply Article 44, paragraph 3, with regard to forced abortion and forced sterilisation (Article 39 of the Convention). The reservation was made on the basis of the existing legislation of Liechtenstein. According to § 64 para. 1 no. 4a of the Criminal Code, all offenses related to the implementation of Article 36, 37 and 38 of the Istanbul Convention are punishable under Liechtenstein law, even if committed abroad, regardless of the laws in the country where the crime occurred. However, according to § 65 of the Criminal Code extraterritorial jurisdiction for offenses under Article 39 is only granted if they are also punishable in the country where they were committed. 

Breast cancer screening
[bookmark: _Hlk190699114]One expert mentioned the low participation in breast cancer screening. Liechtenstein would like clarify that this comes from the health survey, which is conducted every five years in Liechtenstein. In 2017 the figure was 10.8%, in 2022 15.3%. However, in this analysis women aged 20 and over were included (in combination with the cervical smear test). This leads to an interpretation error. As mentioned on Friday, women are actively invited for a mammogram every 2.5 years starting from the age of 50. This means that the age group 20-49 years (as not eligible) should not be considered. It distorts the results. This must be taken into consideration for future statistical evaluations.

Data specifically for Liechtenstein can also be filtered on the dashboard of the Swiss FOPH https://www.idd.bag.admin.ch/. This is because Liechtenstein uses the platform together with Switzerland for the reportable data (the Swiss Epidemics Act is applicable in Liechtenstein via the customs treaty between Liechtenstein and Switzerland). 
Furthermore, Liechtenstein makes the notifiable diseases available to international organisations such as the European Centre for Disease Prevention and Control (ECDC), which are then published by ECDC. 
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
