[bookmark: _GoBack]IDPs in Vitas Barito

The Government of Indonesia would like to present additional information regarding the issue of IDPs in Vitas Barito, Passu, Maluku as follows:

· The IDPs in this location consist of 29 families coming from different areas/villages, such as Kayeli (Buru Island), Kariu (Haruku Island), Wamkana (South Buru), Buria (North Seram), Rumah Tiga (Ambon), Desa Soya (Ambon), Leihutu, Waai, Tial, Masohi, Passo, dan Saparua (Lease) in Maluku. They were dislocated due to the social conflict that occurred in Maluku in 1999. 

· The IDPs started living in this location since 2007 because their previous temporary place of residence in Waemahu was built as a Transit Terminal. During the same year, the IDPs decided to buy a piece of land in Air Besar, Maluku. The advance money used to buy this land is collected through various means, including the money from the Maluku Provincial Office on Social Affairs.

· In 2009, the IDPs in Vitas Barito moved to Air Besar and with the advocacy of Komnas HAM, the Provincial Government provided them with Rp.18 Million which were used to buy roofs and daily needs.  They stayed in this area for one month and then returned back to Vitas Barito because they could not live in Air Besar due to heavy rain, possibility of landslides and inadequate infrastructures in the surrounding areas. 

· The families living in Vitas Barito is considered as “pecahan keluarga” or sub family of IDPs affected by the 1999 Maluku conflict. Previously, before the conflict occurred, at their places of origin and temporary shelters, they lived with the core family or “kepala keluarga inti”. The Government in its regulation had stipulated that new housing is provided for the core family regardless of their number in the assigned location.  Therefore, the new housings are provided for the core family including its sub family members. However, in some cases, the new housings have smaller space and many of the sub families are unable to stay there. Thus, they decided to move to other locations and Vitas Barito is one of them. 

· In 2012, the Provincial Government had established a Verification Team based on the Governor of Maluku’s Decision No. 394 of 26 November 2010 which is tasked to, among others, recollect data of the IDPs due to the 1999 conflict in Ambon who had not received assistance from the Government.  The findings of the Team shall be the base for the continuation of the Government’s policies in managing the IDPs due to the 1999 conflict in Maluku. The work is still progressing.

· Government’s rules and regulation in managing the IDPs of the 1999 conflict in Maluku are as follows:
· Presidential Directives No. 6 of 2003 on the Acceleration of Post Conflict Development Recovery in the Provinces of Maluku and North Maluku. This Directive instructs 24 Ministers, Chief of the Armed Forces, Chief of the National Police, Head of Indonesia Investment Coordinating Board, Head of Indonesia’s Institute of Sciences, Governors, Mayors and Head of Regents of  Maluku and North Maluku Provinces to coordinate the policies in accelerating post conflict development recovery in accordance with their respective fields. 
· Governor of Maluku’s Decision No. 413 of 15 November 2003 on the technical guidance of the management of the IDPs of Maluku. 

The Government will continue to address this issue in order to fulfill and protect the rights of IDPs in Indonesia.
