[bookmark: _Toc150437346]Appendix 2: A SUMMARY OF THE EVOLUTION OF THE⁠ RC CRIMINAL LEGISLATION WITHIN THE SCOPE OF THIS PROTOCOL

Until the entry into force of the current CC of 2011 (CC/11) on 1 January 2013, RC applied CC of 1997. (CC/97).
CC/97 regulated trafficking in human beings and slavery in Art.175 as a CO of Establishment of Slavery and Transportation of Slaves, within Title XIII (Criminal offences Against Values Protected by International Law), which was placed in Title IX among Criminal Offenses Against Humanity and Human Dignity by amendments to the criminal legislation, and was separated into CO of Slavery prescribed by Art.105 and CO of Trafficking in Human Beings in Art.106 of the current CC.
In Title XVIII, CC/97 (Criminal Offences Against the Health of People) in Art. 242 CO of Illicit Transplantation of Human Body Parts was prescribed, which was divided into two articles in CC/11, the current Art.182, that is, CO of Illicit Removal and Transplantation of Human Body Parts (Title XIX, Criminal Offences Against the Health of People) and Art.107, that is, CO of Trafficking in Human Body Parts and Human Embryos (Title IX, Crimes Against Humanity and Human Dignity).
Article 161 Child Enticement for the Purpose of Satisfying Sexual Needs (Title XVII, Criminal Offenses of Child Sexual Abuse and Exploitation) is a new CO introduced in CC/11 and prepared in accordance with Art. 23 of the CE Convention on the Protection of Children against Sexual Exploitation and Sexual Abuse.
Criminal Offence of Child Pandering (Art.162 of CC/11, Title XVII, Criminal Offence of Child Sexual Abuse and Exploitation) is separated from CO of Prostitution (Art. 157 CC/11, Title XVI Criminal Offences Against Sexual Freedom). In CC/97, both offences were covered by Art. 195 under CO of Pandering (Title XIV, Criminal Offences Against Sexual Freedom and Sexual Morality).
Art.196 of CC/97 prescribed CO of Abuse of Children or Juveniles in Pornography, and Art. 197a CO of Child Pornography on a Computer System or Network (Title XIV, Criminal Offenses Against Sexual Freedom and Sexual Morality), which are now covered and prescribed in more detail by CO of Exploitation of Children for Pornography (Art.163 of CC/11, Title XVII, Criminal Offences of Child Sexual Abuse and Exploitation).
Article 164 of CC/11, i.e. CO of Exploitation of Children for Pornographic Performances (Title XVII, Criminal Offenses of Child Sexual Abuse and Exploitation) covers the provisions of Art.196 of CC/97 Abuse of Children or Juveniles in Pornography (Title XIV, Criminal Offenses Against Sexual Freedom and Sexual Morality).
Criminal Offence of Introducing Pornography to Children (Art.165 CC/11, Title XVII, Criminal Offenses of Child Sexual Abuse and Exploitation) includes and supplements the previous provisions of Art. 197 Introducing Pornography to Children and Art. 197a criminal offence of Child Pornography on a Computer System or Network (Title XIV, Criminal Offenses Against Sexual Freedom and Sexual Morality).
Article 166 CC/11 Serious Criminal Offenses of Child Sexual Abuse and Exploitation (Title XVII, Criminal Offenses of Child Sexual Abuse and Exploitation) is a new article prepared in accordance with Art. 23 of the CE Convention on the Protection of Children against Sexual Exploitation and Sexual Abuse.
