22.  The Committee reiterates the recommendation contained in its previous
concluding observations that the State party should abolish the use of
“ungazetted” or unauthorized places of detention or “safe houses”, and
immediately provide information about all places of detention.4 The State party
should also investigate and ensure the prosecution of officials involved in
arbitrary detention and the operation of unauthorized detention places, and
ensure that victims have access to adequate remedies.

Follow-up procedure

52. The Committee requests the State party to provide, by 25 November 2023,
information on follow-up to the Committee’s recommendations on “ungazetted” or
unauthorized places of detention, gender-based violence and the national human rights
institution (see paras. 22, 28 (a) and 51 above). In that context, the State party is
invited to inform the Committee about its plans for implementing, within the coming
reporting period, some or all of the remaining recommendations in the concluding
observations.
