Given the global diversity of populations, no country can claim absolute homogeneity; thus, the treatment of minorities becomes a critical measure of a country's human rights standing.

Post-Islamic Revolution, the recognition of religious minorities was explicitly outlined, resulting in recognized religious minorities to Zoroastrians, Jews, and Christians (Armenians and Assyrians), while acknowledging the Sunni and Shia sects within Islam. 
Respect for minority rights is not only a moral imperative but also a stabilizing factor in diverse societies. The treatment of minorities can foster social cohesion. In the context of international human rights standards, the protection and promotion of minority rights are indicators of a country's adherence to these norms.
