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Informative note on the participation of organizations of persons with disabilities, civil society organizations, independent monitoring mechanisms and national human rights institutions 

This note provides information on the upcoming 30th session (4 – 22 March 2024) and 19th Pre-sessional Working Group-PSWG (25-28 March 2024) of the Committee on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities.

In accordance with the Guidelines on the participation of organizations of persons with disabilities and civil society organizations in the work of the Committee, the Committee invites organizations of persons with disabilities (OPDs) and civil society organizations (CSOs) to engage in the review process of the reports of States parties. According to the Guidelines on independent monitoring frameworks and their participation in the work of the Committee, independent monitoring mechanisms and national human rights institutions are also encouraged to participate in the review process and the adoption of the list of issues by:


Participation in private briefings

1. Briefings and Dialogues related to initial and periodic reports.

During the 30th session, the Committee will hold constructive dialogues and consider the reports of the following eight State parties: Azerbaijan, Bahrain, Costa Rica, Kazakhstan, Nicaragua, Sweden and Zambia. 

Stakeholders are invited to participate in private briefings which will be held in-person at Palais des Nations, prior to the dialogue with State parties.

The Programme of Work contains the time and dates for each review and it has been posted on the Committee’s website. 

Civil society, including organizations of persons with disabilities and other civil society organizations may observe the dialogue in-person at Palais des Nations. They can also follow all constructive dialogues on the UN Web TV webpage. 

Independent monitoring mechanisms and National Human Rights Institutions with an A status granted by the Global Alliance on NHRIs (GANHRI), in addition to participating in private briefings, can make oral opening and closing statements during the dialogue. For doing so, they are kindly requested to contact the Secretariat of the Committee at Jorge.araya@un.org and ohchr-crpd@un.org as early as possible and no later than 8 January 2024.


Written submissions on country situations.

Stakeholders are also invited to submit written reports as soon as possible and 
before or at the latest by 5 February 2024, for countries to be considered in the 30th session and 19 January 2024 for countries to be considered in the 19th Pre-Sessional Working Group via email to jorge.araya@un.org. Submissions should be in text (Word) files and below 10,700 words. Written submissions will be posted on the CRPD website unless you clearly indicate that they are confidential. 

Any changes to the programme of work will be communicated in due course through informative notes. Additional information on the session can be found on the OHCHR website and the Committee’s webpage. 

NEW: Format of country briefings
What is the format of the briefings? Speakers will be invited to make country-specific statements. Members of the Committee will then raise questions and speakers will have time to reply to these questions.
** Please send to the Secretariat (jorge.araya@un.org) the written copy of your initial speech or statement during the country briefing, one day in advance of the briefing. This will facilitate interpretation services during the briefing. 

How much speaking time will I get? Organizations willing to make oral statements should coordinate the use of meeting time and the allocation of time slots amongst themselves. If such coordination is not feasible, the Committee Secretariat will allocate time slots after consultation with the Chair of the Committee. Speakers should make short and concise statements to allow for time for the Committee to raise questions. 
For OPD coalitions: the average speaking time is 6 MINUTES; 
For single organizations: the average speaking time is 3 MINUTES.
Priority will be given to those applicant organizations that have also submitted written information. 

The order of interventions will be: 

1.  Coalition of organizations of persons with disabilities; 
2. Country-based organizations of persons with disabilities;
3.  International organizations of persons with disabilities; 
4.  Other civil society organizations;
5. An independent monitoring mechanism.
