China Tibetology Research Center（CTRC）

Established in May 1986, the China Tibetology Research Center (CTRC) is dedicated to study Tibetan culture, history, the current situation in Tibetan inhabited areas and the future advancement of the Tibet Autonomous Region, the Tibetan inhabited areas in Gansu, Qinghai, Sichuan and Yunnan Province. The CTRC is devoted to the preservation and development of Tibetan culture in cooperation with institutes and scholars in Tibetan studies in China, promoting academic exchange and cooperation…ultimately leading to a boom in Tibetan studies. It is the largest institution specializing in Tibetan studies both in China and the world. Its individual research institute aims to attract research personnel, promote academic exchange, provide academic support, publish research results, organize cultural exhibits, distribute information and provide a health service through the application of traditional Tibetan medicine. The CTRC holds the “Beijing Seminar on Tibetan Studies” and organizes the competition “Qomolangma Awards of Tibetan Studies” and “Qomolangma Forum on Tibetan Studies” and so on. It publishes the Annual of Tibetan Studies and the journal China Tibetology while its China Tibetology Network shares research results and information with scholars from both home and abroad. The CTRC also carries on long-term cooperation research programs with many foreign academic institutions on Tibetan studies. Since its establishment, the CTRC has done a lot of work for the preservation and development of traditional Tibetan culture and has made many achievements. For example, a grande cultural project which involved more than 200 Chinese experts and scholars-the comparative study, collating and publishing of the different editions of the Chinese Tripitaka(Tibetan version) , brings out the world’s most complete version of Tibetan Tripitaka. A General History of Tibet, which was published at the end of last year, consists of 8 volumes, 13 books and nearly 9 million characters. This project took over 90 experts and scholars 14 years to finish and is the first complete, comprehensive and systemic work to introduce the local history of Tibet. It reflects our achievements in the study of Tibetan history. In addition, the project of A Comprehensive Collection of Tibetan Classic Works is currently being implemented, which plans to collect the classic works of eminent monks and experts throughout Tibetan history and publish thousands of collections, is of great significance to carry forward the traditional Tibetan culture.   
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
