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Registered in Nov. of 2016, Nanjing World Youth Development Service Center is a private non-enterprise, social service institution. We are also known as Hi China International Youth Development Alliance. We are entitled as special consultative status of the United Nations Economic and Social Council in 2022. Hi China International Youth Development Alliance has created "President X", "Insight China Tour (Harvard China Tour)", "Future Sculptor", "Youth Global Competency Course", "Youth World Tour" and many other activities. We would like to submit the following report to the General Assembly on the China-related situation observed by Nanjing World Youth Development Service Center in our activities and daily operations.

1. In the daily operations and lives of our staff, we are able to feel that Chinese citizens enjoy all rights equally, realize the basic national policy of gender equality, and guarantee equal rights for women in accordance with the law. At the same time, we enjoy the principle provisions of the Constitution on the protection of workers' rights and interests, as well as the measures in the Labor Law, the Labor Contract Law, the Work Safety Law, the Workers’ Union Law, the Employment Promotion Law, and the Law on the Protection of Women's Rights and Interests that clarify and detail the relevant rights. In our daily operation and activities, we deeply feel that the Chinese government ensures people’s constitutional right  of receiving assistance from the state and society through documents as the Social Insurance Law, the Law on the Protection of Persons with Disabilities, the Regulations on Natural Disaster Relief, and the Provisional Measures on Social Assistance.

2. According to public data, China added 11.86 million jobs in urban areas in 2020, with a registered unemployment rate of 4.2% at the end of the year. 12.69 million jobs were added in urban areas in 2021, with a registered unemployment rate of 3.96% at the end of the year. China's rural poor have all been lifted out of poverty by the current standard, and the national per capita disposable income was 35,128 yuan in 2021.
Take Nanjing, the city where our organization is located, as an example. According to the data published by the Nanjing Bureau of Statistics, Nanjing has a resident population of 9,319,700 in 2020, with a year-end registered unemployment rate of 1.71%. Compared with the national year-end registered unemployment rate of 4.2% for the same period, Nanjing's employment rate remains at a relatively low level. According to public reports, we can learn that in 2020, all 39,000 households and 77,000 rural low-income people in Nanjing had been lifted out of poverty, which specifically means that they no longer worry about food and clothing, and are able to enjoy compulsory education, basic medical care, and housing security.

3. We believe that the joint contribution to the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) follows the historical trend of economic globalization and accords with the aspirations of all countries, especially the majority of developing countries, to promote peace and development. Promoting the BRI is vital not only to China's further opening-up, but also to strengthening mutually beneficial cooperation with Asia, Europe, Africa and other countries. In this regard, as an organization promoting international youth cooperation, we have been carrying out the series activities of "President X", and the scale, quality and scope of the activities have been constantly increasing.
Besides organizing our own activities, we also participated in Nanjing's BRI related activities. Through those activities, we learned that Nanjing has  carried out practical cooperation with sister cities, strengthened people-to-people exchange programs, become a bridge and bond that links the world, and strengthened international communication capacity. Nanjing has developed sister city relationship with 45 cities along the Belt and Road route. The city has held the Economic and Trade Cooperation Conference on the Development of BRI Intersection for eight consecutive years, and  effectively improved the exchange and cooperation with related countries through a series of "small yet smart" programs.

4.	We noticed that in December 2020, the Information Office of the State Council released the white paper on China's Energy Development in the New Era, which clearly described China's roadmap for achieving carbon neutrality by 2060. We believe that the goal of carbon neutrality is China's action in response to global climate change, which demonstrates China's responsibility, and is of great significance to global sustainable development. From the perspective of the implementation stage of the carbon neutral goal, starting from the 14th Five-Year Plan, China needs overall planning for gradually guiding investment to zero-carbon and negative carbon fields, and formulating clear reduction targets in the next stage of five-year plans. And these measurements should be supported by corresponding emission reduction policies.
Through our visits and talks to relevant persons and departments, we learned that in May 2022, Nanjing announced the Opinions on Promoting High-Quality Development and Realizing Carbon Peak and Neutralization, adhered to the working principle of “overall planning, priority for saving, two-motivation driven, stable and orderly”, and accelerated the transformation of industrial structure, energy structure, spatial pattern, production and lifestyle that save resources and protect the environment. By establishing green and low-carbon transformation and development, cultivating green and low-carbon modern industries, building low-carbon and safe energy utilization, building green and low-carbon transportation, creating low-carbon urban and rural construction and development, forming innovative applications of low-carbon technologies, and building ecological carbon accumulation, the city has built many new systems to support and strengthen the carbon peak and neutralization work. Also, by strengthening organizational leadership, establishing policy systems, strengthening promotion and implementation, and strict supervision and assessment, the city is dedicated to accomplish its goals of carbon peaking in 2030 and carbon neutrality in 2060.

