Bahamas Follow-Up Report to the Sixth Periodic Report:  
Trafficking in Persons
Annex I:
1. The Bahamas Government submits an annual report on Trafficking in Persons to the United States’ State Department. The annual reporting period is from 1 April to 31 March of the following year.  During the reporting period of 1 April, 2018 – 31 March, 2019, The Royal Bahamas Police Force screened twenty-eight (28) suspected TIP victims. Two (2) of those suspected victims were Bahamian females and twenty six (26) were foreign nationals. It should be noted that all suspected victims were screened for sex trafficking. It was later concluded not to be a Trafficking in Persons matter. All individuals screened were eighteen (18) years or older. During this reporting period, there were two (2) confirmed victims of trafficking and one (1) suspected victim of trafficking. There was one (1) defendant convicted and sentenced during the reporting period to three (3) years imprisonment. There were three (3) defendants involved in ongoing prosecutions. The Government of The Bahamas cooperated with the Government of Jamaica, to assist in an international investigation of Trafficking in Persons, in which The Bahamas and Jamaica’s collaboration, ended in success for the Prosecution. Once again, The Bahamas reached out to the Government of Colombia, for their assistance to help bring closure to a 2015 case, involving a Colombian female victim.  The TIP Colombian Case remains unresolved. This matter is still pending, before the Supreme Court.

2. During the reporting period, 1 April, 2019 - 31 March, 2020, there were five (5) victims of Trafficking in Persons, one (1) suspected victim of trafficking and one (1) minor suspected of trafficking. The suspected victim of trafficking and the minor suspected of trafficking after screening were not classified as victims of trafficking. There was a matter that involved one (1) victim that was reported in the previous reporting period, however, the suspect was arrested and placed before the court during this reporting period and is currently under review. There were a total of eleven (11) sex trafficking investigations initiated for the period under review. There were a total of five (5) forced labor investigations introduced for the period under review. There were three (3) ongoing investigations that originated in previous reporting periods. There were a total of five (5) persons arrested during the reporting period in relation to labor and sex trafficking investigations. The Royal Bahamas Police Force initiated one (1) TIP investigation which resulted in the suspect being charged with an offence under the Pharmacy Act. 

3. Additionally, the TIP investigative unit screened a total of twenty-nine (29) people in reference to suspected Trafficking in Persons. Four (4) Haitian adult female nationals, three (3) Haitian adult males, four (4) Brazilian adult males, one (1) adult African female, one (1) minor Bahamian female, one (1) adult Jamaican male, three (3) adult Jamaican females, four (4) adult Venezuelan female, three (3) adult Chinese females, one (1) adult Chinese male, three (3) adult Ecuadorian females and one (1) adult Columbian female national. They were later determined not to be victims of trafficking.
Annex II
4. Part III of the Trafficking in Persons Act, “Assistance and Protection for Victims” grants victims the appropriate visa or other required authorization to remain in The Bahamas for the required time needed. This section also highlights the procedure for victims to give their testimony in ‘camera’. It states how victims must receive information in a key language they understand and explains that victims can have the opportunity to present their view and concerns at appropriate stages of criminal proceeding against traffickers.  
5. The Government of The Bahamas continues to uphold ‘Part IV- Prevention of Trafficking in Persons’ of the Trafficking in Persons (Prevention and Suppression) Act. In this section, a Magistrate can grant a warrant of entry, search and seizure. and also indicates the offences of threatening, obstructing, among other things, of a constable executing his duties. This section also outlines the support for victims.

6. During the reporting period, 1 April 2018 - 31 March 2019, there were two (2) confirmed females that were referred to care facilities for assistance. Additionally, one of the females was referred for clinical and psychological counselling. Two (2) victims and one (1) suspected victim were assisted within the reporting period; however, one victim was from the previous reporting period, while the remaining two (2) were identified during this reporting period, 2018 – 2019. The suspected victim of trafficking was later determined not to be a victim of trafficking. 


