	Breastfeeding promotion talk in foreign languages

	Launched in 2012, through cooperation between the Government and civil associations, regular meetings are held every year to jointly propose, develop and promote breastfeeding, resulting in an increased breastfeeding rate.

	In 2016, 3 new breastfeeding posters, including breastfeeding, family support and friendly workplaces, were produced, which are widely posted in the public and private sectors.

	The HB and the Macao online media collaborated to produce a short video to acquaint the public with the support of breastfeeding during delivery in the Hospital Centre S. Januárioand the postpartum period. It is now being broadcast in the waiting area of maternal healthcare clinic of different health centres.

	In 2017, according to the latest information on breastfeeding, the booklet of breastfeeding was revised.
