In 2017, there were 2,459 applications of unaccompanied minors (UAMs); in 2018 there were 2,638; in 2019 there were 3,330, while for the first months (up to 31 May) of 2020, 1,353 applications were submitted. In total, 9,780 applications of UAMs were submitted (5,717 in the mainland and 4,063 on the islands).

Among them, 2,317 applications were submitted by men and 142 by women in 2017, 2,445 by men and 193 by women in 2018, 3,056 by men and 274 by women in 2019.

Among the above mentioned applications, 648 in 2017, 1,181 in 2018, 1,531 in 2019 were submitted on the five islands Kos, Lesvos, Samos, Leros and Chios, respectively, and 489 from January 1st 2020 to May 31st 2020. 

Overall, as far as persons under the age of 18 years old are concerned, year 2017 corresponds to 19,771 applications, year 2018 to 21,761 applications and year 2019 to 25,367. During the period from January 1st 2020 to May 31st 2020, 8,085 applications have been submitted by minors.

Among them 30,396 applications were submitted in the mainland, while 44,588 were submitted on the islands of Lesvos, Chios, Samos, Leros and Kos. 

The total of applications by persons under the age of 18 years amounts to 74,984 from January 1st 2017 to May 31st 2020. 

Lesvos has received the majority of applications with 24,435 applications for the above mentioned period, followed by Samos (8,605) and Chios (6,542) respectively.

Regarding Dublin Regulation procedures, outgoing requests to take charge from other Member States for children under the age of 18 years old, the Greek Asylum Service submitted 12,745 claims from 1 January 2017 to 30 April 2020, (5,675 in 2017; 2,851 in 2018; 2,826 in 2019 and 1,393 from 1 January 2020 to 30 April 2020).

For the same reference period, UAMs’ outgoing requests by Greek Asylum Service Dublin Unit are as follows: 559 (2017), 675 (2018), 772 (2019) and 537 from 1 January 2020 to 30 April 2020 (in total 2,543 requests).

According to the available data, from 01 January 2018 to 31 December 2019, from a total of 2,019 requests submitted by the Greek Dublin Unit, there have been 1,076 acceptances (63,52%) and 618 rejections (36,48%) with the use of BIA tool under the criteria of Dublin Regulation 604/2013. Moreover, the Greek Asylum Service, in collaboration with UNHCR, EASO and the Special Secretary for UAMs are developing a BIA tool for the relocation programs for UAMs under other schemes, mainly under bilateral and multilateral agreements with other EU Member States.

Additional information by the Athens Juvenile Probation Service and the Juvenile Courts of Athens
 
During calendar year 2020, in the context of the activity of the Athens Juvenile Probation Service and the Juvenile Courts of Athens, it was recorded that 813 defendants (710 boys and 103 girls) committed as minors various criminal offences in reference to the charges attributed to them. 799 of them were subjected to reformatory measures in the community and 13 were sentenced to confinement in a Special Youth Detention Facility/penal correction. Finally, in 1 case, a deprivation of liberty reformatory measure was imposed. More specifically, with respect to the 799 defendants on whom reformatory measures were imposed, the following should be noted:

• 696 were boys and 103 girls.
• As far as the age of commission of the offence is concerned, 156 defendants committed the offence at the age between 12 years (completed) and 15 years, while 643 at the age between 15 years (completed) and 18 years.
• The main offences with which the minors were charged appear in detail in Annex 4B. 
• Their nationality can be found in the same file in a separate spreadsheet.

With respect to the 13 defendants on whom deprivation of liberty was imposed, the following are noted:
• All defendants were boys.
• They all committed the offences between the ages of 15 (completed) and 18 years.
• The main offences with which the minor defendants were charged appear in detail in Annex 4B
• Their nationality is detailed in Annex 4B.

Finally, the accused for whom institutional reform was decided was a boy; he committed the criminal offence between the ages of 15 and 18, while the main charge for which he was judged to have "committed" and his nationality appear in Annex 4B.

During calendar year 2019, in the context of the activity of the Athens Juvenile Probation Service and the Juvenile Courts of Athens, it was recorded that 1226 defendants (1068 boys and 158 girls) committed as minors various criminal offences in reference to the charges attributed to them. In 1219 of them, reformatory measures [footnoteRef:14] in the community were imposed (Article 122 of the Penal Code) and 7 of them were sentenced to confinement in a Special Youth Detention Facility/penal correctional (Article 127 of the Penal Code). Specifically, with respect to the 1219 defendants on whom reformatory measures were imposed, the following are noted: [14:  13 of them were deemed unpunished as occasional drug users] 

• 1061 were boys and 158 girls.
• As far as the age of commission is concerned, 30 of them committed the offence at the age between 8 and 12 years, 198 of them at the age between 12 years (completed) and 15 years, while 991 at the age between 15 years (completed) and 18 years.
• The main offences with which the minor defendants were charged appear in detail in Annex 4B.
• Their nationality is detailed in Annex 4B.

