CRPD34th Peace Inclusion Piece presentation

Chairperson Miyeon Kim, Vice-Chair Amalia, distinguished members of the Committee, and friends from around the world, thank you for giving me the opportunity to speak at this important opening. I represent PEACE INCLUSION PIECE. First, I would like to express my deep appreciation.
Last October, we held an international inclusion conference in Japan.
It encouraged us to move forward with greater courage.
PEACE INCLUSION PIECE is an international platform.
Our mission is simple: To turn inclusion from words into real action.
We believe something very clear. Rights are not enough if they stay on paper.
Rights have meaning only when they are lived every day. The CRPD is not just a treaty. It was a historic turning point. It recognized persons with disabilities not as objects of care, but as holders of rights. This year marks the 20th anniversary of the CRPD. This is not only a celebration. It is a responsibility.
On October 21 and 22, we will hold the CRPD 20th Anniversary Forum at Tokyo 
International Airport in Japan.
Our goal is clear: From principle to practice. In transportation, tourism, employment, education, and community life, we will promote real, practical change. We will place the voices of persons with disabilities at the center.
Governments, businesses, universities, and civil society will work together.
Japan is one of the fastest aging countries in the world.
Today, aging and disability are becoming a real challenge in our communities.
But this is not only Japan’s future. It is the future many countries will face.
That is why Japan wants to share our lessons with the world. Together, let us move the CRPD from principle to practice. 
But we must go further. The next 20 years of the CRPD must involve citizens everywhere. We must build a global movement. And I would like to share another important announcement.
In 2027, Japan will host the Asia Regional Summit.This summit will bring together
governments, the private sector, academia,and organizations of persons with disabilities.Together, we will develop policy proposals and practical solutions to advance the implementation of the CRPD.
From Asia to the world,we will strengthen our commitment to inclusion.
We have made a decision. In the next ten years, we aim to create an inclusive economic impact of ten trillion yen worldwide. This is not charity. This is the realization of rights. This is an investment in a sustainable future. The world is at a turning point. In the Global South, new energy and new hope are rising. 
We are preparing cooperation in Africa, especially with the Government of Zambia. At the same time, strong partnership in Asia is essential. Japan, Korea, Singapore, China, and many others can become a powerful force to move global inclusion forward. PEACE INCLUSION PIECE is only one year old. Yet we have already built alliances in more than 100 countries. Alone, we cannot change society. Together, we can. One country alone cannot shape the future. But in solidarity, we can make it real. Let us turn the promise of the CRPD into everyday life. Not someday. Not somewhere. But here. And now. Imagine a world with no barriers in the heart. No borders in opportunity. No one left behind. Imagine every person using their full ability. Living with pride. Living with purpose. We are told there is not enough. Not enough resources. Not enough love. But that is not true. There is enough. We feel lack because we compete. Because we take from each other. When we share, there is more than enough. When we divide, we lose. When we share, we all rise. Let us choose sharing. Let us choose inclusion. Let us choose well-being — for all. Together, we can build a world where no one is left behind. Not as a dream. But as reality. Thank you
