Belarusian women in sports

There are 55 sports federations in Belarus, 5 of which are headed by women, namely: 
1. Belarusian Skating Union
2. Belarusian Cycling Federation 
3. Belarusian Gymnastics Association 
4. Belarusian Swimming Federation 
5. Belarusian Synchronized Swimming Federation

Of the 47 national teams (high-class international athletes) women are represented in 42; including sport such as: judo, karate, sambo, weightlifting, shooting, archery, biathlon, pentathlon, field hockey, freestyle etc. 

Moreover, Belarusian women regularly win major international competitions: 
Weightlifting
Anastasia Novikova - World Champion in the weight category up to 58 kg (2011), three-time European Champion.
Anna Batyushko - silver medalist of the 2004 Olympic Games in Athens and medalist of the World and European Championships.
Yulia Asaenok - bronze medalist of the 2019 European Championship. Two-time European Champion among juniors.
Darya Naumova - silver medalist of the 2016 Olympics in Rio de Janeiro and participant of the 2020 Olympic Games in Tokyo. European Champion 2019. Medalist of the 2018 World Championship.

Freestyle Wrestling
Irina Kurochkina - Champion of the 2019 European Games; Bronze medalist of the 2017, 2019 and 2024 World Championships; three-time European Champion and silver medalist in 2016, Silver medalist at the 2020 Olympic Games.
Vanessa Kolodinskaya - two-time World champion, three-time European champion, participant in the 2012 Summer Olympics in London, bronze medalist at the 2020 Olympic Games in Tokyo.
Vasilisa Marzalyuk - Champion of the 2015 and 2019 European Games, multiple medalist at the World and European Championships.


Shooting
Victoria Chaika - European Champion, medalist at the World Championships and the European Games. Participant in 6 consecutive Olympic Games (2000-2020).

Biathlon
Daria Domracheva – four-time Olympic champion, two-time world champion (2012 and 2013), winner of the 2014/15 World Cup, winner of 6 small Crystal Globes of the Biathlon World Cup. The most titled athlete in the history of the Winter Olympic Games in biathlon, as well as the first biathlete in the world to win three victories in individual races.
Anna Sola - Bronze medalist of the 2021 World Championships in the sprint, 2015 World Junior Champion in the relay, Bronze medalist of the 2019 European Championships in the mixed relay. 
Dinara Smolskaya - 2018 Olympic champion in the women's relay, the winner in the sprint and silver medalist in the pursuit race at the World Cup stage in Hochfilzen in 2020, the world champion among juniors, the bronze medalist of the 2019 European Championship in the mixed relay.

Modern pentathlon 
(running, swimming, shooting, fencing, horse riding)
Anastasia Prokopenko – a bronze medalist of the 2008 Summer Olympics in Beijing, participant of four Olympic Games.

Karate
Svetlana Vilkina - the only holder of the fifth dan of the World Shotokan Karate-do Federation in Eastern Europe.

Freestyle
Alla Tsuper - 2014 Olympic champion in ski acrobatics, multiple winner of the World Cup stages, participant of six consecutive Winter Olympics (1998, 2002, 2006, 2010, 2014, 2018).
