CAT PROPOSAL ON FIXED CALENDAR

Considering their own specificity, composition, and number of State parties to their respective Convention, all treaty bodies agreed to establish a predictable review schedule. The Committees that have periodic reviews reports (CESCR, HRC, CERD, CEDAW, CAT, CRC, CRPD and CMW) will establish an eight-year review cycle for full reviews with intermediary follow-up respecting the State parties’ rights to choose between the traditional and the simplified reporting procedures.
Such review cycle will be established taking into consideration the calendar of the Universal Periodic Review with a proper coordination with its branch in the Human Rights Council and will be implemented with a degree of flexibility in order to address special requests for the postponement of a country review due to exceptional circumstances that may prevent a State party to attend the treaty body session originally fixed to exam its report.
