
Response to Recommendation 33.
Annex No.14 of the BD Educational Department under the Law on Primary and Secondary Education in the Brčko District of Bosnia and Herzegovina.

The Law on Primary and Secondary Education in the Brčko District of Bosnia and Herzegovina stipulates:
“Article 14
(Education of National Minorities)
Education of students who are the members of national minorities shall be realized in compliance with the provisions of this Law and the Law on the Protection of Rights of Members of National Minorities ("Official Gazette of BiH", No. 12/03).”
Therefore, based on the objectives and actions set out in the Revised Action Plan of BiH on Educational Needs of Roma, the Educational Department of the Government of the Brčko District of Bosnia and Herzegovina permanently employed an officer for Roma affairs at the Pedagogical institution whose activities are specified in the Organizational Plan of the Educational Department, namely:
Job description and duties:
-	keeping records of Roma students in primary and secondary schools of the Brčko District of BiH and creating a database on social status of these students and their families  
[bookmark: _GoBack]-	cooperation with social workers in primary and secondary schools and solving of problems in Roma families 
-	cooperation and communication with Roma families and their preparation for enrolment of children in preschool, primary and secondary education 
-	participation in implementation of leisure student activities based on the promotion of native (Roma) language, Roma culture and tradition
-	cooperation with Roma communities and other institutions that can contribute to improvement of the conditions of education (existential, housing, etc.)
-	in cooperation with the institutions of the Brčko District of BiH, keeping records of Roma children and their enrolment in schools
-	participation in the work of school expert teams in relation to Roma children 
- 	direct accountability to the Director of the Pedagogical Institution
- 	and other tasks on the instruction of the Director of the Pedagogical Institution.
Also, Article 9 paragraph (1) stipulates that the competent authorities and the founder shall be obliged to take all necessary measures to ensure the conditions for free access and inclusion in education to students, especially by providing them with free textbooks, handbooks and other didactic materials and ensuring free transport for all primary school students living over 3 km away from the school they’re attending, which is being completely implemented. 
As regards the meals for disadvantaged students, they shall be provided in cooperation with the Red Cross of the Brčko District of BiH. 
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
