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Projects of Social Inclusion Program 

Projects carried out within the frameworks of the program “Second opportunity at receiving education through social inclusion”:

The following projects were carried out in public schools in 2016 with the financial support of the Ministry of Education, Science, Culture and Sports:   
· 3 projects on socialization of adolescents with SEN (83 SEN adolescents)
· 1 project on Gypsy socialization (27 Gypsies), 
· 1 project on Meskhetian’s socialization (12 Meskhetians), 
· On socialization of Kist people of Pankisi Valley – Akhmeta municipality village Duisi (10 Kists).  
In 2017: 
· 3 projects on the socialization of adolescents with SEN (154 SEN adolescents) 
· 2 projects on Gypsy socialization (36 Gypsies), 
· 2 projects on Meskhetian’s socialization (17 Meskhetians), 
· On socialization of Kist people of Pankisi Valley – Akhmeta municipality village Duisi (6 Kists).  
In 2018:
· 7 projects on the socialization of adolescents with SEN (137 SEN adolescents) 
· 6 projects on Gypsy socialization (63 Gypsies),  
· 3 projects on Meskhetian’s socialization (36 Meskhetians). 

In 2019 the public schools submitted 27 applications for the participation in the competition to the Ministry, out of which:
· 7 projects on the socialization of people with Special Educational Needs (SEN);
· 6 projects on Gypsy socialization; 
· 3 projects on Meskhetian’s socialization;
· 2 projects from Dusheti Municipality boarding school. 

In 2019 Meskhetians without Georgian citizenship and repatriate Meskhetians (31), Gypsies (65), people with SEN (108) and young people from Dusheti Municipality boarding school (73) were involved in the projects. Their peers (331) were recruited to change stereotypical attitudes in society, to increase acceptance of different cultures, and to cooperate with beneficiaries. Furthermore, it should be noted that 8 Roma adult were employed within the frameworks of the program.
