In my capacity as Rapporteur on Follow-up on Concluding Observations of the Committee on the Elimination of Discrimination against Women (CEDAW), I have the honor to refer to the examination of the combined fifth and sixth periodic reports of Armenia, at the Committee’s sixty-fifth session, held in November 2016. At the end of that session, the Committee’s concluding observations (CEDAW/C/ARM/CO/5-6) were transmitted to your Permanent Mission. You may recall that in paragraph 54 on follow-up on the concluding observations, the Committee requested Armenia to provide, within two years, written information on the steps taken to implement the recommendations contained in paragraphs 17 (a) and (b) and 29 (a) of the concluding observations, namely:
“17.
In accordance with its general recommendation No. 19 (1992) on violence against women, the Committee recommends that the State party:
(a)
Expedite the adoption of a comprehensive law specifically criminalizing gender-based violence against women, including femicide and marital rape, in line with its general recommendation No. 19 and previous recommendations (CEDAW/C/ARM/CO/4/Rev.1, para. 23), which employs a victim-centred approach, provides for civil and criminal remedies, defines the body responsible for the implementation of the law and guarantees access to immediate means of redress and protection, including protection orders;
(b)
Ratify the Council of Europe Convention on Preventing and Combating Violence against Women and Domestic Violence.”
“29.
The Committee recommends that the State party:

(a)
Implement the newly adopted law to eradicate the practice of sex-selection abortion.”
