UNITED NATIONS CONVENTION ON THE RIGHTS OF PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES
Annex to the Combined Second and Third Report of Mauritius

1.  Mauritius has signed the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (UNCRPD) on 25 September 2007 with reservation placed on 
Article 11.  The Article pertains situations of risk and humanitarian emergencies.
2.	The Convention was then ratified on 08 January 2010 with the following reservations:
(i)  Article 9(2)(d) on the provision of public signage in buildings and other facilities in Braille and easy-to-read and understandable forms;
(ii)  Article 9(2)(e) on the provision of any forms of live assistance and intermediaries including guides, readers and professional sign languages interpreters, to facilitate accessibility to buildings and other facilities open to public; and
(iii)  Article 24(2)(b) on the access of persons with disabilities to inclusive, quality and free primary and secondary education.
3.	The initial Report of the State of Mauritius submitted to the Committee on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities in 2012, mentioned that Mauritius has placed reservations on Articles 11, 9(2)(d) and 24(2)(b) of the Convention. This information was then mentioned in all other previous reports, including the combined 2nd and 3rd report submitted in October 2020.
4.	However, reservation made to Article 11 does not bind the State since it was not reiterated during the time of ratification.
5.	Therefore, the report should be amended to reflect that Mauritius has placed reservations on the following 3 Articles:
(i)	Article 9(2)(d) ;
(ii)  Article 9(2)(e) ; and 
(iii) Article 24(2)(b).
