Practical guidelines were prepared for state institutions, employers, and current and future employees.

	Psychological and emotional support for men
	In response to the challenges posed by the COVID-19 pandemic and quarantine, counselling services (psychological, psychotherapeutic, educational, and if needed, legal) for men experiencing emotional and psychological crises by telephone (remote services) have been increased. Two new helplines for men have been launched: Nelik vienas (“Don't be alone”) and Vyrų linija (“Men's Helpline”). Two new websites have been created and are operational: https://nelikvienas.lt/ and https://www.vyrulinija.lt/.

	Equality between women and men
	Contributions were made to equality between women and men initiatives promoting a non-stereotypical approach to women and men, their dissemination and consolidation, with a particular focus on balancing the number of women and men in high-level decision-making in public life.
The Women Politicians' Club continued its activities, encouraging women to participate more actively in politics during remote events and meetings with well-known and accomplished female politicians.
The analysis of planning practices of equality between women and men in workplaces in other countries was conducted.
The foundation for the Equality between Women and Men Plan of the Research Council of Lithuania and the design scheme of the Equality between Women and Men Plan for higher education and research institutions were prepared.
An animated film “Equality between women and men matters in the workplace” was created. Training on equality between women and men related planning in workplaces for leaders of public and private companies was organised.
In 2021, awareness-raising campaigns “Towards leadership: sex perspective in society, labour market, and family” for young girls were organised, and educational events “State of leadership: Where are we heading?” were held.
The overview “Women and parliamentary elections – 2016-2020“ aiming to analyse women's political activity in previous elections was prepared
Discussions “Achieving balance in politics” were held.

	In 2021, a social campaign “I can't keep silent” was implemented to strengthen the prevention of domestic violence.
