ANNEX D

Training Seminars, Lectures, for police officers and other actions by the CP (Questions 5 and 8 of the List of Issues) 

1. Organised by the Cyprus Police Academy (CPA) as well as in cooperation with other organisations or NGOS as associated partners in European projects:
 	Based on the actions of the project "TOGETHER! Empowering civil society and Law Enforcement Agencies to make hate crime visible", co-funded by the EC under the Fundamental Rights and Citizenship Programme, the CP in cooperation with the NGO KISA and the CAHR organised four two-day training seminars and one-day training seminar for police members of Immigration Department, in which 60 police officers member were trained.
 	In cooperation with the University of Cyprus and under the project titled "CONTACT: Creating an Online Network, monitoring Team and phone app to counter hate crime tactics", two-day training seminars were organized (June 2016) in which 50 police officers members were trained.
 	Specific training programme with the subject "Community/Ethnic groups, behavior, Racism and ways of Combating" took place (13-14 October 2016), for 75 police members of Community Policing, in cooperation with the CAHR.
 	The Office for Combating Discrimination of the Crime Combating Department, Police Headquarters, conducted (September 2016) a specialist training programme for Training Officers of all Police Divisions, who proceeded to further training programmes for their members in their district jurisdiction. Issues such as combating prejudices within the CP, implications of the anti-racism legislation, effective investigation and recording of hate crimes were discussed and analysed in detail.

1. Organised by the Office for Combating Discrimination, in cooperation with the CPA:
 	A lecture titled "Racial and other Discrimination - Legislation and Investigation", for police officers and sergeants, particularly those working in the investigation procedures. This course is within the training curricula of the CID Programme (First Level and Advance)
 	Three hours lecture involving theory and workshop titled "Racism, Xenophobia, Racial Discrimination - Characteristics of Religions" as well as three hours of "Investigation of Racial and Hate Crimes" are part of the two day seminar of "Combating Xenophobia and Racism - Respect of Human Rights" that takes place at least two times a year at the PA for police officers.
 	Two hours lecture titled "Racism and Discrimination" are presented to the police members of the Aliens and Immigration Unit of the CP.
· Three hours lecture titled "Combating Racism, Discrimination and Xenophobia based on Multiculturalism Sensitization" for police officers working in community policing, police stations and police detention centers.

(C) 	Other Actions for raising awareness against discrimination, racism and xenophobia:
 	Police Code of Ethics: The Police Code of Ethics was enriched with new provisions concerning the behaviour of the police officers during the performance of their duties. It was divided in articles in order to facilitate members of the CP and make the Code more efficient in its use. The Code is an institutional framework of actions, behaviours and attitudes which aims to highlight the professional and moral completeness of the police members as responsible public officials. It constitutes a framework of principles and rules that promote mutual respect and trust between police members and citizens. The Code of Ethics was issued in a booklet form and was distributed to all members of the CP to create awareness, strengthening public confidence towards the CP and further development of professionalism within the CP. The Code of Ethics was also uploaded on the Police portal and the official website of the CP, in Greek and in English. Lastly, the Police Standing Order 1/73 "Police Code of Ethics" has also been amended.
· Manuals titled "Treatment on juvenile offenders and victims" and "Human Rights": The Handbook on Human Rights was prepared by the CP in order to inform and sensitize police members on the protection and promotion of human rights. The Handbook includes issues relating to use of force, treatment of detainees, detention conditions, etc.
· Folder for Human Rights and Racism: A folder was created on the internal website of the CP (portal) titled "Human Rights". The folder was created in order to systematically inform and raise awareness among all members of the CP about issues concerning human rights and treatment of detainees. It includes circular letters, conventions, legislation, reports and manuals on good practices.
· Folder titled "Racism and Diversity" was uploaded on the official website of the CP: The folder includes information brochures, targeting primarily third country vulnerable groups living in Cyprus, which were published and uploaded in four languages (English, Bengali, Vietnamese and Srilankan) with all the necessary information about the existing legislation and legal protection from any discriminatory treatment.
· Memorandum of cooperation with NGOs: The CP signed on 09/02/2017, a Memorandum of Understanding for the Protection and Promotion of Human Rights with 14 NGOs. The purpose of the Memorandum is to further improve and develop closer cooperation between the contracting parties for the protection and promotion of human rights. Among the issues addressed to, the Memorandum includes "Visits in police detention centers or at Menogeia Detention Center", "Provision of assistance in police detention centers or at Menogeia Detention Center", "Submission of complaints/ exchange of information", "Education", etc.
· Informational leaflets: The CP publishes informational leaflets on human rights, which are distributed to members of the CP. They are also uploaded on the Police Portal. An informational leaflet on the rights of victims of gender-based violence is available and translated in eight languages. It is uploaded in the Police Portal and the official Police website. Additionally, it is provided by the CP to victims of gender-based violence.
· Efforts by Community Police: The Community Police Officers organise various multicultural events with the cooperation of the relevant embassies, NGOs and the local authorities. Their goal is:
· to strengthen lines between racial and ethnic groups;
· to learn about different cultures and to inform them about ours;
· to inform racial/ethnic groups about the Cyprus legal system, their rights and obligations, as well as about effective ways of avoiding being victimized;
· to provide the necessary information to the vulnerable groups and to the public in general about ways to contact the CP and to reinforce mutual cooperation.
 	Conference entitled "Respect for Human Rights": A one-day conference is being organised for the past four years (2016-2019) on the occasion of the International Human Rights Day (10th of December). The aim is to raise awareness with regard to the respect and protection of human rights and the strengthening of human rights protection during the exercise of the duties of the CP.
Regarding violence against women and gender based violence, CP has participated in two EU funded projects as follows: 
 	"Circle of Change/Preventing and Combating Violence Against Women and Girls through Gender Equality Awareness", that aims to contribute on influencing and/or changing the existing gender-based violence and negative stereotypes around women and girls and more specifically around victims, so as to eliminate victim blaming in Cyprus. Thus, a training curriculum has been composed, to target 217 police officers, through six training sessions which were organised in 2018. The training material is also being used to educate other police officers that attend relevant courses at the CPA.
· STEP4GBV project which aims on training and informing front-line professionals on issues related to the protection and support of victims of gender-based violence. In this framework, the CP has organised six seminars in the years 2018 and 2019, which were addressed to police officers and other relevant authorities.

