According to data from Federal Statistical Observation Form (hereinafter—FSO Form) No. OO-1 “Information on an organization carrying out educational activities in educational programs of primary general, basic general, and secondary general education”, as of the beginning of the 2024/25 academic year, the total number of students amounted to 17,988,139 persons, including 8,776,546 girls.
The total number of employees in general education amounted to 2,130,543 persons, of whom 1,797,772 were women, accounting for 84.4%.
According to FSO Form No. SPO-1, “Information on an educational organization carrying out educational activities in educational programs of secondary vocational education”, as of the beginning of the 2024/25 academic year, the total number of students amounted to 3,850,545 persons, including 1,848,172 women.
The total number of employees in the secondary vocational education system amounted to 359,210 persons, of whom 265,056 were women, representing 73,8%.
