[bookmark: _Hlk84248536]The ‘Grant from Government Amount available for operations’ and ‘Financial resources devoted to coordination of activist to protect and promote children’s rights for the National Children’s Council year 2015/2016 to year 2021/2022 has increased by Rs 196, 195, 570 approximately USD 4,605,925 (72.7%), Rs 2,394,154 approximately USD 56,035 (29.6%) and Rs 1,092 approximately USD 26 (0.6%) respectively.
Human Resources devoted to coordination to activities to protect and promote children’s rights the allocated resources in terms of financial and human have increased by Rs 13,45,000 approximately USD 3,1480 (8.8 %) and 82 (146.4%) respectively.
The budget allocated to the National Human Rights Monitoring Committee recorded an increase of Rs 590,000 approximately USD 13, 810 (2.2%) from year 2015/16 to year 2019/2020. From the year 2013 to 2019/2020 an amount of Rs 16,700,000 approximately USD 390860 which represents an increase of 162.1%.
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
