According to the amendment of the Law on Unemployment Social Insurance of the Republic of Lithuania, the constant share of the unemployment insurance payment constituted 30 per cent of the MMW until 2019 (23.27 per cent of the MMW after 2019[footnoteRef:1]). In 2016 MMW was EUR 380 (380 x 0.30 = EUR 114), in 2018 MMW – EUR 400 (400 x 0.30 = EUR 120), in 2019 MMW – EUR 5551 (555 x 0.2327 = EUR 129.15).  [1: The amount was changed due to the tax system reform, which came into force as of 1 January 2019. More information is provided in the explanations of Article 9.] 

The changing share of the unemployment social insurance payment is calculated in a way that encourages the unemployed person to search for a new job:
· In the 1-3 months of the unemployment benefit payment the changing unemployment social insurance share constitutes 50 per cent (as of 2019 – 38.79 per cent) of the average monthly insured revenue of the insured;
· In the 4-6 months, – 40 per cent (as of 2019 – 31.03 per cent) of the average monthly insured revenue of the insured;
· In the 7-9 months, – 30 per cent (as of 2019 – 23.27 per cent) of the average monthly insured revenue of the insured.
