Situation of victims of trafficking in persons receiving assistance
· 2006: 424 victims benefited from assistance by state authorities, NGOs, international organizations (50 women and 474 men). This is a significant increase in comparison to 2005, when only 175 victims received assistance. 301 victims were assisted in non-governmental centers, while 123 victims in governmental centers.

· 2007: 669 victims received assistance (69 in a shelter: 27 in a non-governmental center and 42 in a governmental center and 600 at their home: 116 from NGOs; 476 received direct assistance from regional centers; 8 from public institutions). 442 victims required specialized social assistance; 167 specialized medical services; 222 specialized psychological services, and 537 specialized legal assistance. 257 victims (41,6%) were socially reintegrated and were submitted to a minimum 6 months monitoring period by regional centers. 73 victims returned to school and 158 were professionally reintegrated. 38 victims (6,1%) left the programs of assistance. 

· 2008: 1,527 victims received assistance 

· social assistance: public system - 702 (364 continued assistance programs from 2007; 338 new victims were registered), private system - 301 (122 continued assistance programs from 2007; 179 new victims were registered); 
· psychological assistance: public system - 201 (132 continued programs of assistance; 69 newly registered), private system - 250 (113 continued programs of assistance; 137 newly registered); 
· medical assistance: public system - 152 (82 continued programs of assistance; 70 newly registered), private system - 223 (81 continued programs of assistance; 142 newly registered); 
· legal assistance: public system - 900 (477 continued programs of assistance; 423 newly registered), private system - 202 (66 continued programs of assistance; 136 newly registered).
· 2009: 84 victims were included in professional reinsertion programs, 51 attended qualification/requalification courses, 97 victims found employment; 264 were reinserted into society and family, 35 victims were reinserted into the school environment; 85 were assisted at home in the private system, 317 were assisted at home in the public system, 27 were assisted in private shelters, and 48 victims were assisted in public shelters.
· 2010: 
· assistance provided by public authorities: 121 victims received assistance (50 in centers for the assistance of victims of trafficking, 71 in a different type of residential center), 154 received medical assistance, 177  received psychological counseling, 22 received financial support, 55 received material aid (clothes, medications, food, items for personal hygiene), and 50 were reinserted into the school environment; 
· assistance provided by NGOs: 34 victims were sheltered (28 in centers for the assistance of victims of trafficking, 6 in a different type of residential center), 75 received medical assistance, 83 received psychological counseling, 22 received psychological counseling, 120 received material aid, and 37 were reinserted in the school environment. 
· 2011: 
· assistance provided by public authorities: 123 victims were assisted (36 in centers for the assistance of victims of trafficking, 87 in a different type of residential center), 165 received medical assistance, 173 received psychological counseling, 34 received financial support, 83 received material aid, and 75 were reinserted into the school environment; 
· assistance provided by NGOs: 44 victims were sheltered (40 in centers for the assistance of victims of trafficking, 4 in a different type of residential center), 66 received medical assistance, 62 received psychological counseling, 42 received financial support, 86 received material aid, and 17 were reinserted in the school environment. 
· 2012: 
· assistance provided by public authorities: 111 victims received assistance (25 in centers for the assistance of victims of trafficking, 87 in a different type of residential center), 181 received medical assistance, 191 received psychological counseling, 71 received financial support, 140 received material aid, and 56 were reinserted into the school environment; 
· assistance provided by NGOs: 38 victims were sheltered (29 in centers for the assistance of victims of trafficking, 9 in a different type of residential center), 55 received medical assistance, 52 received psychological counseling, 18 received financial support, 50 received material aid, and 5 were reinserted in the school environment.
· 2013: 
· assistance provided by public authorities: 72 victims received assistance (10 in centers for the assistance of victims of trafficking, 62 in a different type of residential center), 99 received medical assistance, 153 received psychological counseling, 25 received financial support, 61 received material aid, and 47 were reinserted into the school environment; 
· assistance provided by NGOs: 11 victims were sheltered (8 in centers for the assistance of victims of trafficking, 3 sheltered in a different type of residential center), 3 received medical assistance, 30 received psychological counseling, 11 received financial support, 17 received material aid, and 9 were reinserted in the school environment.
· 2014: 
· assistance provided by public authorities: 286 victims received assistance (83 were sheltered, 5 in centers for the assistance of victims of trafficking, 79 in a different type of residential center), 125 received medical assistance, 216 received psychological counseling, 40 received financial support, 72 received material aid, 32 were reinserted into the school environment, 32 received legal assistance for other situations than trafficking (divorce, child custody etc.), 93 received professional reinsertion assistance (80 attended qualification/requalification courses, 13 victims found employment); 
· assistance provided by NGOs: 94 received assistance (39 were sheltered, 28 in centers for the assistance of victims of trafficking, 11 sheltered in a different type of residential center), 44 received medical assistance, 62 received psychological counseling, 36 received financial support, 53 received material aid, 2 were reinserted in the school environment, 16 received legal assistance, 48 received professional reinsertion assistance (45 attended qualification/requalification courses, 3 found employment).
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
