[bookmark: _Ref509599856][bookmark: _Ref511739094]International law strictly limits the circumstances in which children can be placed in detention while awaiting trial or while under investigation pre-charge. Pretrial detention should only be used in exceptional circumstances, where it is necessary to ensure the child’s appearance at the court proceedings, or where the child is an immediate danger to himself/herself or others.[footnoteRef:1] Pretrial detention is only permitted as a measure of last resort and for “the shortest appropriate period of time.”[footnoteRef:2] However, there is no clarity around what is meant by an “appropriate period of time.” The Committee on the Rights of the Child, in General Comment 10, recommended that children who are detained should be formally charged within 30 days and once charged, that a final decision should be made by the court within six months.[footnoteRef:3] The Committee additionally recommended that any such detention should be reviewed regularly by a competent body[footnoteRef:4] These recommendations can and should be strengthened. [bookmark: _Ref509596657][bookmark: _Ref509598336]Defendants in pretrial detention are more likely to be abused, mistreated and tortured,[footnoteRef:5] and children are particularly vulnerable. In many countries, the lack of adequate facilities, food and sanitation, insufficient access to education and training, and compromised contact with family and friends makes even short periods of time in pretrial detention traumatic for children. Detention has been shown to significantly increase the risk of depression, suicide, school drop-out, and drug use among children.[footnoteRef:6] Unfortunately, in many countries the majority of children in detention are awaiting trial and may spend months or years behind bars before having their cases resolved. Even in jurisdictions that have successfully implemented alternatives to detention, children still spend months or years in pretrial detention, often longer than any sentence they might receive on conviction. It is reportedly common for children to receive conditional release or diversion after months of pretrial detention[footnoteRef:7]. This means that the most significant time spent deprived of liberty is while awaiting trial, when children are ostensibly presumed innocent. The 2018 report “Children in Pretrial Detention: Promoting Stronger International Time Limits” is the first study of how long countries allow children to be detained awaiting trial. Looking at the legal limits in 118 countries, the report found that 26% of countries have no time limit and 40% of countries allow exceptions to their time limit, risking indefinite detention. However, the length of time that children actually spend in detention awaiting trial is data that countries have not be collecting or reporting. 


The Children in Pretrial Detention: Promoting Stronger International Time Limits report serves as a baseline for the Committee to expand on country practices regarding times of pretrial detention of children.

Methodology:

This alternative report is based on the Children in Pretrial Detention report on pretrial detention times of 119 CRC State parties.[footnoteRef:8] Such report was conducted by reviewing the respective current statutes or court rules in force at the time that the data was collected. In defining the statutory time period of pretrial detention, when possible, the report applied the statutory maximum for pretrial detention based on the time allowed in detention from arrest until a sentence was established. However, varying jurisdictions defined pretrial detention differently or set limits based on alternative procedural milestones. Where the statute did not provide a length of days or it was unclear, the number of days was based on the national law’s definition of pretrial detention. 

Most jurisdictions did not indicate any time limit for children in pretrial detention pending appeals. For the sake of uniformity, only limits based on pretrial detention before the first adjudication were used. State practices are unclear when a case is appealed, and the child is in pretrial detention, such as if the clock is suspended or if the time limit still applies. 






Côte d’Ivoire

	Côte d’Ivoire has a pretrial detention limit based on the violation and age that ranges from six months to eighteen months as a maximum length of pretrial detention. Juveniles can only be detained if absolutely necessary or if all other non-detention options have been exhausted. 

	Statute Citation
	ARTICLE 771 

Le mineur âgé de plus de treize ans ne peut être placé provisoirement dans une maison d'arrêt par le juge des enfants, que si cette mesure paraît indispensable ou encore s'il est impossible de prendre toutes autres dispositions. 

Le juge des enfants ne peut prendre une telle mesure à l'égard d'un mineur de treize ans que par ordonnance motivée, et s'il y a prévention de crime. 

Dans ce cas, le mineur est retenu dans un quartier spécial, à défaut dans un local spécial. 

ARTICLE 801 

S'il est établi qu'un mineur âgé de 16 ans au moins, par sa mauvaise conduite opiniâtre, son indiscipline constante ou son comportement dangereux, rend inopérantes les mesures de protection et de surveillance déjà prises à son égard, le Tribunal pour enfants peut, par décision motivée, le placer jusqu'à un âge qui ne peut excéder 21 ans dans un quartier spécial d'un établissement pénitentiaire en application de l'alinéa 3 de l'article 771. 

ARTICLE 787 

Lorsque l'une des mesures prévues aux articles 783 et 784 ou une condamnation pénale est décidée, le mineur peut, en outre, être placé jusqu'à un âge qui ne peut excéder vingt et un ans sous le régime de la liberté surveillée. 

Le Tribunal pour enfant peut, avant le prononcé au fond, ordonner la mise en liberté surveillée à titre provisoire en vue de statuer après une ou plusieurs périodes d'épreuve dont il fixe la durée.

ARTICLE 789 
(LOI N' 81-640 DU 31/07/1981) 

Si la contravention est établie, le Tribunal peut soit simplement admonester le mineur, soit prononcer la peine d'amende prévue par la loi. Toutefois, les mineurs de treize ans ne peuvent faire l'objet que d'une admonestation. 

Le Tribunal peut s'il estime conforme à l'intérêt du mineur,transmettre le dossier au juge des enfants qui a la faculté de placer le mineur sous le régime de la liberté surveillée.

	Recommended changes to statutory limit according to international law:
	· JJAI recommends that Côte d’Ivoire starts working towards a blanket limit of 30-day maximum for children detained while awaiting trial. 
· The use of extending the time should be more clearly limited. JJAI recommends that pretrial detention should only be allowed to be extended once by a judge for up to 30 more days based upon the procedural needs of the case. It should be defined by the statute the specific possible needs for extending the pretrial detention period. 
· Children who are in detention for the statutory maximum number of days should be placed in supervised release immediately and not re-detained for the same offense.

	Additional Information on the country
	· Detention centers are often overcrowded.
· There are limited juvenile courts, judges, and social workers.
· There is an absence of assistance towards rehavilitation and reintegration of juveniles followwing judicial proceedings.

	Questions for the state party related to child pretrial detention time limits:
	· Data on the average time children actually spend in pretrial detention.
· Data on the number of children who spend longer than the maximum time in pretrial detention.
· Data on duration of pretrial detention as it varies by race, gender, religion or other relevant characteristics.
· Data on efforts to reduce the length of pretrial detention and expedite cases.
· Information on how appeals and other challenges affect duration of pretrial detention.
