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Trainings in the area of Human Rights
/Information by the National Institute of Justice/

1.	In the period December 2013 – 2015, within the project "Increasing the capacity of the judiciary and training on European Convention on Human Rights at the National Institute of Justice", 31 trainings on human rights and the separate provisions of the Convention were conducted. The seminars included trainings for future trainers, centralized and regional workshops, instructions on the criminal, civil and administrative law aspects of the protection of human rights and a Forum for Justice and Human Rights. International experts at the Council of Europe and Bulgarian magistrates participated as speakers. The trainings were attended by a total of 1 005 people (631 judges, 160 prosecutors, 33 investigators, 31 experts from the MoJ, 5 employees of the MoI, 38 judicial assistants, 2 prosecutorial assistants, 6 recordation judges and 100 other experts).
2.	In the period under review, within the current qualification of magistrates, the following trainings in the field of human rights were conducted:
· "Protecting the dignity and human life in terms of human rights", 26-27.02.2013. The training was held with the cooperation of the German Foundation for International Legal Cooperation. 34 judges took part;
· Public lecture by Mr. Alexander Arabadjiev on "The practice of CJEU on the application of the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the EU. Implementation of the Charter in Member States ", 26.03.2013.  63 people participated, including 48 judges, nine prosecutors, two investigators, three experts from the CPD, 1 representative of Sofia University and 1 representative of the Union of Jurists in Bulgaria;
· Specialized training for lawyers in the field of protection of the rights of Roma, 19-20.06.2012. The training was organized in partnership with the Council of Europe and the Centre for training of lawyers and was attended by 17 lawyers;
· "Guarantees of a fair trial in criminal proceedings (Article 6); right to private and family life (Article 8); right to effective domestic remedies (Article 13)", 12-13.06.2012. The event was organized jointly with the Council of Europe and was attended by 40 people, including 19 judges, 18 prosecutors, 1 investigator and 2 inspectors the Inspectorate to the Supreme Judicial Council (SJC);
· "Charter of Fundamental Rights of the EU and EU accession to the ECHR" 30.05-1.06.2012. The training was organized jointly with the German Foundation for International Legal Cooperation, with the participation of 28 people, including 23 judges and five prosecutors;
· Round Table "European standards on recruitment, professional development and disciplinary proceedings in the judiciary. Review of ECtHR case law with an emphasis on the provisions of Article 6 and Article 10", 20.04.2012. The event was organized in partnership with the Council of Europe and was attended by 44 people, of which 20 judges, 16 prosecutors, 6 NGO representatives, one inspector from the Inspectorate to the SJC and one expert from the SJC.
· "Article 9, 10 and 11 of the ECHR. Protocol 4 and 7 to the Convention", 5-6.12.2011. 20 judges, six prosecutors and four investigators took part;
· "Human Rights for judges of the Supreme Court of Cassation and the Supreme Administrative Court and prosecutors from the Supreme Prosecutor's Office of Cassation and the Prosecutors' Offices of Appeals (civil aspects)", 24-25.11.2011. The training was organized jointly with the Council of Europe and 23 people participated, of which 18 judges, 3 prosecutors, one inspector at the Inspectorate to the SJC and one employee of the National Agency for State Security;
· "Article 14 of the ECHR and Protocol 12 to the Convention – a guarantee for protection against discrimination", 7-8.11.2011. 36 people participated, including 21 judges, 6 prosecutors, 4 investigators and 5 employees of the MoI;
· "Article 6 and Article 8 of the ECHR (criminal aspects) of judges from the Supreme Court of Cassation and the Supreme Administrative Court and prosecutors from the Supreme Prosecutor's Office of Cassation and the Prosecutors' Offices of Appeals", 13-14.10.2011. The training was organized jointly with the Council of Europe. 22 judges, seven prosecutors, four experts from the MoJ and three inspectors from the Inspectorate to the SJC took part;
· "Article 8 and Article 5 of Protocol No. 7 to the ECHR – guarantees for the right to private and family life", 26-28.09.2011, 29 judges took part;
· Lecture by Ms. Zdravka Kalaydjieva on "The right to a fair trial within a reasonable time according to the ECtHR case law", 14.07.2011. 50 people participated, including 34 judges, 8 prosecutors, 1 expert from the MoJ and 7 NGO representatives;
· "Article 5 and Article 6 of the ECHR (criminal aspects)", the 18-20.04.2011. 21 judges, 4 prosecutors and two investigators took part;
· "Protection of human rights in the EU", 28-30.03.2011. The training was jointly organized with the German Foundation for International Legal Cooperation. 36 judges participated;
· "Article 6 of the ECHR (civil aspects) – guarantees for a fair trial", 14-16.03.2011, with the participation of 31 judges.

3.	In the period 2011-2015, two specialized trainings were carried out on the national mechanism for compensation of damages caused by justice delay. The trainings were organized in partnership with the Council of Europe and were aimed at experts from the MoJ and inspectors from the Inspectorate to the SJC. 60 people took part, including 18 experts from the MoJ and 42 inspectors from the Inspectorate to the SJCl.
4.	The right to asylum in the EU was subject to discussion in three trainings, between 2013 and 2014. Two of them were organized in partnership with the European Support Office on Asylum and one with the German Foundation for International Legal Cooperation. They were attended by a total of 92 people, of which 63 judges and 29 prosecutors.
5.	Within the program for regional training of courts and prosecutors' offices in Bulgaria, during the period under review, a series of trainings were conducted, aimed at discussing issues concerning the application of the ECHR and the protection of human rights:
· "The practice of the ECHR under Article 2, Article 3, Article 5 and Article 6 of the ECHR. Admissibility of complaints. Judgments against Bulgaria and other Member States", 13.11 and 25-26.11.2015. 58 people participated, including 21 judges and 37 prosecutors;
· "Procedures in the ECHR – the life of the complaint. Article 6 – access to courts and procedural safeguards. The role of the national judge", 27.11.2015, 40 judges took part.
· "Protecting the right to private and family life under the ECHR", 29-30.10.2015, which involved 15 judges, four prosecutors, one investigator and 10 court clerks.
· "Article 5 of the ECHR and the coercive measures under the Penal Code. Current problems", 16.10.2015. 15 judges, nine prosecutors, two legal assistants and two prosecutorial assistants participated.
· "The applicability of Article 5 and Article 6 of the ECHR to pre-trial proceedings and the relevant ECHR case law", 27-28.11.2014. 15 prosecutors, one investigator, six employees of the MoI and 3 prosecutorial assistants took part.
· "Article 1 of Protocol 1 to the ECHR", 21.11.2014, with the participation of 39 judges.

6.	In the period 2011-2015, four remote training sessions in relation to human rights were held. Two of them were organized within the project "Increasing the capacity of the judiciary and training on the ECHR in the National Institute of Justice": "Family law and human rights." They were attended by 29 people, of which 20 judges, two prosecutors, three judicial assistants, one state judicial executor and three court officials. The other two distance learning courses were organised under the project "Piloting of remote training course on Antidiscrimination" within the Council of Europe’s Training in Human Rights for Lawyers. 57 people took part, including 44 judges, 12 judicial assistants and one assistant prosecutor.
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
