3. How does the French State intend to remedy the inequalities in treatment that currently exist between people with disabilities: 

a. According to the age at which the disability occurs (under or over 60 years of age)?

b. According to their place of residence (especially overseas)?

Equality and non-discrimination (art. 5)

4. What measures does the French State intend to adopt to amend the definition of discrimination in legislation in order to:

a. Recognise and render effective the obligation of reasonable accommodation in all areas?

b. Take into account the different forms of discrimination faced by people with disabilities (i.e. discrimination by association, multiple discrimination and intersectionality)?




Women with disabilities (art. 6)

5. What measures has the French State taken to guarantee the effectiveness of the rights of women and girls with disabilities in all areas and to fight against the intersectional gender discrimination that they are facing?

6. What concrete actions have been planned in favour of women with disabilities as part of the 5th Plan to combat violence against women (2017-2019)?

Children with disabilities (art. 7)

7. Indicate, by providing data disaggregated by age group and type of disability: 

a. The number of children with disabilities in France; 

b. The number of children with disabilities in institutions or medico-social services in France and those in Belgium.

8. What concrete measures have been taken for children with autism since the launch in 2018 of the new National Strategy for Autism as part of Neurodevelopmental Disorders (NDD) 2018-2022?

9. How is the specific situation of children with disabilities taken into account:

a. As part of the national child protection strategy launched in 2019?

b. In action plans to combat abuse and bullying on school grounds? 

Awareness-raising (art. 8)

10. What actions has the French State taken to raise awareness of the situation of disabled people and to fight against negative representations of disability, in particular mental and psychic disabilities?

11. Recognising that accessibility is an essential prerequisite for the effective enjoyment of rights for persons with disabilities, indicate: 

a. The measures taken by the French State to guarantee an accessible environment to all  disabled people, in particular concerning: buildings and installations open to the public, roads, transport, residential buildings, housing, workplaces?

b. Measures taken to ensure the accessibility of information and communication systems and technologies for people with disabilities, in particular the access of public and private websites?

Equal recognition before the law (art.12)

14. What measures does the French State intend to take to guarantee full and effective recognition of all the fundamental rights recognised by the Convention for persons with disabilities placed under protection, as has recently been adopted with regard to the right to vote and the right to marry?

15. What measures does the French State plan to take to gradually implement a system of accompanied decision-making instead of a system of alternative decision-making for adults placed under protection?  


Access to justice (art. 13)

16. What measures has the French State adopted to ensure effective access to justice for disabled users and legal professionals, regardless of disability, in particular:

a. The accessibility of the courts and other places concerned (police stations, places of detention, etc.)?

b. Procedural arrangements necessary to respect the principle of the adversarial nature of the procedure and the rights of the defence?

17. What training is being provided for legal professionals and personnel involved in the administration of justice to raise their awareness of disability and train them to the rights enshrined in the Convention?

Liberty and security of person (art. 14)

18. What concrete measures does the French State intend to adopt in order to bring the conditions of detention and involuntary placement of persons with disabilities, in particular persons with mental disabilities, into line with the guarantees provided for in international human rights law?

19. What measures is the French State implementing to prohibit, prevent and condemn all forms of inhuman or degrading treatment of persons with disabilities (police interventions, lack of adequate care for persons in detention, packing practices, etc.)?

Freedom from exploitation, violence and abuse (art. 16)

20. What preventive, tracking, control and sanction measures are in place to fight against ill-treatment of people with disabilities?

Protecting the integrity of the person (art. 17)

21. What measures does the French State intend to take to ensure that consent to medical acts by disabled persons placed under protective supervision is sought efficiently, in order to protect them against any forced medical intervention (sterilisation, termination of pregnancy, etc.)?

Liberty of movement and nationality (art. 18)

22. How does the French State intend to remedy the multiple indirect discrimination suffered by people with disabilities in accessing French nationality (conditions of resources, integration procedures, naturalisation, etc.)?

Living independently and being included in the community (art. 19)

23. What measures are being taken by the French State to respond, in an effective and appropriate manner, to the real needs of disabled persons for compensation, whatever their disability, age, choice or lifestyle is, and to remedy the significant remaining costs, in particular as regards the acquisition of technical aids?

28. What measures has the French State taken to ensure respect for the privacy of persons admitted to medical and social institutions, in particular with regard to the effective implementation of the controls exercised by the supervisory authorities in this area?

34. What measures are being taken to ensure that students with disabilities are given due consideration for their specific needs, and in particular their support needs during their higher education?

What measures is the French State implementing to guarantee access for people with disabilities to routine care and to remedy the difficulties linked to the inaccessibility of care facilities, the lack of adequate resources (equipment, reception and information time, training of professionals, etc.) and the lack of seeking care due, in particular, to the existence of significant remaining costs?

36. Measures taken to ensure that persons with disabilities admitted to medical and social institutions or prisons have access to health care that meets their specific needs?


Habilitation and rehabilitation (art. 26)

37. How does the French State intend to intervene to enable establishments and services providing assistance through work (ESAT) to reconcile their primary vocation of medical and social support for disabled workers with the structural, economic and budgetary constraints weighing on them? 

Work and Employment (art. 27)

38. What overall strategy does the French State intend to implement to promote the employment of disabled people, in all sectors, beyond the obligation to employ disabled workers and, to this end, how does it intend to combat discrimination against people with disabilities, employers' reluctance to provide reasonable accommodation and prejudices about the skills of people with disabilities?

Adequate standard of living and social protection (art. 28)

39. What measures does the French State intend to take to combat the precariousness of some disabled persons due to insufficient income allocations and low levels of compensation benefits?
