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Thank you very much, Chair. 
On behalf of the Committee, my co-rapporteur and indeed on my own behalf, I would like to thank the Republic of Korea delegation for the candid and open dialogue with the Committee. We commend the State for the determination to work towards the achievement of implementation of the CRPD. However, there is the need to fast track the implementation of the Convention, particularly in ensuring the alignment of the national legislations with the Convention to reflect the human rights model of disabilities. We also call on the state to review the Roadmap for Independent Living Support to be in line with the CRPD without delay and in coordination with organizations of persons with disabilities, adopt a strategic deinstitutionalization plan aimed at closing all disability-specific residential institutions including group homes. 
We would also like to highlight the need for the State to facilitate the meaningful implementation of the inclusive education policy and redirect adequate resources to a nationwide inclusive education system for all students. 
Additionally, there is the need for the State to strengthen consultation with and the effective and meaningful participation of organizations of persons with disabilities, including those that represent women, children, persons with intellectual and psychosocial disabilities, in the implementation and monitoring processes. The National Human Rights Commission of Korea’s capacity also needs to be strengthened, well-resourced and by guaranteeing its independence, so that it can fulfil its mandate effectively. 
We are sure that with the goodwill expressed by Mr. Yeom, Min Seob, the State will proactively ensure implementation of our recommendations in the Concluding Observations you will eventually receive.
