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The new Article 135a of the KZ-1, which criminalises torture and any other form of cruel treatment:

"Torture
Article 135a

(1) Anyone who intentionally causes severe pain or suffering to another person, either physical or mental, in order to obtain information or a confession from them or a third person, to punish them for an act committed by them or a third person, or an act suspected as having been committed by them or a third person, to intimidate them or put them under pressure or intimidate a third person or put such person under pressure or any other reason which is based on any form of violation of equality, shall be sentenced to between one and ten years in prison.
(2) If the pain or suffering referred to in paragraph one of this Article is caused or inflicted by an official or any other person with official status or powers, or on their initiative or with their expressed or tacit consent, they shall be sentenced to between three and twelve years in prison."

Annex 3

1. Campaigns carried out by the Ministry of Labour, Family, Social Affairs and Gender Equality:

-	The project Vesna - živeti življenje brez nasilja (Vesna - to live a life free of violence) was a targeted two-year national campaign which highlighted the issue of violence against women, focusing on raising the awareness of women who have experienced violence (and potential victims) and of the wider public.  An important aim of the project was to provide information on the types and availability of assistance. The main project activities were: extensive media awareness-raising campaign (TV advert, teaser, poster, etc.), three expert consultations, photographic exhibition, activities to raise the awareness of young people - FB, leaflets, awareness-raising campaigns featuring well-known personalities, promotional material, etc. The project was co-financed by the EU as a part of the PROGRESS programme. Project partners were: the Ministry of the Interior - the Police, Ministry of Justice and Ministry of Health.
-	In 2016, a media campaign took place to raise awareness and inform about the issue of domestic violence, focusing on violence against children (2016);
-	Funds were provided for the printing of 20,000 copies of the translated brochure Kiko in roka (Kiko and the Hand) of the Council of Europe, which raises the awareness of children and their parents about the issue of sexual abuse and "the underwear rule". The brochure is intended for children in kindergartens and lower grades of primary school (1st cycle);
-	The project Zavestno starševstvo - moč in pomoč (Conscious parenting - power and help) in cooperation with the Slovenian Association of Friends of Youth. Zavestno starševstvo is a project aimed to help parents, teaching them how to control and restrict their emotions that can lead to violence.

2. Training courses carried out by Judicial Training Centre: 

In the 2011–2017 period, the Judicial Training Centre organised the following training courses in the field of domestic violence:

The workshop presents the basics of the procedure of protecting a child who has been a victim or a crime witness. The roles of various professionals are presented when a child is involved, as well as international standards and protocols for preparing a child for a hearing and a forensic interview. Three workshops were held in cooperation with Unicef ​​Slovenia.
· 16th Consultation – On Behalf of the Child 
· Special preparatory seminar for clinical psychologists – a seminar for expert witnesses.

3. Detailed list of various trainings carried out on the area of combating human trafficking: 

In 2015 and 2016, the Organised Crime Division of the Criminal Police Directorate provided training for criminal investigators from regional criminal police divisions (hereinafter: CPD), who investigate crimes of human trafficking. The topic of the training course was the ​​identification and implementation of procedures with victims of human trafficking. The training course was attended by 36 criminal investigators in 2015, 42 in 2016, 53 in 2017 and 49 in 2018 from all regional CPDs and the General Police Directorate. The representatives of the Specialised State Prosecutor’s Office, the Ljubljana District Court, the Labour Inspectorate of the Republic of Slovenia and non-governmental organisations also participated in the course. 
The Criminal Police Directorate at the General Police Directorate, in cooperation with the Police Academy, held basic training on human trafficking and how to recognise the indicators of various forms of human trafficking for candidates for state border police officers. The training course was attended by 144 candidates for state border police officers in 2015, 121 in 2016, 54 in 2017 and 70 in 2018. Furthermore, candidates took part in basic training for criminal police officers. 
The Criminal Police Directorate at the General Police Directorate, in cooperation with an NGO, held one-day training for criminal investigators and police officers on how to deal with victims of human trafficking. In 2016, the training course was attended by 47 criminal investigators and police officers from all eight police directorates.
State prosecutors at the Specialised State Prosecutor’s Office attended training courses on human trafficking held abroad as well as the courses organised by the Police and the Slovenian Financial Administration (FURS). They actively participated with their own presentations and experience. 
On 9–10 May 2016, a School of European Law was organised in Portorož by the Judicial Training Centre. It included a section on human trafficking, in which the national coordinator for combat against human trafficking gave a presentation entitled "A critical view of the problem of human trafficking in Slovenia taking into account international recommendations and EU legislation". The section was attended by 40 judges and prosecutors. 
On 31 May 2018, a lecture on the forms of human trafficking was held for investigating judges in the context of a seminar, which was attended by 53 persons. Regular annual training for judges was held on 17 October 2018 and 23 November 2018. Within the topic "Trafficking in human beings – visibility of the phenomenon in society", the national coordinator presented to the participants measures to ensure access to compensation for victims of human trafficking and informed them of GRETA’s recommendations in this regard. The first training course was attended by 132 persons and the second by 145 persons.
Each year, the Labour Inspectorate organises professional training for all labour inspectors on combating human trafficking. In addition to the national coordinator for combating human trafficking, representatives of the Specialised State Prosecutor’s Office and the Police participated in carrying out the training course, which was primarily focused on forms of human trafficking and recognising the signs thereof. 
Each year, the Financial Administration of the Republic of Slovenia (FURS) also provides professional training for employees of mobile departments, inspectors and FURS staff on combating human trafficking. The national coordinator and representatives of the Police, the Specialised State Prosecutor's Office and non-governmental organisations participated in the organisation of training.
Within the Programme for Exercising the Public Powers of the Social Chamber financed by the MDDSZ, the Social Chamber of the Republic of Slovenia holds annual training on work with migrants and victims of human trafficking for SWC professionals and assistants. In 2017, two training courses were held: the first seminar was held in May and was attended by 32 SWC professionals and assistants, and the seminar in December was attended by 34 participants. The seminar was also held in 2018. 
The course on raising the awareness and training of staff of administrative units to promote early detection and prevention of human trafficking was held for the first time in 2018. In total, the course was attended by 181 public employees from administrative units performing work and tasks involving the issuing of residence permits to foreign nationals of third countries and the heads of administrative units who are members of the internal affairs and transport working group. 

