


CORPORACIÓN OPCIÓN is a Chilean non-profit organization founded in 1990 that works to promote, protect and support the restoration of children and adolescents' rights. We are an accredited state partner organization and have held Special Consultative Status with the UN since 2004. OPCION provides direct assistance in the area of reparation to children and adolescents who have experienced violence, mistreatment, sexual abuse, child sexual exploitation, abandonment and child labour, as well as to adolescents who have broken the law and are in socio-educational programmes for social reintegration. OPCIÓN has developed innovative psychosocial intervention methodologies for children and adolescents based on human rights approach, enabling them to improve their quality of life.

ENFORCEABILITY OF THE RIGHTS CONTAINED IN THE COVENANT.
1. In Chile, social, economic and cultural rights are often considered unprotected, particularly for children and adolescents. In fact, they remain invisible. Article 5 of the Constitution has failed to clearly establish the legal status of international human rights treaties, generating controversy over their normative hierarchy and impacting the guarantee of internationally recognised rights for children and adolescents.

Recommendation to the State of Chile:
· The State of Chile is urged to establish adequate mechanisms for recognising and enforcing the rights of children and adolescents. These mechanisms should enable affected groups to demand the fulfilment of these rights, thus promoting their collective realisation and substantive equality, beyond the mere provision of minimums guaranteed by the State.
NON-DISCRIMINATION, ARTICLE 2.2.
Effectiveness of rights.
2. In 2024, more than 159,000 children and adolescents were reported as victims of crime, almost 40,000 of whom were victims of sexual offences (1). However, only 0.7% of complaints resulted in convictions, with most being resolved through non-judicial means (2) (3). The Video-Recorded Interviews Act, which has been in force since 2022, was not applied in 61% of cases, increasing the risk of re-victimization.

3. The System of Guarantees and Comprehensive Protection of the Rights of Children and Adolescents, as well as the Local Offices for Children, which were both created in 2022, are poorly implemented (4), and there is still confusion about the role of rights guarantors in the intersectoral area (5).

4. The Children's Ombudsman cannot represent children and adolescents directly in court, except in high-impact cases (6). This hinders the specialized defense of their rights. It also lacks the power to influence legislative and executive decisions that affect children and young people, despite being a specialist children's agency.

Recommendations to the State of Chile:
· Urgently implement coordinated measures to prevent sexual violence against children and adolescents, train investigative teams and adapt judicial procedures to prevent revictimización.
· Accelerate the implementation of the Comprehensive Guarantees and Protection System, ensuring regional teams have the technical capabilities and adequate resources to address rights violations at an early stage.
· Effective coordination must be established between co-guarantor agencies to ensure accessible, timely and high-quality responses to rights violations.
· The mandate of the Children's Ombudsman should be strengthened by granting it the power to represent children and adolescents directly in court and influence legislative and executive decisions affecting their rights. The necessary resources must be provided to enable it.

Discrimination in schools based on gender identity.
5. 5. A study conducted by the Superintendency of Education showed that between 2022 and 2024, structural discrimination against trans, non-binary and gender non-conforming students was sustained, with the issue concentrated in Years 7 and 8 and at high school level. This discrimination takes the form of symbolic, social and physical violence, producing and reproducing social exclusion and discrimination in schools. 75.7% of those affected are registered as female (trans masculine individuals). In 71.4% of reports, more than one perpetrator of violence is involved, including classmates engaging in psychological and physical violence, and administrators, teachers, and other adults denying the social name and failing to take protective measures. Institutional violence also manifests itself in restrictions on bathroom use and a lack of collaboration with external support networks (7).

Recommendations to the State of Chile:
· Update School Coexistence protocols within the framework of educational policies and ensure their effective implementation through monitoring mechanisms and specialized training for management teams and teachers, particularly with regard to addressing prejudice and discrimination against transgender children.
· Require the effective implementation of protocols to prevent discrimination in educational establishments, holding teachers, administrators and other responsible adults particularly accountable.
· Provide mandatory training for educational communities on inclusion, diversity and school coexistence using practical tools and a rights-based approach.

