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Information Note for Civil Society Organizations (CSOs) and 
National Human Rights Institutions (NHRIs)

39th session (2 to 13 December 2024)

I.	Consideration of reports submitted by States parties 

The Committee on Migrant Workers will hold its 39th session in Geneva, Switzerland, from Monday, 2 December to Friday, 13 December 2024. The session will take place at Palais Wilson, First Floor Conference Room.

During the 39th session, the Committee will consider the initial report of Benin (CMW/C/BEN/1), the combined second to fourth periodic reports of Egypt (CMW/C/EGY/2-4), the second periodic report of Peru (CMW/C/PER/2) and the second periodic report of Seychelles (CMW/C/SYC/2). 

	The constructive dialogue between Benin and the Committee will take place on Monday, 2 December 2024 from 15:00 to 18:00 and on Tuesday, 3 December from 10:00 to 13:00 (CET - Geneva time).
	The constructive dialogue between Egypt and the Committee will take place on Tuesday, 3 December 2024 from 15:00 to 18:00 and on Wednesday, 4 December from 10:00 to 13:00 (CET - Geneva time).
	The constructive dialogue between Peru and the Committee will take place on Wednesday, 4 December 2024 from 15:00 to 18:00 and on Thursday, 5 December from 10:00 to 13:00 (CET - Geneva time).
The constructive dialogue between Seychelles and the Committee will take place on Thursday, 5 December from 15:00 to 18:00 and on Friday, 6 December from 10:00 to 13:00 (CET - Geneva time).

The Committee will also adopt a list of issues in relation to the second periodic report of Mauritania under the traditional procedure as well as lists of issues prior to reporting under the simplified reporting procedure for the second periodic report of Indonesia, the third periodic report of Mali and the second periodic report of Timor-Leste with respect to the implementation of the International Convention on the Protection of the Rights of All Migrant Workers and Members of Their Families.

The Committee will also adopt a follow-up letter in relation to its assessment of the States parties’ report on follow-up to concluding observations concerning Azerbaijan (CMW/C/AZE/FCO/3), which was postponed from the 38th session.

III.	Venue 

[bookmark: _Hlk90473632]	The 39th session of the Committee will take place in the First Floor Conference Room at Palais Wilson.  The treaty bodies have returned to in-person sessions, with full in-person participation of treaty body experts, State parties’ delegations and other external stakeholders. It is expected that external stakeholders will be accredited to access the meeting room in-person.

All public meetings of the 39th session of the Committee will be webcasted at UN Web TV.

IV. CSOs and NHRIs submissions 

[bookmark: _Hlk90473854]The Committee welcomes representatives of national and international CSOs, as well as NHRIs to provide country-specific information on issues relevant to the implementation of the Convention by Benin, Egypt, Peru, and Seychelles as well as Indonesia, Mali, Mauritania, Timor Leste and Azerbaijan as far as it relates to the priority recommendations contained in the respective concluding observations. This can be done orally and/or in writing. Due to the volume of documentation received, written submissions should not exceed 4,000 words. They must be in one of the working languages of the Committee (English, French or Spanish). Information should be as specific, reliable and objective as possible. CSOs reports prepared by coalitions of NGOs are encouraged.

CSOs/NHRIs wishing to submit reports to the Committee are required to:

· Identify the full name of the CSO/NHRI (in the title of the submission);
· Indicate the country to which the information relates (in the title of the submission);
· Indicate whether or not the submission may be posted on the webpage of the CMW for public information purposes; 
· Submit the report in Word and PDF formats by e-mail to the CMW Secretariat. CSOs/NHRIs submissions should be in English, French or Spanish and should generally not exceed 4,000 words in length. OHCHR does not translate or reproduce CSOs/NHRIs documents; and
· Address as briefly and precisely as possible the main human rights issues arising under the articles of the Convention affecting migrant workers and members of their families in the State party concerned, as well as migrant workers and members of their families from that State party who live abroad. They should also address the adverse effects of the environmental degradation and climate change, the human rights protection of migrants in situation of vulnerabilities, including irregular and stranded migrants, the respect of the rights of migrants to liberty and security and freedom from immigration detention as well as alternative measures to detention; public policies undertaken for addressing xenophobia, hate speeches and discourses and their impact on migrants and their families based on racial discrimination, racism, gender inequality, and all other forms of discrimination, among others. Written submissions should be prepared with a view to assisting the Committee in formulating targeted conclusions and recommendations, as well as lists of issues, and in the case of lists of issues prior to reporting, in identifying the central issues to be addressed during the constructive dialogue with the State party (see the link for the template for submissions by stakeholders at the end of the note). 