Territorial jurisdiction, i.e. territorial principle, as well as the principle of the ship and aircraft registration (Art.4, para.1 and 3 of the Protocol) over the violations referred to in Art.3 of the Protocol, was in CC/97 prescribed by Art.13 Jurisdiction outside the territory is established by the following provisions. Article 14, para.1 and para. 3 prescribed that the criminal legislation of RC applied to anyone who, outside its territory, committed those offences (universal principle). The application of criminal legislation of the RC in accordance with the principle of active personality was prescribed by Art. 14, para.2 and 5, and with the principle of passive personality, Art. 14, para.3 and 5 of CC/97.
Relating Article7 of the Protocol, we point to Art.82 of CC/97, which regulated the institute of confiscation of pecuniary gain acquired by a CO. It prescribed, as a general principle in para.1 that no one may retain a pecuniary gain acquired by means of CO. Article 82 of CC/97 also stipulated that pecuniary gain is confiscated by a court decision establishing that a CO has been committed and that pecuniary gain will be confiscated even when it is in a possession of a third party on any legal ground, and it has not been acquired in good faith.
CC/97 regulated the confiscation of objects as a security measure and thus in Art.80 para. 1 it was prescribed that the security measure of forfeiture may be ordered with regard to an object which was designed for, or used in, the perpetration of a CO, or came into being by the perpetration of a CO, when there is a danger that the object will be used again for the perpetration of a CO or when the purpose of protecting the public safety or moral reasons make the forfeiture of such an object seem absolutely necessary. 
Relating article 8, para. 2 of the Protocol, CPA (OG 110/97), which was in force from 1 January 1998 and expired in its entirety on 1 September 2011, did not include the institute of the victim, but the institute of the injured party, and in Art.59 CPA/97, para. 1 prescribed that, where the injured person is a minor or a person declared incapable of performing legal acts, his/her legal guardian shall be authorised to give all statements and perform all actions to which, according to this Act, the injured person is entitled. An injured person of sixteen years of age or more may himself/herself give statements and undertake procedural actions (Art. 59, para. 2 of CPA/97).
In relation to JCA (OG 12/02), Art.119 para.2 stipulated that if a child or a juvenile injured by a CO referred to in Art.117 of the Act, is being examined, such examination may be carried out no more than two times. The examination is carried out with the help of a psychologist, pedagogue or other professional. The investigating judge will order that the examination of the witness be recorded via technical devices for the transmission of images and sound, the examination will be conducted without the presence of the judge and the parties in a room where the witness is located, so the parties can ask him/her questions through the investigating judge, and a psychologist, pedagogue or other person. Paragraph 3 further stipulated that children and younger juveniles as witnesses injured by CO referred to in Art.117 of the Act may, instead of in court, be examined in their apartment or other premises in which they reside or in the premises of SWC in the manner prescribed in para. 2 of this Article.