5. We have observed that Chinese governments at all levels are actively working to protect citizens' rights and promote progress in people's livelihood. A good example of this is the renovation of the Xiaoxihu Block (Small West Lake Block) in Nanjing, which won UNESCO Asia-Pacific Heritage Awards for Innovative Design Projects for Cultural Heritage Conservation in 2022. The Xiaoxihu Block is located in the eastern part of the southern historic district in Nanjing, and is one of the few remaining residential neighborhoods that retain the spatial form and social structure of traditional neighborhoods, as well as a residential neighborhood which maintain the construction style of Ming and Qing dynasty. In 2010, the neighborhood was enlisted of Nanjing's Historic Landscape District and became an official historical protection object. Before the renovation, the Xiaoxihu Block was a typical shantytown. It was densely populated with dilapidated and backward architectural spaces. Although located around the bustling Mendong Area, it looked shabby, with some historical heritage buildings submerged in high and low residential buildings and factories and most of the houses in disrepair. Each resident only shares 12 square meters of living space in average, and seriously lack municipal utilities. In the year of 2015, Nanjing initiated a volunteer program by graduate students in 3 universities in the city to explore the tactics of protection and rebirth of Xiaoxihu Block. The program appointed a team led by Professor Han Dongqing from Architecture College of Southeast University take charge of the planning and design, and Nanjing Historic District Protection and Construction Group take charge of the project implementation. By the joint efforts of government, designing team, and working staff, they listened fully to the opinions of each household to explore a new conservation path of "self-renewal, organic renewal and continuous renewal" for the renovation of Xiaoxihu Block. In the relocation stage of Xiaoxihu Block, the renovation team proposed a voluntary and gradual model, taking courtyard or block as the unit for relocation and repair, fully respecting public opinion, and starting the renovation step by step after all the residents of the whole courtyard or block had signed the contract to hand over their houses. Local government subsidized 60% of the cost, and the local residents paid the rest 40%, which effectively improves the quality of life of the residents while reducing their financial burden. In the small-scale, progressive urban renewal, the renovation of Xiaoxihu Block has provided a different way to build a happy home in old district, which not only preserves the historical appearance of the Ming and Qing dynasties, but also nourishes new vitality, and improves the living conditions for the local residents. Every renovation site in the block reveals  care and warmth, by respecting local residents and preserving traditional neighborhood culture.

6. We noticed that China is actively promoting priority access to basic public services and orderly citizenship for the rural poor who have migrated to cities. It has established unified basic pension and medical insurance for residents in urban and rural areas. By 2021, direct settlement of inpatient expenses and outpatient expenses for medical treatment across provinces exceeded 13 million cases. A basic public health services system that covers all urban and rural resident population has been set up. China will promote the improvement of the housing security system, mainly by public rental housing, affordable rental housing and shared ownership housing, to alleviate the housing difficulties of the masses, including people of rural households. By 2021, 13.724 million children of migrant workers were enrolled in public schools and 90.9% will have access to private school seats purchased by the government.
Take Nanjing, the city where our organization is located, as an example. As we observed, since the introduction of point-based household registration policy in 2016, it has provided a channel to facilitate settlement for ordinary workers who have been employed and living in Nanjing. Those who have paid urban employees' social insurance in Jiangsu Province, Zhejiang Province, Anhui Province, and City of Shanghai are included in the calculation and assignment of points for the number of years of payment in Nanjing. The years of residence in the place of mutual recognition will be cumulatively recognized and assigned points. The application adopts the mode of "one window application" in public security department which is very convenient for everyone.
We also observed that Nanjing focused on nine key areas to develop the metropolitan area in 2022, including enhancing infrastructure interconnection, promoting synergistic innovation in the metropolitan area, promoting industrial division and collaboration among cities, promoting higher levels of openness and cooperation, accelerating the construction of an integrated market, promoting convenient sharing of public services, strengthening common protection and joint management of the ecological environment, taking the lead in integrated urban-rural development, and improving institutional mechanisms for co-city development.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]It is also noticed that in terms of housing security, according to public media reports, Nanjing has launched projects to renovate shabby neighborhoods. Since 2016, the local government has accelerated the renovation work of 936 old neighborhoods built before the year of 2000, which cover 16.85 million square meters. The work is speeding up with the requirement of finishing basic renovation in three years, and accomplishing renovation in five years. By the end of 2021, a total of 1,390 old neighborhoods have been renovated, benefiting more than 400,000 households. The government also improved policies to  install elevators in old neighborhoods and created the model of owner-led, government-guiding, professional counseling, market operation. According to statistics, about 1,491 elevators have been intalled in old neighborhoods in the city.
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