7. When a victim of trafficking is referred to the Department of Social Services, through the case worker, referrals for housing, transportation, counselling, physical and psychological assessment, food, repatriation, training and skills set, employment, counselling, and other essential needs are initiated. [Standard Operating Procedures – Response to Cases of Human Trafficking] This victim protocol is activated with every victim with services being easy to access.

8. Victims who were referred to Non-Government Organizations (NGO) facilities were assisted with clothing, food, shelter and a neutral place for questioning by the Police. Non-Governmental Organizations like The Bahamas Red Cross, The Salvation Army, The Bahamas Crisis Centre and Faith Based Organization, most of whom are members of the Trafficking in Persons Task Force, and activate their response plans, once a victim is identified by the Task Force. [Standard Operating Procedures – Response to Cases of Human Trafficking]. Victims may choose independently to reside or not reside in a shelter. Trafficked victims are not prisoners and their movement cannot be restricted. Victims are permitted to leave the shelter for employment. Victims are carefully advised however that keeping a low profile would auger well for their safety. If a victim however chooses, against the better judgment of the Police and Prosecution team, to end their residency in a secure shelter, the victim is permitted to leave. 

9. During the period, 1 April 2019 –31 March 2020, there were three (3) new confirmed victims. There was also one (1) suspected minor that was later determined not to be a victim of trafficking in persons. There were five (5) confirmed victims of trafficking, one (1) suspected victim of trafficking and one (1) minor that was suspected of trafficking that received government assistance. They received assistance for food, clothing, and payments of utilities, stipend, living accommodations, appliances, furniture, employment, and medical. There was one (1) Bahamian victim referred to accommodation/shelter services during a previous reporting period. There were no time limits on services provided to victims of Trafficking in Persons. Additionally, services provided to victims are not conditional to their cooperation with law enforcement on prosecution, or on authorities deciding to proceed with prosecution of their alleged traffickers.
Annex III: 
10. During the reporting period, 1 April, 2018 – 31 March 2019, the Ministry of National Security Trafficking in Persons (TIP) Secretariat team began with a number of Talk Shows, Ministerial/Departmental/Agencies TIP trainings, and speaking with different Faith-Based organizations and other organizations. The various Trainings are listed at Table 1.1.

11. The Ministry of National Security Trafficking in Persons (TIP) Secretariat began their Annual School Awareness Campaign and partnered with various Schools across The Bahamas. The Annual School Awareness Campaign began in September, 2018 – October, 2018. The various schools and amount of students for this campaign is listed at Table 2.1.


12. During the reporting period 1 April 2019 – 31 March 2020, The Ministry of National Security Trafficking in Persons (TIP) Secretariat team began with a number of Talk Shows, Ministerial/Departmental/Agencies TIP trainings, and speaking with different Faith-Based organizations and other organizations. The various trainings are listed at Table 3.1.

13. The Ministry of National Security Trafficking in Persons (TIP) Secretariat launched its Summer Awareness Campaign and partnered with Urban Renewal, The Bahamas Red Cross and other Summer Camps in the period of 1 April, 2019 – 31 March, 2020. Representatives from the Ministry of National Security and the Trafficking in Persons (TIP) Secretariat spoke at various summer camps to ensure the campers were fully aware of trafficking in persons in The Bahamas. The various Summer Camps and number of campers for this campaign is listed Table 4.1.


14. The Ministry of National Security Trafficking in Persons (TIP) Secretariat continued their Annual School Awareness Campaign and partnered with various Schools across The Bahamas. However due to the impact of Hurricane Dorian,  the schools that were  scheduled to partner with the Ministry were located on Abaco and Grand Bahama and had to be cancelled. The Annual School Awareness Campaign was launched in September, 2019 – December 2019. The various schools and number of students for this campaign is listed at Table 5.1.

15. This current reporting period, 1 April, 2020 – 31 March, 2021, there was a global pandemic known as COVID-19 that impacted the daily norms of the Trafficking in Persons Secretariat. Awareness Raising had to altered and tailored from face to face to the new norm of nationwide lockdowns and virtual meetings. Due to the resilience of the Trafficking in Persons (TIP) Secretariat, the following Awareness Raising events listed below were accomplished. They are listed at Table 6.1