With respect to the 7 defendants on whom deprivation of liberty was imposed, the following are noted:
• All defendants were boys.
• They all committed the offences between the ages of 15 (completed) and 18 years.
• The main offences with which the minor defendants were charged appear in Annex 4B.
• Their nationality is detailed in Annex 4B.

During calendar year 2018, in the context of the activity of the Athens Juvenile Probation Service and the Juvenile Courts of Athens, it was recorded that 1062 defendants (930 boys and 132 girls) committed as minors various criminal offences in reference to the charges attributed to them.[footnoteRef:15]  On 1055 persons, reformatory measures[footnoteRef:16] in the community were imposed (Article 122 of the Penal Code) while 5 were sentenced to confinement in a Special Detention Facility for Youth/Penal Correction (Article 127 of the Penal Code). Finally, on 2 persons, a deprivation of liberty reformatory measure was imposed. Specifically, with respect to the 1055 defendants on whom reformatory measures were imposed, the following are noted: [15:  772 minors were accused in more than one case within that year.]  [16:  21 of them were deemed unpunished as occasional drug users] 

• 923 were boys and 132 girls.
• As far as the age of commission is concerned, 35 of them committed the offence at the age between 8 and 12 years, 191 of them at the age between 12 years (completed) and 15 years, while 829 at the age between 15 years (completed) and 18 years.
• The main offences with which the minor defendants were charged appear in Annex 4B.
• Their nationality is shown in detail in Annex 4B.

With respect to the 5 defendants on whom confinement was imposed, the following should be noted:
• All defendants were boys
• They all committed the offence between the ages of 15 (completed) and 18 years.
• The main offences with which the minor defendants were charged appear in Annex 4B.
• Their nationality is shown in detail in Annex 4B.

Finally, the 2 defendants on whom institutional reformatory measures were imposed were boys, they committed the offence at the age of between 15 and 18 years, the main offences with which they were charged as well as their nationality appear in Annex 4B..

During calendar year 2017, in the context of the activity of the Athens Juvenile Probation Service and the Juvenile Courts of Athens, it was recorded that 970 defendants (854 boys and 116 girls) committed as minors various criminal offences in reference to the charges attributed to them.[footnoteRef:17]  In 958 of them, reformatory measures[footnoteRef:18] in the community were imposed (article 122 of the Penal Code) and 6 of them were sentenced to confinement in a Special Detention Facility for Youth / penal correction (article 127 of the Penal Code), while in 2 cases prison sentence was imposed. Finally, in 4 cases, a deprivation of liberty reformatory measure was imposed. Specifically, with respect to the 958 defendants on whom reformatory measures were imposed, the following should be noted: [17:  These are 923 juvenile persons who were accused in more than one case in that year.]  [18:  27 of them were deemed unpunished as occasional drug users] 

• 842 were boys and 116 girls.
• As far as the age of commission is concerned, 39 of them committed the offence at the age between 8 and 12 years, 186 of them at the age between 12 years (completed) and 15 years, while 733 at the age between 15 years (completed) and 18 years.
• The main offences with which the minor defendants were charged appear in Annex 4B..
• Their nationality is shown in detail in Annex 4B.

With respect to the 8 defendants on whom confinement was imposed, the following are noted:
• All defendants were boys.
• They all committed the offence between the ages of 15 (completed) and 18 years.
• The main offences with which the minor defendants were charged appear Annex 4B.
• Their nationality is shown in detail in Annex 4B.

Finally, the 4 defendants on whom institutional reformatory measures were imposed were boys, 3 of them committed the offence between the ages of 12 and 15, 1 at the age between 15 and 18 years, while the main offence with which they were charged, as well as their nationality appear in detail in Annex 4B.


During calendar year 2016, in the context of the activity of the Athens Juvenile Probation Service and the Juvenile Courts of Athens, it was recorded that 776 defendants (679 boys and 97 girls) committed as minors various criminal offences in reference to the charges attributed to them.[footnoteRef:19]  774 of them were subjected to reformatory measures[footnoteRef:20] in the community (Article 122 of the Penal Code) and 2 of them were sentenced to confinement in a Special Youth Detention Facility/penal correction (Article 127 of the Penal Code). Specifically, with respect to the 774 defendants on whom reformatory measures were imposed, the following should be noted: [19:  Out of a total of 1850 defendants brought to the Juvenile Courts in that year.]  [20:  17 of them were deemed unpunished as occasional drug users] 

• 677 were boys and 97 girls
• As far as the age of commission is concerned, 28 of them committed the offence at the age between 8 and 12 years, 109 of them at the age between 12 years (completed) and 15 years, while 637 at the age between 15 years (completed) and 18 years.
• The main offences with which the minors were charged appear in Annex 4B.
• Their nationality is shown in detail in Annex 4B.

As regards the 2 defendants on whom confinement was imposed, the following are noted:
• All defendants were exclusively boys.
• They all committed the offence between the ages of 15 (completed) and 18 years.