ANNEX H

Procedure regarding the investigations into allegations of ill-treatment/abuse of power in prisons

The Prison Department applies certain safeguards for an ill-treated person (either by staff or by any other inmate). As soon as a complaint/allegation about ill-treatment/abuse of power comes into the attention of the prison management, either in a formal manner or even in the absence of a formal complaint (collected information from whistleblowing, doctors, psychologists, psychiatrists, etc.), immediately the Prisons call for the CP to investigate the incident:
· Preliminary examination by the doctors of the Department. The doctors are employed by the Ministry of Health and not by the Prison Department.
· The ill-treated person is transferred to the General Hospital for medical examination (forensic evidence), by coroner and other medical specialists. 
· The doctors/coroner prepare a report with the medical findings/forensic evidence which are used for the criminal prosecution of the perpetrator/s. 
Usually the perpetrator (if the perpetrator is a prison officer) is suspended off duty until the investigation is completed. If the perpetrator is not suspended off duty, he is never assigned a duty in the unit where the person is placed for protection. The ill-treated person is placed into a small unit for better supervision and for protection purposes with a capacity of ten persons, which are being used for increased supervision of the vulnerable inmates and for those who need protection (i.e. ill-treated inmates). An internal investigation is carried out collecting evidence (testimonies, CCTV footage etc.) and disciplinary measures are taken against the perpetrator. The perpetrator is also prosecuted before the criminal court, by the CP. In cases of ill-treatment (by the prison staff) the Prisons management usually enquires that the Minister of Justice and Public Order appoints public officers to carry out the disciplinary investigation for the purpose of ensuring transparency and objectiveness. The Prison Department never involves or intervenes in any of the investigations (criminal and disciplinary investigations carried out by the CP and public officers respectively) in any way. However, it provides any evidence/findings in its capacity and assists the investigators when asked to do so. All the above actions are recorded in the file of the inmate.

ANNEX J

The rights of detainees concerning medical care

 	Detainees are entitled at any time to have a medical examination, treatment and/or follow-up by a doctor of their choice and to communicate for that purpose in person by telephone with him/her in the presence of a police member. The costs of medical examination, care and follow-up by a doctor of their choice is paid by them. If they do not wish to exercise their right to have the doctor of their own choice to examine them, they may receive medical examination, treatment and or follow-up by a government doctor and this shall be arranged by the person in charge of the detention centre.
 	Ιf they wish to exercise the right described above, they can do so by filling in and signing a relevant form for this purpose and handing it over to a member of the CP. They are entitled to keep a copy of this form, after the police member testifies by signing that they have received it.
 	It is the duty of the detention officer to make the necessary arrangements for the above medical examinations/treatment by a doctor as soon as possible either in the detention centre or in a public hospital, depending on what their state of health requires.
 	Every medical examination, treatment and follow-up takes place in a separate area, where no member of the CP can see or hear. However, there may be instances where the member of the CP of the same gender with the detainee, can see but cannot hear, if the officer in charge of the detention centre has reasons to believe that otherwise the physical integrity of the examining physician is at risk.
 	If a doctor cannot communicate with them in a language that they understand, an interpreter or other person must be made available, to them, by the person in charge of the detention centre. The said person may also be present during medical examination, treatment and follow-up, at the request of a doctor, so that to communicate with them in a language they understand.
 	The detainees are transferred to the regional medical centre or at Larnaka General Hospital, for medical care, if necessary.