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs regularly performs activities to raise awareness and educate consular staff (regular annual and regional consular consultations, preparations for consular service at diplomatic missions and consular posts) and diplomats prior to leaving for service abroad on the forms of human trafficking.

Under the contract on co-financing the project "Providing Assistance to Victims of Human Trafficking – Crisis Accommodation" in 2016 and 2017, Caritas Slovenia held a three-hour training session for the statutory representatives of unaccompanied minors entitled "Trafficking in Human Beings – Assistance and Protection of Victims". The training was attended by 28 statutory representatives in 2016 and 13 in 2017.

The annual trend in the total number of prisoners shows that the average number of persons in prison or on remand in 2014–2017 decreased: 1,511 (2014); 1,463 (2015); 1,377 (2016); 1,348 (2017). During the whole of 2018, on average 1,353 people were in prison daily, which is 0.4% or 5 more than in 2017. 
Regarding alternative forms of imprisonment, the figures are as follows: on average, 48.6 persons were imprisoned for the weekend (weekend jail) and 4.9 persons were under house arrest (data for 2018). In 2018, 53 newly convicted persons or 108 convicted persons were in jail for the weekend. As many as 55 convicted persons were serving a weekend jail sentence as at 1 January 2018 and 50 convicted persons as at 31 December 2018.The competent court modified the prison sentence to house arrest for 25 convicted persons and to community service for 14 convicted persons. 
The Probation Administration started operating on 1 January 2018, while its operative function (probation units) began on 1 April 2018. The Prison Administration took over 488 cases (most of which were criminal cases where the prison sentence was substituted for community service, suspended sentence with custodial supervision and conditional release with custodial supervision) from the social work centres, which were in charge of enforcing alternative sentences before the establishment of the Prison Administration. Between 1 April and 31 December 2018 (8 months), the Prison Administration received an additional 1,638 cases; as at the year-end, there were 2,126 cases pending,  of which 63% were criminal cases and 37% were minor offence cases. In 2017, the situation at social work centres was different, with 57% of minor offence cases and 43% of criminal cases pending. The Prison Administration saw an upward trend throughout 2018. The fact that the use of alternative sentences is increasing is also confirmed by the data that at the end of 2018 the Prison Administration recorded a 110% increase in the number of convicted persons released on parole with custodial supervision compared with 2017. In practice, this means that probation helps disburden the prison system. The average workload of probation employees was 78.1 cases per probation counsellor. 
The highest number of tasks of the Prison Administration involved enforcement of community sentences (75.7% – as a substitute for imprisonment and instead of paying a fine in a minor offence proceeding – the proportion between them was 37.6% as a substitute for imprisonment and 38.1% as a substitute for a fine), followed by suspended sentence with custodial supervision (11%) and other probation tasks. 
Prosecutors have a number of options available to conclude a case without lengthy criminal proceedings, with the consent of the injured party, provided the perpetrator performs the agreed community service or similar work (such alternatives are deferred prosecution and settlement, in particular). According to the 2017 Joint Annual Report on the Work of State Prosecutor's Offices, the courts delivered 7,814 judgements, including 6,796 convictions (86%), with suspended sentences issued in 71% of cases. In 2017, an alternative for prosecution was used for 3,969 suspects, based on which criminal complaints for 2,295 suspects were dismissed. Deferred prosecution was used for 2,845 suspects; prosecution was deferred for 1,670 suspects, while 1,247 suspects filled out the application filed by a state prosecutor. Settlement proceedings began in 815 cases; settlement was reached in 497 cases and completed in 264 cases. 

The average number of prisoners has decreased in recent years (956), whereas the average number of remand prisoners has increased (317.8).

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In another proceeding, the Constitutional Court of the Republic of Slovenia annulled the partial dismissal of the Pibernik family's claims by the regular courts (the key issue was the unlawfulness of police conduct), remitting them for retrial, stating: "In civil proceedings for compensation, the burden was on the State to prove that its agents had acted in accordance with the fundamental constitutional and convention requirements. If the State fails to substantiate its claims of lawful and due care in the circumstances of an individual case, this is a sufficient ground for a decision on unlawfulness as one of the conditions for the State's liability for damage.
The reasoning of the challenged judgments does not contain specific findings and an assessment of the circumstances of an internal investigation, which would lead to the conclusion that the police officers acted in accordance with the principle of using the minimum necessary force and that they planned and supervised the execution of the ordered investigative act with due care to avoid putting the life and health of the individuals concerned at risk. Therefore, the position of the courts according to which the applicants failed to prove the unlawfulness of the police officers' conduct is unacceptable in view of the right to compensation (Article 26 of the constitution)."