Discrimination based on international migration status.
6. In 2024, 313,539 migrant children and young people aged 0–19 were living in Chile (8), the majority of whom were Venezuelan (35.5% in 2021) (9). It is difficult to estimate the number of children and adolescents in an irregular migratory situation as they are not the focus of data collection. Nevertheless, it is estimated that, as of 2023, 143,047 children and adolescents were enrolled in the school system without a RUT (tax identification number), according to the Ministry of Education's records (8).  Few are expected to regularize their situation given the complexity of the process, which poses a risk to their rights. The number of refugee applications from children and adolescents has averaged nearly 500 per year between 2017 and 2023 (10).

7. It is estimated that around 1,500 children and adolescents in the context of international migration are registered as “children of foreign parents in transit”, which is in clear contravention of national regulations that aim to prevent statelessness and protect their rights, including the right to identity. There have also been issues identified regarding coordination between public agencies, delays in regularization processes for undocumented children and adolescents, and the use of different provisional identifiers depending on the system (health, education or social registry). This hinders their access to social services and benefits (12).

8. Although the Migration Law provides for a temporary (13) and free humanitarian permit for migrant children and adolescents, barriers to access (14)and to exercising rights in court, such as due process, adequate information and the right to be heard, persist despite the provisions of the Guarantees Law (17).

9. Since 2022, at least 28 bills have been introduced that seek to limit migrant children and adolescents' access to basic rights, such as education (15) and social benefits (16), making them conditional on immigration status. These proposals contradict the Guarantees Law (17), the Migration Law (13), and the Convention on the Rights of the Child, implying a risk of regression in the protection of their rights.

Recommendations to the State of Chile:
· Establish mechanisms for generating official data on migrant children and adolescents, explicitly incorporating them into public information collection systems.
· Implement clear, accessible and multilingual communication strategies to adequately inform children and adolescents about immigration procedures and their rights, such as access to healthcare and education.
· Ensure this information is effectively disseminated to guarantee the safe implementation of procedures and promote the integration of migrant children and adolescents into communities.
· The State should be required to translate the rights-based approach declared in the Law on Guarantees and in ratified and recognized international instruments into effective action to ensure the real and effective special protection of all children and adolescents living in the country, regardless of their nationality.

Discrimination in terms of access to justice, effective remedies and due process, particularly affecting children and adolescents, especially those in State care.
10. Children and adolescents involved in legal proceedings often experience unnecessary delays due to legal and administrative non-compliance, which hinders the resolution of their protection cases. Furthermore, their accounts are often dismissed and they are required to provide evidence contradicting the principle of sound judgement stipulated in Law No. 19,968 (18).

11. Data from 2022 indicates that almost 35,000 children and adolescents with ongoing legal cases did not have a guardian ad litem due to a lack of public provision (19). The high demand is not being adequately addressed, which affects the timeliness and quality of the response. For example, there is often a lack of prior contact between the child or adolescent and their lawyer, and coordination with the teams involved is lacking.

12. The biannual monitoring of the rights of children and adolescents in state care in residential centers or detention facilities, carried out by the Supreme Court under a legal mandate, is based on an internal document rather than the law (20). The resulting reports are released late and have little impact on the relevant agencies. The reports highlight serious mental health problems among adolescents in temporary detention centers and cases of sexual exploitation in state residential centers, some of them are administered directly by the state. Furthermore, decisions on institutionalization often fail to consult children and adolescents, thereby violating their right to participation and due process.

Recommendations to the State of Chile:
· Strengthen the judicial system in cases involving children by establishing mechanisms that prevent unjustified delays and ensure respect for the principle of sound criticism when assessing children's accounts.
· Expand the public supply of ad litem guardians to guarantee timely, specialized representation, and ensure prior contact between lawyers, children and adolescents, as well as with the teams involved.
· The Supreme Court's mandate to monitor children and adolescents in state care should be formalized by law, ensuring the timely dissemination of reports and their binding value.
· Guarantee children and adolescents' right to participate in decisions regarding institutionalization.
GENDER EQUALITY, ARTICLE 3.
13. Girls are more likely to experience digital violence than boys (21). In the 2023 Virtual Consultation on Digital Violence, 88% of children and adolescents were considered highly exposed. Of those, 36% had experienced digital violence, but only 17% had reported it to the police and 21% had used other mechanisms, such as school. The main reasons for not reporting were not knowing where to report it (28%) and the difficulty of the reporting process (27%) (22). The Law on Guarantees and the Belém do Pará Convention provide a comprehensive framework for protection against all types of violence, including digital violence (23).