All written submissions should reach the Secretariat of the Committee four weeks prior to the beginning of the session, but no later than 1 November 2024. However, late submissions will still be accepted by the Committee to the extent possible. The Word and PDF versions of the submission should be sent to the following e-mail address: ohchr-cmw@un.org. 

V.	Meetings with CSOs/NHRIs 

	The Committee will set aside time at its 39th session for CSOs and NHRIs to orally provide country-specific information in respect of the consideration of the initial report of Benin, the combined second to fourth periodic reports of Egypt, the second periodic report of Peru and the second periodic report of Seychelles as well as in respect of the list of issues prior to reporting concerning the second periodic report of Indonesia, the third periodic report of Mali and the second periodic report of Timor-Leste and the list of issues in relation to the second periodic report of Mauritania and the follow-up report of Azerbaijan. 

A briefing in public meeting concerning Azerbaijan, Benin, Egypt, Indonesia, Mali, Mauritania, Peru, Seychelles and Timor Leste is scheduled for Monday, 2 December 2024, from approximately 10:30 a.m. to 11:45 a.m. (CET – Geneva time). This meeting with CSOs and NHRIs follows the adoption of the session agenda in public meeting. Please note that from 22 January 2024, the United Nations Office at Geneva has ceased servicing all hybrid or virtual meetings on any platform, system, or tool. CSOs and NHRIs representatives who wish to make oral statements can either participate in this meeting in person or send a pre-recorded video message to the Secretariat of the Committee to be played during the public meeting. 



	CSOs/NHRIs making oral statements should note that their interventions should typically not exceed 5 minutes in the case of the review of States parties’ reports by the Committee and lists of issues/lists of issues prior to reporting, and not exceed 3 minutes in the case of the assessment of follow-up reports by the Committee. More or less time may be provided by the Chair of the CMW Committee depending upon the number of speakers. Should the assigned meeting time not suffice, CSOs and NHRIs representatives may be asked by the Chair to reply to the Committee’s questions in writing after the public meeting and/or are advised to take advantage of the possibility of informal briefings with the Country Rapporteurs of the Committee in closed meeting (see below VII.).

Participants who wish to brief the Committee by video message will be provided with detailed guidelines for the recording of their video message.

CSOs/NHRIs should also provide the Secretariat of the CMW Committee with an electronic copy (in PDF and Word formats for accessibility reasons) at ohchr-cmw@un.org of their oral statements/talking points by Friday, 29 November 2024, for interpretation purposes.

New digital badging system
Conference participants will receive a digital badge consisting of their photo, a QR code and the name and date of the conference. The digital badge will be sent to each participant by email once they have been accredited by the conference organizer. Once downloaded to a mobile phone or any mobile device, the digital badge will enable faster entry to the Palais Wilson by dispensing with the time needed to create a ‘physical’ badge. Participants can also print their digital badge and the QR code will work the same way.

On the day of the meeting, properly registered applicants will be required to present their digital badge and a valid passport or government issued ID (with photo) to the Security team at Palais Wilson (52 rue des Pâquis, Geneva, Switzerland). Hours of operation are from 8 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday.

VII.	Informal briefings with the Committee

On Tuesday, 3 December 2024, from approximately 2 to 2:45pm (CET - Geneva time) in relation to Egypt.
On Tuesday, 3 December 2024, from approximately 6 to 6:45pm (CET - Geneva time) in relation to Peru.
On Wednesday, 4 December 2024, from approximately 2 to 2:45pm (CET - Geneva time) in relation to Seychelles.