In relation to the point V. PROHIBITION AND RELATED MATTERS, Guideline 16. Information on all criminal or penal laws, we provide an overview of the relevant legal provisions:
 
-point (b) Maximum and minimum penalties
Slavery
Article 105
(1) Whoever, in violation of the rules of international law, puts another person in a position of slavery or a similar position or holds him/her in such a position, buys, sells, hands over to another or mediates in the purchase, sale or handing over of such a person, or incites another to sell his/her freedom or the freedom of the person he/she provides for or takes care of,
shall be punished by imprisonment from one to ten years.
(2) Whoever transports people who are in a position of slavery or a position similar thereto,
shall be punished by imprisonment from six months to five years.
(3) Whoever commits the offence referred to in paragraph 1 or 2 against a child
shall be punished by imprisonment from three to fifteen years.

Trafficking in Human Beings
Article 106 
1) Whoever, by the use of force or threat, of deception, of fraud, of abduction, of abuse of authority or of a situation of hardship or dependence, or of the giving or receiving of payments or other benefits to achieve the consent of a person having control over another person or by any other means recruits, transports, transfers, harbours or receives a person, or exchanges or transfers control over a person for the purpose of exploiting his/her labour by means of forced labour or services, slavery or a relationship similar thereto, or for the purpose of exploitation for prostitution of the person or of other forms of sexual exploitation, including pornography, or of contracting an illicit or forced marriage, or of taking parts of the person's body or of using the person in armed conflicts or of committing an unlawful act,
shall be punished by imprisonment from one to ten years.
(2) The same punishment as referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be inflicted on whoever recruits, transports, transfers, harbours or receives a child, or exchanges or transfers control over a child for the purpose of exploiting his/her labour by means of forced labour or services, slavery or a relationship similar thereto, or for the purpose of exploitation of the child for prostitution or for other forms of sexual exploitation, including pornography, or for contracting an illicit or forced marriage, or for illegal adoption, or for taking parts of a child's body, or for using the child in armed conflicts.
(3) If the criminal offence referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article was committed against a child or the criminal offence referred to in paragraphs 1 or 2 of this Article was committed by a public official in the performance of his/her duties, or the said offence was committed against a large number of persons or the life of one or more persons was consciously endangered,
the perpetrator shall be punished by imprisonment from three to fifteen years.
(4) The same punishment as referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be inflicted on whoever, knowing that a person is a victim of trafficking in human beings, uses the services of that person which are the result of one of the forms of exploitation set forth in paragraphs 1 and 2 of this Article. 
(5) Whoever, with the aim of enabling the commission of offences set forth in paragraphs 1, 2 and 3 of this Article retains, seizes of possession, conceals, damages or destroys another person's travel document or identification document,
shall be punished by imprisonment not exceeding three years. 
(6) An attempt to commit the criminal offence referred to in paragraph 5 of this Article shall be punishable.
(7) The consent of a victim of trafficking in human beings to the exploitation shall be irrelevant to the existence of this criminal offence.
Trafficking in Human Body Parts and Human Embryos
Article 107 
(1) Whoever, for the purpose of removing body parts referred to in Article 106 of this Code, procures, possesses, transports, transfers, stores, receives or transplants a human organ, tissue, cell, embryo or foetus, provided that he/she knew or should and could have known that they originated from a person who was a victim of trafficking in human beings 
shall be punished by imprisonment from one to ten years.
(2) Whoever, by the use of force or threat, deception, fraud, abduction, abuse of authority or a situation of hardship or dependence, procures, possesses, transports, transfers, stores or receives a human organ, tissue, cell, embryo, foetus or dead body for the purpose of removing body parts 
shall be punished by imprisonment from one to eight years.
(3) Whoever, by giving of payment or other comparable benefit, procures a human organ, tissue, cell, embryo, foetus or dead body 
shall be punished by imprisonment from six months to five years.
(4) The same punishment as referred to in paragraph 3 of this Article shall be inflicted on whoever, with a view to gaining financial compensation, induces or helps another person to give his/her organ, tissue, cell, embryo or foetus in exchange for payment or other benefit.
(5) Whoever removes or transplants a human organ, tissue, cell, embryo or foetus, where he/she knew or should and could have known that the donor had received payment or other benefit in exchange for it, 
shall be punished by imprisonment not exceeding three years. 
(6) The same punishment as referred to in paragraph 5 of this Article shall be inflicted on whoever advertises the need for or availability of a human organ, tissue, cell, embryo, foetus or dead body for the purpose of offering or requesting payment or other benefit.
Coercion 
Article 138
(1) Whoever by the use of force or serious threat coerces another to do or omit to do something or to suffer
shall be punished by imprisonment not exceeding three years. 
(2) The criminal offence referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be prosecuted by private action, unless it was committed out of hatred, against a child, a person with a serious disability, a close person, a lawyer in the performance of his/her activity or a responsible person in the exercise of public authority.
Rape
Article 153 
(1) Whoever engages in sexual intercourse or an equivalent sexual act with another person without this person's consent, or whoever induces another person to engage without his/her consent in sexual intercourse or an equivalent sexual act with a third party or to perform without his/her consent a sexual act equated to sexual intercourse upon himself or herself, shall be punished by imprisonment from one to five years.
(2) Whoever commits the offence referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article by the use of force or by the threat of an imminent attack on the life or limb of the raped or another person shall be punished by imprisonment from three to ten years. 
(3) The perpetrator who is avoidably mistaken as to the existence of consent referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be punished by imprisonment not exceeding three years.
(4) The perpetrator who is avoidably mistaken as to the existence of consent referred to in paragraph 2 of this Article shall be punished by imprisonment from one to five years exceeding three years.
(5) Consent referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall exist if the person decided of his/her own free will to engage in sexual intercourse or an equivalent sexual act and was capable of making and expressing such a decision. It shall be deemed that no such consent exists in particular if the sexual intercourse or the equivalent sexual act was performed by the use of force or threat, by fraud, by abusing one's position towards a person who is in a situation of dependence with respect to the perpetrator, by exploiting a person's condition due to which the person was unable to express his/her refusal or if it was performed against a person unlawfully deprived of liberty. 