Recommendation to the State of Chile:
· Urgently develop and implement campaigns and programmes to prevent digital violence, especially against girls and women. Strengthen care and protection strategies aimed at parents, caregivers, and educational teams.

PROTECTION OF THE FAMILY, MOTHERS, AND CHILDREN, ARTICLE 10.
The family should be given the widest possible protection and assistance (Article 10.1).
14. Since 2017, Chile has experienced an increase in violence against children and adolescents at the hands of their caregivers (24). According to the Second Polyvictimisation Survey (2023), 39% of respondents reported having experienced abuse at the hands of their caregivers, up from 35% in 2017. Additionally, girls report higher levels of victimisation than boys (25). In 2019, JUNJI reported 1,033 cases of domestic violence against children and adolescents, a figure that dropped to 465 in 2020 due to the closure of kindergartens during the pandemic reducing the number of reports. Between January and June 2020, the rate was 113 per 100,000 (26). In 2024, the Public Prosecutor's Office registered 22,740 children and adolescents as victims of domestic violence, 12,818 of whom were girls (27). Physical and psychological punishment remains a widespread practice in Chile, affecting all socioeconomic groups (28), and is reinforced by gender norms that particularly impact girls (29).

Recommendation to the State of Chile:
· Design and implement measures and actions to raise awareness of, and prevent, violence against children and adolescents in their immediate environments, especially within the family, adopting a territorial approach.
Protection for mothers after childbirth (Article 10.2).
Mothers deprived of liberty.
15. Of the women deprived of liberty, 99% have at least one child. As of June 2023, 42 pregnant women and 100 children were living with their mothers in prison (31). The mother-and-child sections are highly occupied, especially by foreign women. There is insufficient custodial and health personnel, and the sanitary conditions are poor, which does not guarantee the protection of the lives and integrity of women and their children (32).

Recommendation to the State of Chile:
· Guarantee decent and safe conditions in the mother-and-child sections of prisons by strengthening custody and health personnel, and ensuring adequate resources to protect the lives, health and integrity of all women deprived of liberty and their children.

Protection and assistance for children and adolescents against economic and social exploitation (Article 10.3).
Child sexual exploitation (ESNNA)
16. Of the 2,184 cases registered by the Public Prosecutor's Office between 2022 and 2023, 86% involved girls and adolescent women, with 64% of cases relating to girls aged 14–17 and 14% relating to boys and adolescent men (33). Despite the increase in reports of CSEC crimes in recent years, which are considered to be one of the worst forms of child labour, only 2% of investigations initiated between 2020 and 2021 resulted in a final judgement. The main cause of termination was provisional closure (34).

17. Specialized Protection Service residences remain unsafe, with 298 reports of child sexual exploitation in 2023. Of these, 91.4% involved girls aged 14–17 in 15 of the country's 16 regions (34). Between 2021 and 2023, cases of digital child sexual exploitation in service programmes increased by 201% (36). As early as 2021, an investigative commission warned of the systematic absence of the state in the face of these rights violations.

18. The IV Framework for Action against SEC has not been continued, but its challenges have been incorporated into the National Action Plan for Children and Adolescents 2018-2025. The follow-up report on actions shows little progress, for example, in optimizing police response, updating protocols in educational establishments, and streamlining qualitative and quantitative research on SEC. Of the 20 stipulated actions, only 1 is reported as completed, 6 as uninitiated, and 11 are under implementation (35).

Recommendations to the State of Chile:
· Strengthen the criminal prosecution of crimes involving the sexual exploitation of children, ensuring effective investigations and convictions.
· Develop comprehensive systems for the detection, prevention, care and redress of child and adolescent victims.
· Prioritise access to justice as a state response to rights violations.
· Ensure the effective implementation of the National Action Plan for Children and Adolescents 2018–2025, renewing the commitments of the IV Framework for Action against ESNNA, with a particular focus on actions that have not yet been initiated and accelerating the implementation of existing ones, including civil society in the follow-up process.
· Strengthen the specialization and capacities of protection system agents, including residential operators, the police, and the judiciary, through ongoing training and sustained technical support.
· Advance deinstitutionalization and family strengthening strategies, prioritizing outpatient work with nuclear, extended and foster families, while improving the quality of residential care as a last resort.