Serious Criminal Offences against Sexual Freedom
Article 154 
(1) The punishment of imprisonment from three to ten years shall be inflicted on whoever commits the offence referred to in Article 153, paragraph 1, of this Code:
1 against a close person,
2. against a victim especially vulnerable due to his/her age, illness, addiction, pregnancy, disability, a severe physical or mental disorder;
3. in an especially cruel or especially humiliating manner;
4. out of hatred;
5. together with one or more perpetrators, with several acts of sexual intercourse or equivalent sexual acts being committed against one and the same person;
6. by using weapons or dangerous instruments;
7. in such a manner that it resulted in serious bodily injury or pregnancy of the raped person.
(2) Whoever commits the offence referred to in Article 153, paragraph 2 of this Code under the circumstances referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article,
shall be punished by imprisonment from five to fifteen years.
(3) If criminal offence referred to in Article 153, paragraphs 1 and 2 of this Code results in the death of the raped person, the perpetrator shall be s punished by imprisonment not less than five years. 




Lewd Acts
Article 155 
(2) Whoever, under the conditions set forth in Article 153, paragraphs 1, 3 and 5 of this Code when the criminal offences in question have not even been attempted, commits a lewd act, shall be punished by imprisonment not exceeding two years.
(2) Whoever, under the conditions set forth in Article 153 paragraphs 2 and 4 of this Act of this Code when the criminal offences in question have not even been attempted, commits a lewd act, shall be punished by imprisonment not exceeding three years.
(3) Whoever, under the conditions set forth in Article 154 of this Act of this Code when the criinal offences in question have not even been attempted, commits a lewd act, shall be punished by imprisonment from six months to five years.

TITLE  XVII  CRIMINAL OFFENCES OF CHILD ⁠SEXUAL ABUSE AND EXPLOITATION
Sexual Abuse of a Child under the Age of Fifteen
Article 158
(1) Whoever engages in sexual intercourse or an equivalent sexual act with a child under the age of fifteen, or induces a child under the age of fifteen to engage in sexual intercourse or an equivalent sexual act with a third party or to perform upon himself or herself a sexual act equated with sexual intercourse,
shall be punished by imprisonment from three to twelve years. 
(2) Whoever commits a lewd act against a child under the age of fifteen, or induces a child to commit a lewd act with a third party or upon himself/herself,
shall be punished by imprisonment from one to eight years.
(3) There shall be no criminal offence referred to in paragraphs 1 and 2 of this Article if the age difference between the persons engaging in sexual intercourse or an equivalent sexual act or a lewd act does not exceed three years.
(4) A perpetrator who was avoidably mistaken that the child referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article was at least fifteen years old shall be punished by imprisonment from one to eight years. If he/she was avoidably mistaken that the child referred to in paragraph 2 of this Article was at least fifteen years old, he/she 
shall be punished by imprisonment from six months to five years.
(5) Whoever commits an offence referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article by means of the use of force or threats, deception, fraud, abuse of authority or of a situation of hardship or dependence of the child on him/her,
shall be punished by imprisonment from three to fifteen years.
(6) Whoever commits an offence referred to in paragraph 2 of this Article by means of the use of force or threats, deception, fraud, abuse of authority or of a situation of hardship or dependence of the child on him/her,
shall be punished by imprisonment from one to ten years.
Sexual Abuse of a Child over the Age of Fifteen 
Article 159 
(1) Whoever engages in sexual intercourse or an equivalent sexual act with a child over the age of fifteen with whose upbringing, education, custody, spiritual guidance or care he/she has been entrusted, or who induces a child over the age of fifteen to engage in sexual intercourse or an equivalent sexual act with a third party or to perform upon himself or herself a sexual act equated with sexual intercourse,
shall be punished by imprisonment from one to eight years.
(2) The same punishment as referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be inflicted on a relative by blood in direct line or by adoption, a step-father/step-mother, cohabiting partner, or life partner, or informal life partner of a parent of a child who engages in sexual intercourse or an equivalent sexual act with a child over the age of fifteen or who induces a child over the age of fifteen to engage in sexual intercourse or an equivalent sexual act with a third party or to perform upon himself/herself a sexual act equated with sexual intercourse.