Child labour.
19. Human trafficking is one of the worst forms of child labour and remains invisible in Chile due to a lack of records and insufficient training for border police (37). Between 2011 and 2022, 347 victims were identified, with only 63 formal charges and 27 convictions. Of these, 33 were children and adolescents — 30 girls and three boys — aged five and over, in cases of labour trafficking and sexual exploitation. Despite the presence of migrant children and adolescents in the country, trafficking for sexual purposes continues to be underestimated (38) (39) (40).

20. 15.5% of children and adolescents in Chile are engaged in child labour, with 20.1% in the 9–14 age group. 62.1% of them belong to the 40% of households with the lowest incomes. There are no gender differences in this indicator. The rate of child labour below the minimum age or in hazardous conditions is 5.4%, with gender disparities: 6.6% for boys and 4.2% for girls. These differences persist in both rural and urban contexts, and are more prevalent among the 9-14 and 15-17 age groups. A marked socioeconomic gap also exists: 7.7% in the first income quintile and 1.6% in the fifth (41).

21. Since 2003, the gender gap in invisible domestic work among children and adolescents has remained unchanged. Girls continue to devote 21 hours or more per week to such work, in greater proportion than boys. 11.2% of children and adolescents perform unpaid and dangerous domestic and care work, with a higher prevalence among girls in both urban and rural areas. This issue affects all socioeconomic strata, with the highest concentration in the first two income quintiles, accounting for 58.7% of cases and 62.1% of the total (41) (42) (43).

Recommendations to the State of Chile:
· Implement comprehensive actions for the detection, awareness and prevention of migrant smuggling and human trafficking, including recording official data and providing public officials with training to improve their skills in the area of child sexual exploitation.
· Establish official data recording systems for accompanied and unaccompanied children and adolescents entering the country, in order to prevent them becoming victims of criminal networks involved in these crimes.
· The State should be required to incorporate new evidence on child labour into the design and implementation of its public policies, ensuring the establishment of specific monitoring and prevention mechanisms, especially in domestic child labour and dangerous labour in productive sectors, with a gender focus.

Recruitment of children and adolescents into illegal activities, crime and organized crime, and their subsequent social reintegration.
22. Despite being one of the worst forms of child labour according to the ILO, the recruitment of children and adolescents for illegal activities is barely visible as such. While there are legal provisions that address the criminal aspects, these do not address the violation of rights, which limits the state's response. In 2023, 38 children and adolescents were killed with firearms (44), and between 2016 and 2020, 167 adolescents (72.2% male) were arrested for drug trafficking under the umbrella of criminal organizations (45). There are no official data or updated records (41) (43).

Recommendations to the State of Chile:
· Provide local government institutions with greater operational resources and funding to improve security in neighbourhoods and surrounding areas, particularly in places where children and adolescents are most vulnerable.
· Design participatory policies aimed at preventing crimes against children and adolescents, taking into account the characteristics of each community and territory.
· Create comprehensive support mechanisms that include legal assistance, support for prosecuting crimes, and protection and compensation for families and communities affected by territorial violence, particularly in cases involving the murder of children and adolescents.
· Keep official records of children and adolescents linked to criminal gangs and train justice officials to recognise this situation as one of the worst forms of child labour. The aim is to destigmatise this situation and promote the social reintegration of those affected, as well as establishing comprehensive mechanisms that include community awareness and prevention.
ADEQUATE STANDARD OF LIVING FOR CHILDREN, ADOLESCENTS AND THEIR FAMILIES, ARTICLE 11.
23. The principle of intersectorality in the Guarantees Law has not yet been fully implemented at local and regional levels. This prevents a comprehensive response to the needs of children and adolescents in areas such as education, health and housing. A participatory study conducted by OPCION in the northern region of Tarapacá reveals that, while schools and health clinics are considered safe spaces, they are often located far from people's homes and are difficult to access. Furthermore, the immediate surroundings lack basic services, security and recreational spaces (46).

24. Critical gaps persist in children's access to rights, particularly with regard to mental health, as regions lack specialized facilities, and in education. The Safe Classroom Law (48) permits expulsions if a child's behaviour threatens the harmony of the school community, which can lead to stigmatization and discrimination. Children and adolescents from rural and urban areas of O'Higgins reported this in participatory workshops held by OPCION in 2023 (29).

25. The severity of child poverty in Chile varies according to social group, age and macrozone. It is most severe in the north (29). A study by OPCIÓN in the Tarapacá region showed that 5% of children and adolescents treated in Iquique live in informal settlements. In Alto Hospicio, many households lack piped drinking water and have informal electricity connections. 25% of children and adolescents in the region live in areas without connectivity, safe infrastructure or access to educational services (46).