Satisfying Lust in the Presence of a Child under the Age of Fifteen
Article 160 
(1) Whoever in the presence of a child under the age of fifteen commits sexual acts intended to satisfy his/her own or another person's lust,
shall be punished by imprisonment not exceeding three years. 
(2) Whoever in the presence of a child under the age of fifteen commits any of the criminal offences referred to in Articles 153 through 155, Articles 158 and 159 of this Code
shall be punished by imprisonment from six months to five years.
(3) The attempt of the criminal offence referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be punishable.

Child Enticement for the Purpose of Satisfying Sexual Needs
Article 161 
(1) An adult who, with the intention that he/she or a third party commits the criminal offence referred to in Article 158 or Article 163, paragraphs 1 and 2 or Article 164, paragraph 1 of this Code against a person under the age of fifteen, proposes to this person, through information and communication technologies or in some other way, to meet up with him/her or a third party, where this proposal is followed by material acts leading to such a meeting,
shall be punished by imprisonment from six months to five years.
(2) Whoever collects, gives or transfers data on a person under the age of fifteen for the purpose of committing the criminal offence referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article 
shall be punished by imprisonment not exceeding three years. 

Child Pandering
Article 162 
(1) Whoever for profit or gaining some other benefit entices, recruits or incites a child to provide sexual services, or organises or makes possible the provision of child sexual services, where he/she knows or should and could have known that the person in question was a child, 
shall be punished by imprisonment from three to twelve years. 
(2) Whoever uses the sexual services of a child who has attained the age of fifteen years in exchange for any form of remuneration or consideration, where he/she knows or should and could have known that the person in question is a child,
shall be punished by imprisonment from one to eight years.
(3) Whoever for the purpose of making a profit coerces or induces by means of the use of force or threats, deception, fraud, abuse of authority or of a situation of hardship or dependence a person he/she knows, or could and should have known, is a child, to provide sexual services, or uses the sexual services of this child in exchange for payment, where he/she knows or should and could have known about the said circumstances,
shall be punished by imprisonment from three to fifteen years.
(4) Whoever advertises the exploitation of sexual services of a child
shall be punished by imprisonment from one to eight years.

Exploitation of Children for Pornography
Article 163 
(1) Whoever entices, recruits or incites a child to participate in the child pornography or whoever organises or makes possible producing child pornography 
shall be punished by imprisonment from one to ten years.
(2) The same punishment as referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be inflicted on whoever films child pornography or produces, offers, makes available, distributes, transmits, imports, exports, procures for himself/herself or for another person, sells, gives, presents or possesses child pornography or knowingly obtains access, through information and communication technologies, to child pornography.
(3) Whoever by means of the use of force or threats, deception, fraud, abuse of authority or of a situation of hardship or dependence coerces or induces a child to participate in child pornography
shall be punished by imprisonment from three to twelve years. 
(4) Special devices, means, computer programmes or data intended for, adapted to or used for committing or facilitating the commission of the criminal offences referred to in paragraphs 1, 2 and 3 of this Article shall be confiscated, while the pornographic material which was created by the commission of the criminal offences referred to in paragraphs 1, 2 and 3 of this Article shall be destroyed.
(5) A child shall not be punished for producing and possessing pornographic material depicting him/her alone or him/her and another child, where this material is produced and possessed by them with their consent and solely for their own private use.
(6) Child pornography is material that visually or otherwise depicts a real child or a realistically depicted non-existent child or a person who looks like a child in real or simulated sexually explicit behaviour or that shows the sexual organs of a real child or a realistically depicted non-existent child or a person who looks like a child for sexual purposes. Materials depicting the sexual organs of a real child or a realistically depicted non-existent child or a person who looks like a child, and which have artistic, medical or scientific significance are not considered pornography within the meaning of this Article.