26. In Chile, 20% of children and adolescents live in households experiencing mild food insecurity. The situation is more serious among migrant children and adolescents (29% experience moderate or severe food insecurity), indigenous peoples (20%), and in urban areas (17%, compared to 14% in rural areas). The regions of Tarapacá and Antofagasta have the highest levels in the country. In 2024, one in four children and adolescents in public and subsidised schools in Chile was overweight, with 23% being obese. Despite public policies and food labelling, these indicators have not improved, suggesting that the underlying structural factors persist, such as a lack of green spaces, neighbourhood insecurity, limited opportunities for physical activity and economic vulnerability (29).

27. The affordability or adequacy of housing (according to the United Nations) affects 43% of migrant children, compared to 14% of Chilean children. More than half of those living in extreme poverty spend over 30% of their income on housing; among those not living in extreme poverty, this figure is 35%. This issue is particularly prevalent in urban areas, especially in the Metropolitan Region and Tarapacá, where 22% of children and adolescents reside in households with unaffordable housing (29).

28. Between 2019 and 2024, the number of informal settlements increased from 802 to 1,432. Between 2019 and 2022, the number of children and adolescents living in these settlements grew by 45%. As of March 2022, 32% of camp residents were children and adolescents (16% boys and 15.8% girls). They live in unsanitary conditions: two-thirds of households are connected to electricity illegally, 41% do not have access to clean drinking water, and 61% lack sewage systems. (49).

29. Although the Ministry of Housing plans to provide 260,000 housing solutions by 2025, forced evictions from substandard camps continue, violating children's rights. Law No. 21,450 and housing policy fail to incorporate a child rights approach; the 'Building Neighborhoods' programme has limited reach; and the right to housing is not clearly defined in urban planning, which excludes children in camps (50).

Recommendations to the State of Chile:
· Incorporate a child rights approach into housing policy, ensuring that children and adolescents are explicitly considered in the design, implementation and monitoring of urban planning.
· Adopt measures to ensure that all forced evictions carried out by the state in informal settlements comply with international standards for the protection of children.
· Improve access to basic services and education in marginalized areas, prioritizing public investment in places where children and adolescents are living in precarious conditions.
· Designate specific policies to combat child food insecurity with an intercultural and territorial approach that addresses the critical situation of migrant children and adolescents, indigenous peoples, and those in highly vulnerable urban and rural contexts.
· Design and implement intersectoral policies that address the structural causes of excessive malnutrition, such as improving the urban environment, ensuring safe access to spaces for physical activity, and reducing the economic vulnerability of families.

RIGHT TO ENJOY THE HIGHEST POSSIBLE LEVEL OF PHYSICAL AND MENTAL HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENTAL HYGIENE, ARTICLE 12.
Physical and mental health.
30. The poor well-being of children and adolescents in Chile is due to the difficulties they face in exercising their rights (52). In 2024, four out of ten adolescents did not receive mental healthcare due to high costs and a lack of prevention measures. A national study reports that one in four adolescents is highly likely to suffer from depressive or anxiety disorders, with a higher prevalence among girls and students in subsidised and public schools. There was also an increase in mental healthcare and cases of suicidal ideation and attempts (53).

31. OPCION conducted a study in the Atacama region (northern zone) in 2024 (46), involving nearly 500 children, adolescents, and their families, examining state mental healthcare. Participants noted that services were insufficient and of poor quality, linking mental health to recreational activities and social connections, not only with medical services. They also highlighted issues such as high staff turnover, poor treatment and a lack of local specialists, which forced them to travel to other municipalities for care. Caregivers also mentioned long waiting times and a shortage of specialists.

32. Mental Health Law No. 21,331 (54) has been poorly implemented (55), focusing mainly on psychiatric disorders and neurodiversities. Bill No. 17,003-11 for a Comprehensive Mental Health Law proposes urgent measures for children and adolescents, including educational inclusion, protection of rights, addressing social determinants and alignment with the National Policy on Children. It is currently in its first constitutional phase (57).