Exploitation of Children for Pornographic Performances
Article 164 
(1) Whoever entices, recruits or incites a child to participate in pornographic performances 
shall be punished by imprisonment from one to ten years.
(2) Whoever profits from pornographic performances involving the participation of a child or otherwise exploits a child for pornographic performances
shall be punished by imprisonment from one to twelve years. 
(3) Whoever by means of the use of force or threats, deception, fraud, of abuse of authority or of a situation of hardship or dependence coerces or induces a child to participate in a pornographic performance
shall be punished by imprisonment from three to twelve years. 
(4) The same punishment as referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be inflicted on whoever watches a pornographic performance that is transmitted live or via communication means, where he/she knows or should and could have known that it involved the participation of a child.
(5) Special devices, means, computer programmes or data intended, adapted or used for committing or facilitating the commission of the criminal offences referred to in paragraphs 1, 2 and 3 of this Article shall be confiscated, while the pornographic material which was created by the commission of the  criminal offences referred to in paragraphs 1 and 2 of this Article shall also be destroyed.
(6) A pornographic performance is the live or through means of communication of a real child or a realistically depicted non-existent child or a person who looks like a child in real or simulated sexually explicit behaviour or the sexual organs of a real child, a realistically depicted non-existent child or a person who looks like a child for sexual purposes.

Introducing Pornography to Children 
Article 165 
(1) Whoever to a child under the age of fifteen sells, gives a gift, presents or publicly displays, by means of a computer system, network or media for the storage of computer data or in some other way makes accessible the files, pictures, audio-visual content or other objects of pornographic content or shows him/her a pornographic performance
shall be punished by imprisonment from six months to five years.
(2) Objects, special devices, means, computer programmes or data intended for, adapted to or used for committing or facilitating the commission of a criminal offence referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be confiscated, while the pornographic material shall also be destroyed.
(3) For the purpose of this Article, pornography shall mean any material that visually or otherwise depicts a person in real or simulated sexually explicit conduct or any depiction of a person's sexual organs for sexual purposes. For the purpose of this Article, any material that is artistic, medical, or scientific in character shall not be deemed pornography.

Serious Criminal Offence of Child Sexual Abuse and Exploitation
Article 166 
(1) If as a result of the criminal offence referred to in Article 158, paragraph 1, Article 162, paragraph 1 or 2, Article 163, paragraph 1 or 2, or Article 164, paragraph 1, of this Code a child suffers serious bodily injury or his/her physical or emotional development is compromised or becomes pregnant, where a number of perpetrators participate in the offence, or the offence is committed against an especially vulnerable child, or is committed by  a family member or a person the child lives with in a joint household, or is committed in an especially cruel or degrading manner, 
the perpetrator shall be punished by imprisonment from three to fifteen years.
(2) If as a result of the criminal offence referred to in Article 158, paragraph 5, Article 162, paragraph 3, Article 163, paragraph 3, or Article 164, paragraph 3, of this Code a child suffers severe bodily injury or his/her physical or emotional development is compromised or becomes pregnant, where a number of perpetrators participate in the offence, or the offence is committed against an especially vulnerable child, or is committed by a family member or a person the child lives with in a joint household, or is committed in an especially cruel or degrading manner,
the perpetrator shall be punished by imprisonment not less than five years.
(3) If as a result of the criminal offence referred to in Article 158, 162, 163 or 164 of this Code a child dies,
the perpetrator shall be punished by imprisonment not less than ten years or long-term imprisonment. 
Forging Documents
Article 278 
(1) Whoever forges a document or alters a genuine document with the aim that such document be used as genuine, or whoever procures such a document for use or uses it as genuine or otherwise makes it available to others for use,
shall be punished by imprisonment not exceeding three years. 
(2) The same punishment as referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be inflicted on whoever misleads another as to the contents of a document and the latter signs this document believing that he/she is putting his/her signature to some other document or other contents.
(3) Whoever commits the criminal offence referred to in paragraph 1 or 2 of this Article with respect to a public document, testament, bill of exchange, cheque, payment card, or other non-cash payment instrument, or public or official records that must be kept by virtue of law, 
shall be punished by imprisonment from six months to five years.
(4) The attempt of the criminal offence referred to in paragraphs 1 or 2 of this Article shall be punishable. 