33. The 2018 National Drug Study reported that 17,183 children and adolescents had a problematic relationship with substances. Of these, 11,381 received treatment in state programmes such as the Comprehensive Treatment Programme (Law 20,084), which provides guaranteed hospitalization in psychiatric units for children and adolescents who have committed legal offences, and the General Programme for Children and Adolescents with Substance Abuse Problems and the AUGE Programme. These outdated data underpin the National Drug Policy until 2030, and there are currently no programmes that prioritise access for children and adolescents in rights protection programmes. Information on these treatment programmes is not readily available to the public (61) (62). There is no publicly accessible information indicating which public hospitals have psychiatric units and hospitalization services for children and adolescents, hindering their effective access to mental healthcare.

34. Five years after the 2019 social crisis, the National Human Rights Institute reported 603 children and adolescents as victims of violations. Although the PACTO programme for people with eye trauma was implemented, it is unclear whether it has been evaluated. The total lack of public information about its implementation, especially with children and adolescents, is concerning. Informal reports of suicides linked to these events highlight the urgent need to establish follow-up and support mechanisms for affected children, adolescents, and their families (63).

Recommendations to the State of Chile:
· Accelerate the processing and implementation of a comprehensive mental health law that focuses on children's rights.
· Ensure that children and adolescents receive timely and high-quality mental healthcare, with a preventive and territorial approach.
· Increase the number of professionals specializing in child mental health and ensure their presence in all regions.
· Strengthen drug prevention programmes in schools and health centers with a gender-based approach.
· Prioritise access to drug treatment for children and adolescents in outpatient and residential programmes to protect their rights.
· Create updated databases including age, gender, socioeconomic status and geographic location to support integrated public mental health policy.
· Establish accessible communication channels for the population to provide information on available programmes, access methods, and contacts to facilitate timely access to healthcare.
· Ensure public access to information about the PACTO Programme, including its objectives, coverage, budget, intervention criteria and evaluation of results, to guarantee transparency and citizen oversight of its implementation and to enable specialized support for children and/or adolescents who are victims of eye trauma and their families.

Environmental hygiene.
35. In Chile, one in ten children and adolescents live in neighbourhoods characterized by accumulated garbage, noise pollution, a lack of green spaces and high levels of violence. 23% live in areas with high levels of waste accumulation, primarily in the Tarapacá Region (34%), the Arica and Parinacota Region (31%), and the Metropolitan Region (30%). 26% face environments with high noise pollution. In the lowest income decile, 51% of neighbourhoods experience critical levels of violence, 26% have high levels of garbage accumulation, 25% have high levels of noise pollution and 19% lack green spaces. In the highest income decile, these percentages drop to 27%, 14%, 24% and 4% respectively, reflecting socioeconomic inequality (29).

Recommendation to the State of Chile:
· Guarantee the right of children and adolescents to a clean and safe environment by reducing the socioeconomic gap and improving neighbourhoods with high pollution, waste accumulation and a lack of green spaces.

RIGHT TO EDUCATION, ARTICLE 13.
36. Law No. 21,675 on gender-based violence recognizes girls and adolescents as victims and establishes care, protection and redress measures, including those relating to education. The law also requires schools to promote non-sexist and egalitarian education, but this has not yet been fully implemented. Chile lacks a comprehensive sex education law. Law No. 20,418 (58) only requires sex education to be taught in secondary school, and then only from a health perspective. There are ongoing attempts to restrict children and adolescents' access to compulsory sex education, prioritizing the preferential right of parents. However, the Constitutional Court has recognized that non-sexist education is a part of the right to education (59), in accordance with Law No. 21,675.

37. In 2022, reports of violence among students reached their highest level since 2018 (58). Law No. 21,128, also known as the 'Safe Classroom' law, which allows for suspensions and expulsions, has been questioned (60) for possible violations of children's rights, including the right to education, participation and due process.

38. Although Law No. 21,040 of 2017 was created to improve public education by establishing Local Public Education Services, many schools still operate in precarious conditions and do not yet meet the quality standards set out in Law No. 20,370 (30). This violates the right to education of children and adolescents (59).

Recommendations to the State of Chile:
· Urgently implement a comprehensive sex education law that guarantees a non-sexist, inclusive and rights-based approach at all stages of education, moving beyond the current limited health model.
· Amend the 'Safe Classroom' Law to ensure that disciplinary measures fully respect the rights to education, participation and due process of children and adolescents.
· Provide the necessary resources to ensure the right to a quality education for all students, especially those in Local Public Education Services.
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