- point (c) Defence and aggravating and mitigating circumstances applicable in particular to those violations:
Determination of Punishment
Article 47
(1) When determining the type and range of punishment, the court shall, starting from the degree of culpability and the purpose of punishment, assess all the circumstances affecting the severity of punishment by type and range (mitigating and aggravating circumstances), and especially the degree of threat to or violation of a legally protected good, motives for having committed the criminal offence, degree to which the perpetrator's duties have been violated, manner of commission and the inculpatory consequences arising from the commission of the criminal offence, perpetrator's prior life, his/her personal and pecuniary circumstances and his/her conduct following the commission of the criminal offence, relationship to the victim and efforts to compensate for the damage. 
(2) The severity of punishment shall not exceed the degree of culpability.

- point (d) The statute of limitations for each of these breaches:

Statute of Limitations for Criminal Prosecution
Article 81 
(1) Criminal prosecution shall become statute-barred after:
- 40 years for criminal offences for which sentences of long-term imprisonment or imprisonment for terms exceeding 15 years may be imposed;
–  25 years for criminal offences for which imprisonment for terms exceeding 10 years may be imposed;
- 20 years for criminal offences for which imprisonment for terms exceeding 5 years may be imposed;
- 15 years for criminal offences for which imprisonment for terms exceeding 3 years may be imposed;
- 10 years for criminal offences for which imprisonment for terms exceeding one year may be imposed and
- 6 years for other criminal offences.
(2) No statutory limitation shall apply to the criminal prosecution of the crime of genocide (Article 88), crime of aggression (Article 89), crimes against humanity (Article 90), war crimes (Article 91), terrorism (Article 97, paragraph 4), aggrevated murder (Article 111), serious criminal offence of child sexual abuse and exploitation (Article 166, paragraphs 2 and 3), murder of an internationally protected person (Article 352) and other offences that are not subject to the statute of limitations under the Constitution of the Republic of Croatia or the international law.
(3)  If, before the end of the periods of limitation referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article, a first-instance judgment has been rendered, the period of limitation on criminal prosecution shall be extended by two years. 
Running of the Statute of Limitations for Criminal Prosecution
Article 82 
(1) The period of limitation for criminal prosecution commences on the date a criminal offence is committed. If a consequence which is a material element of a criminal offence arises later, the statute of limitations commences from that moment.
(2) The period of limitation for criminal prosecution shall not run during the time criminal prosecution cannot be instituted or continued pursuant to the law. 
(3) The statute of limitations for  criminal offences referred to in Article 105, paragraph 3, Article 106, paragraphs 2 and 3, Articles 110, 111, Article 112, paragraph 1, Articles 114, paragraph 2, Article 115, Article 116, paragraph 3, Article 118, Article 119, Article 154, Article 155, paragraph 2, Article 156, Article 158, Article 159, Article 160, Article 162, Article 163, Article 164, Article 166, paragraph 1, Article 169, Article 170, Article 171, Article 176 and Article 177 of this Code committed against a child shall start running when the victim reaches legal age. 

Bar to the Execution of a Sentence Due to the Statute of Limitations
Article 83 
(1)⁠An imposed sentence cannot be executed due to the statute of limitations after the expiry of the following period since a judgment becomes final:
- 40 years from the sentence of long-term imprisonment
- 25 years from the sentence of imprisonment exceeding ten years
- 20 years from the sentence of imprisonment exceeding five years
- 15 years from the sentence of imprisonment exceeding three years
- 10 years from the sentence of imprisonment exceeding one year
- 6 years from the sentence of imprisonment of up to one year and of a fine as the main or ancillary sentence.
(2) No statutory limitation shall apply  to the execution of sentences passed for the crime of genocide (Article 88), crime of aggression (Article 89), crimes against humanity (Article 90), war crimes (Article 91), terrorism (Article 97, paragraph 4), aggravated murder (Article 111), serious criminal offence of child sexual abuse and exploitation (Article 166, paragraphs 2 and 3), murder of an internationally protected person (Article 352) and other offences that are not subject to the statute of limitations under the Constitution of the Republic of Croatia or the international law.

[bookmark: _Toc150437351]Appendix 7: SELECTED DECISIONS OF JUDICIAL PRACTICES – SUPREME COURT OF THE REPUBLIC OF CROATIA

79.	Under the SCRC judgment (Number: Kž 154/2017) the appeals of the state attorney and the defendant are rejected as unfounded and the first-instance judgement is confirmed by which the defendant was found guilty of the following COs prescribed by the provisions of CC/11: sexual abuse of a child under the age of fifteen, serious COs of child sexual abuse and exploitation, exploitation of children for pornography, introducing pornography to children and satisfying lust in the presence of a child under the age of fifteen. In the explanation of the judgement in question, the Supreme Court found, inter alia, that the contested judgement did not result in a significant violation of the provisions of the criminal procedure, the indictment was not exceeded and the defendant was not denied the right to comment on the amended indictment. Under the first-instance judgement which is being confirmed, a single sentence of imprisonment for 10 years and a security measure prohibiting access to the Internet for 12 years is imposed on the defendant.

80.	Under the SCRC judgement (Number: Kž 25/2020-8) the appeals of the defendant and the minor injured party are rejected as unfounded and the first-instance judgement is confirmed by which the defendant was found guilty of the following COs prescribed by the provisions of CC/11: sexual abuse of a child under the age of fifteen, solicitation of children for satisfying sexual needs, exploitation of children for pornography, and introducing pornography to children, for which he was sentenced to a single prison sentence of three years and eight months. In this judgment, SCRC confirms that the court of first instance is right to conclude that, although the search of the defendant's available media (mobile phones, computers and a flash drive) did not result in finding naked photos of the minor injured party, these materials could have been stored on other media or deleted. The Court of First Instance also concluded “...having regard to the photographs, it is clear that this is child pornography, under the provision of Art.163, para.6 CC/11", although the pornographic content found on the hard drive of the minor injured party was not directly related to the defendant, they still incriminate him given the undoubtedly established inappropriate contact with the minor injured party.

19The development of new forms of child abuse is also closely related to the development of technological communication achievements. Thus, the Internet, as the most popular means of communication and information, has become part of the everyday life of children and youth, who, unfortunately, are often exposed to inappropriate content. Although there is a certain control of content on the Internet in RC, stronger control mechanisms are continuously created and systematized.

88The child has the right to express his/her opinion on the acceptance of the assistance and protection programme, and this will be finally decided by a GAL of the child with the consent of the competent SWCs, taking into account the child's opinion. The child has 90 days to decide on the acceptance of the assistance and protection programme. This period is considered a period of reflection – an attempt to stabilise, and gain insight into his/her situation, needs, risks and the importance of accepting the offered assistance and protection. When a child is an alien national who accepts the offered assistance and protection programme, he/she is entitled to temporary residence for humanitarian reasons. If, at the expiration of this period, he/she refuses the assistance and protection programme, he/she shall be provided with a voluntary and safe return to the country of origin or another safe country. Safe accommodation for victims of THB is provided in a safe national shelter for victims of THB. The shelters are run by non-governmental organisations dealing with the suppression of THB, and funds for their work are provided from the MLPSFSP's budget.

• specialised training should include a certain number of professionals in the health, education, social protection, judiciary and police, to acquire specialised knowledge, skills and competencies to work with children.
