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A. Purpose and general obligations

			Reply to paragraph 1 of the list of issues (CRPD/C/MDA/Q/2-3)
1. During 2021–2025, the Republic of Moldova (RM) has made major progress in the implementation of the CRPD, coordinated by the Ministry of Labor and Social Protection (MoLSP): ratification of the Optional Protocol, digitization of the disability determination process, regulation of prosthetic services and free distribution of assistive devices, recognition of legal capacity with support measures, consultation of representative organizations of persons with disabilities in the legislative process, strengthening of coordination structures (CNDPD), development of alternative community services – sheltered housing, community houses, day centers, mobile teams. Social inclusion measures included: subsidizing employers, increasing compensation for transport (+33%), indexation of pensions and allowances (+100%). More than 120,000 people have benefited from financial and humanitarian support through partnerships with donors and local NGOs. Starting with 2023, the reform of the social assistance system aims to expand local services to prevent exclusion and increase the autonomy of people with disabilities.

2. The disability determination, regulated by GD 357/2018, is carried out within up to 30 working days by CNDDCM, based on the person's file and the approved criteria. The process is based on ICD-10 and partly ICF, involving specialists at local level (doctors, psychologists, social workers, STOFM, SAP, STAS) and at central level (multidisciplinary experts). Upon disability status establishment, people receive PIRIS (Order MoLSP 104/2022). The process was strengthened by digitization in IS "Disability and work capacity determination", training of specialists based on human rights, procedure standardization (MoLSP Order 105/2022) and development of the Methodology for the evaluation of children/students (MEC Order 55/2025). RM applies a transitional approach from the medical model to the social and human rights model, disability being defined as the result of interaction between functional limitations and environmental/attitudinal barriers. The identification of barriers is carried out MoLSP through studies and awareness campaigns.

3. RM has inter-institutional coordination mechanisms and dialogue platforms that bring together public authorities and organizations of persons with disabilities, ensuring a participatory and transparent process in promoting and implementing the legal framework. NGOs complement official monitoring with independent reports on respect of rights. In the context of social reform, ATAS were created, subordinated to the MoLSP, responsible for the unitary implementation of state policy, prevention of risk situations and promotion of social inclusion. ATAS also provide methodological support to LPAs and social service providers. The social assistance measures are also extended to the citizens on the left bank of Nistru River, through the designated agencies.

4. The issue of disability is integrated into national policies and programmes: the "Prosperous, Safe, European MOLDOVA" Programme; National Programme on Ensuring Respect for Human Rights for 2024-2027 (GD  164/2024) and in other public policy documents: National Development Strategy "European Moldova 2030" and 13 sectoral strategies (regional development (GD  40/2022); child protection (GD  347/2022); Roma population (GD  576/2022); employment (GD  785/2022); statistics (GD  954/2022); education (GD  114/2023); inclusive education (GD  950/2023); youth (GD  168/2023); equality between women and men (GD  203/2023); violence against women/in family (GD  332/2023); health (GD  387/2023); active and healthy aging (GD  434/2023); mental health (GD  971/2023).
5. Clear, efficient and inclusive mechanisms have been established and strengthened for disability integration in all national programmes and for active participation of persons with disabilities, through their representative organisations, in the development and monitoring of mentioned programmes: the National Council for Human Rights; CNDPD (on parliamentary platform, inclusive format); independent mechanism for monitoring the Convention implementation. 
	B.	Specific rights
(arts. 5-30)	
		Article 5
Equality and non-discrimination
		Reply to paragraph 2 (a) of the list of issues
6. Law 2/2023 strengthened the legislative and institutional framework in the field of equality and non-discrimination. The amendments aimed at clarifying the Equality Council’s (EC) competences, extending the non-discrimination criteria, improving data collection and establishing more effective monitoring and reporting mechanisms. The EC structure was expanded from 20 to 33 units, the post of Secretary General was introduced and the Monitoring Directorate was created, to ensure the implementation of decisions and a more effective response to cases of discrimination.
In 2023, the EC received 261 complaints of discrimination, of which only a small proportion concerned the disability criterion.

7. The national regulatory framework shall sanction the refusal to properly arrange access for persons with disabilities. According to the Contravention Code:
Art. 177 (1) letter g) – failure to provide access to constructions and buildings;
Art. 227 (3) – non-compliance with the regulations on roads and road infrastructure;
Art. 197 item 17) – violations in road transportation;
Art. 221¹ – lack of adaptation of public transportation means;
Art. 711 – discrimination regarding access to public services and goods;
Art. 56¹ (5) – failure to reasonably adapt the workplaces;
Art. 312¹ – failure to provide mimic-gestural interpreting.
8. Fines vary between 50 and 500 conventional units, and decisions can be appealed within 15 days.

9. Between 2020–2024, the EC examined 161 complaints of discrimination on grounds of disability, targeting in particular access to social services, pensions, care, work and health. In 67 cases, discrimination was found, with decisions in the areas of access to goods and services, labor and education, of which only 23 recommendations were implemented. The EC issued 21 advisory opinions on draft regulations, identifying discriminatory situations.

10. The normative framework prohibits any form of discrimination or support of discriminatory behaviors, based on real or alleged criteria. The EC is the authority responsible for preventing and combating discrimination and has the task of dealing with complaints through official decisions. The EC decision produces legal effects after communication and can be challenged directly in court by the injured party, without going through the preliminary procedure.
		Article 6
Women with disabilities
		Reply to paragraph 3 (a) of the list of issues
11. Law 45/2007 constitutes the national regulatory framework for prevention of domestic violence, including specific measures for women with disabilities. Art. 201¹ was introduced in the Criminal Code of the Republic of Moldova through the Law 196/2016, to sanction physical, psychological and economic violence, and art. 781 on contravention liability for injuries was introduced in the Contravention Code.
12. Moldova ratified the Istanbul Convention through Law 144/2021, strengthening its commitment to preventing and combating violence against women and domestic violence. Law 231/2024 introduced the "violence against women", "femicide" and extended the powers of ANPCV in the collection of systematic data. In July 2025, the Parliament adopted amendments to strengthen the protection of women, including those with disabilities, against all forms of violence and harassment, including digital violence.

13. In 2024, 15,976 complaints related to domestic violence were registered, up by 4.93% compared to 2023, of which 1,174 were police notifications. There were 1,575 crimes in the field of family relations (+13% compared to 2023) and 33 deaths caused by domestic violence.
14. Based on Law 45/2007, the ANPCV which coordinates data collection and analysis, conducts studies and information campaigns, was established, and its Organization and Functioning Regulation was approved through GD  926/2023. In 2025, ANPCV completed the creation of the SI "VioData", which includes disaggregated data, including disability. The "Register of Aggressors" continues to be a specialized system for registration of persons who have committed acts of violence and the measures applied to them.

15. Prosecutors have the competence to carry out criminal prosecution, control the legality of procedural actions, represent the prosecution in cases of violence against women and in the family, applying punishments and programs to reduce violent behavior. The criminal investigation is carried out as a priority, in 16–45 days, regardless of complaint withdrawal, ensuring procedural rights and access to justice. In 642 criminal cases, including with victims with disabilities, prosecutors completed the criminal investigation and sent the indictments to court. The Police intervention is carried out according to the GIP Order 93/2023, and the Prosecutor General's Office analyzes the cases and presents conclusions to the Monitoring Commission.

16. The Programme for Promoting and Ensuring Equality between Women and Men 2023–2027 (GD  203/2023) aims to increase the level of gender equality in health, education, labour market, entrepreneurship, social protection and local development, adapted to the context and needs of RM. Objective 5 promotes the involvement of women, including those from underrepresented groups, in leadership positions and decision-making processes at central and local level.
		Reply to paragraph 3 (e) of the list of issues
17. RM has made progress in promoting gender equity, including for women with disabilities, through measures such as ensuring a minimum quota of 40% for women's participation in decision-making, reducing wage discrimination through job evaluation guidelines, expanding pre-school education, eliminating barriers to access to social benefits, and actions in health and youth development areas. The Programme provides for the promotion of women, including those from underrepresented groups, in leadership and decision-making positions at central and local level.
		Article 7
Children with disabilities
		Reply to paragraph 4 (a) of the list of issues
18. Art.13, Law 370/2023, guarantees children with disabilities equal access to social protection, medical services, rehabilitation, education and work, encouraging their active participation in the community. The authorities are implementing deinstitutionalization measures and alternative services, including through support for parents and caregivers. Parents benefit from information, while specialists and teachers are trained to support their children. The parinteste.md and abilitare.md platforms provide free access to information and parental support.
19. Through the "Restart" reform, 150 specialists were hired on children's rights protection, and the number of children with SEN integrated into education increased in 2025. The institutions have psychologists, speech therapists and psychopedagogues, and 95 Resource Centers for Inclusive Education have been equipped with assistive technologies. 21 schools received inclusive sports equipment.

20. Intersectoral cooperation in support of children at risk, including those with disabilities, is provided for in Law 140/2013 and GD  270/2014, which establishes the procedure for child's needs complex assessment and for an individualized assistance plan development. GD  507/2023 regulates the extension of Early Intervention Services for children with developmental disorders, through interdisciplinary teams at home.
21. [bookmark: _Hlk208946225]CRAP/SAP organized the "Learning Together" campaign, bringing together about 3,000. The rehabilitation of children is provided by the IMSP Republican Children Rehabilitation Center, equipped with modern technologies and multidisciplinary teams, as well as by specialized NGOs ("Tony Hawks", "Speranța", "SOS Autism" etc.). In rural areas, 33 ATAS mobile teams provide access to rehabilitation.
		Reply to paragraph 4 (c) of the list of issues
22. Providing family-type placement for children with disabilities is a priority for the Government. The deinstitutionalization process continued through boarding schools reorganization, the children being reintegrated into biological families or in alternative services such as Professional Parental Assistance, guardianship/curatorship or family-type children's homes. In total, 238 children with disabilities benefited from foster care in 2024.
23. Access to early intervention is ensured through CNAM, which has contracted 14 national providers, for 5,754 children and their families, including children with autism spectrum disorders, through interdisciplinary consultation, psychological support and early stimulation programs.

24. Lowering the age of marriage by up to two years for justified reasons provides flexibility in exceptional situations, allowing capable minors to assume responsibility for marriage earlier. This is relevant for communities such as Roma, where early marriages have cultural and social significance. The involvement of the guardianship authority and parents’ consent ensures that these marriages are carried out responsibly and legally, protecting minors from abuse. Maintaining this rule allows for the observance of traditions without imposing an absolute ban, preventing unofficial or illegal marriages and providing a clear mechanism for evaluating applications. Thus, the law balances children's rights protection with adaptation to diverse social realities.
		Article 8
Awareness-raising
		Reply to paragraph 5 (a) of the list of issues
25. RM has taken important steps in raising awareness and educating persons with disabilities and their organizations about the rights established by the Convention and the mechanism of the Optional Protocol. By placing the information on its official website, the MoLSP informs and educates the population, but also the people with disabilities and their organizations. MoLSP, together with development partners and NGOs, organized training sessions, workshops and awareness campaigns. Participation of both representatives of central public authorities and civil society in TV and radio programs dedicated to the problems of persons with disabilities, is another effective way of educating and informing[footnoteRef:3]. 26. Progress has been made in involving persons with disabilities and their organisations in the development, implementation and monitoring of policies against stigma and discrimination. The CNDPD held 85 meetings in 2022-2024, including online. The Council's specialized commission (MoLSP Order 155/2024), monitors the application of the Convention, involving around 50 NGOs. The participation of persons with disabilities in public consultations is mandatory according to Law 100/2017, being involved in the development of national programs.
		Reply to paragraph 5 (c) of the list of issues
27. According to Law 139/2012 and art. 36, Law 60/2012, the Regulation on de minimis aid was approved. This provides grants to organisations that promote the participation of persons with disabilities in all areas of life.
28. MoLSP provides support to organizations to attract funding from development partners in order to carry out awareness campaigns and promote the priorities of the Convention and persons with disabilities, in line with national policies.
		Article 9
Accessibility
		Reply to paragraph 6 (a) of the list of issues
29. Art. 2, Law 60/2012 defines the concepts of 'reasonable adaptation' and 'universal design'. In order to align the legislation in the field of construction and urban planning with this law: 
The Urban Planning and Construction Code 434/2023 provides: the identification and elimination of barriers; design of real estate, public services and infrastructure according to the principle of universal design; accessibility of housing, public transport and social, cultural, tourist and sports buildings; construction of social infrastructure – adapted to the needs of people with disabilities.
Accessibility norms and standards (NCM C.01.06-2014, CP C.01.02:2018, NCM C.01.03-2017, SM ISO 21544-2:2016) have been revised and aligned with international standards and EU requirements.
MIRD Order 148/2024 approves checklists for state control, including on transportation of people with disabilities and walking devices.
		Reply to paragraph 6 (b) of the list of issues
30. In the process of construction or renovation, buildings must comply with the regulations on accessibility for persons with disabilities. In case of non-compliance, sanctions are applied: natural persons (physical person): 140–240 conventional units; persons with a position of responsibility: 200–300 units; legal entities: 350–500 units. AST has the competence to ascertain contraventions, apply sanctions, stop works and impose corrective measures.
31. [bookmark: _Hlk208946290]CRAP/SAP has developed the concept and accessibility standards for all levels of education, adapted to children/pupils/students with physical, intellectual, hearing, visual or ASD disabilities. According to Law 241/2007, ANRCETI establishes requirements for communication service providers, so that persons with disabilities have equivalent access to services. MoLSP has started the process of transposing EU Directive 2019/882.
		Reply to paragraph 6 (c) of the list of issues
32. The technical questionnaire for assessing infrastructure accessibility for people with disabilities (MIRD Order 64/2022), in accordance with Law 60/2012. The questionnaire is used by the building administration to identify accessibility problems and implement remedial measures.
		Reply to paragraph 6 (d) of the list of issues
33. The EC identifies the main problems of persons with disabilities: inaccessibility of the physical environment, transport and information. Public transport, especially suburban, interurban and taxis, often remains inaccessible, the only adapted means being in Chisinau and Balti. New infrastructure is adapting, but old buildings and roads limit participation in social life, education, work and health. In 2020-2024, the EC issued 41 recommendations on accessibility, of which 51% were implemented; non-implementation implies legislative changes, display of the symbol for guide dogs, tax and customs policies, adaptations in judicial processes and local infrastructure accessibility.

34. The national public procurement system, governed by Law 131/2015, is based on transparency, equal treatment, non-discrimination and fair competition. Announcements and documentation are published in the SIA "State Register of Public Procurement", and bids are submitted through the same system. The Ministry of Finance, the Public Procurement Agency and the National Agency for the Settlement of Appeals coordinate and monitor compliance with the legislation. Law 60/2012 and EU Directive 2019/882 transposition ensure the accessibility of information and products/services, including web pages.

35. The Directive 882/2019 transposition prioritises accessibility in public transport, in particular digital and informational components, for inclusion of persons with disabilities. In Chisinau, buses with ramps, spaces for trolleys and audio-visual systems were purchased, and waiting stations were adapted. There are 19 taxi operators with adapted units.
		Article 11
Situations of risk and humanitarian emergencies
		Reply to paragraph 7 (a) of the list of issues
36. Information materials have been distributed to displaced persons from Ukraine through IGM and UNHCR-Moldova, available on government and NGO websites, in accessible formats (easy text, videos with subtitles). Documentation and accommodation centres provide information on temporary protection, asylum and integration. Green lines operated by IGM, MoLSP and NGOs have been set up, with staff trained to provide assistance tailored to the needs of people with disabilities.

37. All persons who requested information or right of residence/protection received support and were documented. In 2023-2025, 75,991 people were documented with temporary protection; 214 people have refugee status and 516 have humanitarian protection status. A new information system "Migration" is being developed. MoLSP coordinates 20 temporary placement centers with about 1,500 people, including 94 with disabilities; in 2024 - 1,399 people with disabilities from Ukraine obtained temporary protection.

38. The MIA shall apply procedures for prevention, identification and determination of statelessness, providing assistance to persons with disabilities. ANOFM supports access to work for foreign citizens, stateless persons and internationally protected persons, including those displaced from Ukraine, through information, counselling, training and employment support. In 2024, 539 people from Ukraine benefited from employment services (272 employees), and in the first half of 2025, 314 received support (104 employees). All categories of foreigners have access to information and professional guidance.

39. By Exceptional Situation Committee Provision 54/2022 and GD 21/2023, social protection measures were established for children with disabilities and displaced persons from Ukraine. MoLSP provides places in RACs adapted to quality standards, with priority for those with special needs. " Deaf Association" offers interpreters for people with hearing impairment, and the Free Helpline (0800 10 808) works around the clock. MoLSP keeps track of and identifies the needs of people with disabilities through questionnaires applied in RACs and host families.

40. [bookmark: _Hlk208946413]According to GD 21/2023 and Order 182/2023, MoLSP coordinates RACs that provide placement, nutrition, counseling, recreational activities and support for social integration, as well as referrals to educational, medical and employment services. Foreigners benefit from legal advice through IGM, CNAJGS and CDA, and Law 298/2022 extends legal aid to people with severe disabilities. Children with SEN are integrated without discrimination in public schools, supported by 1,609 support teachers, 552 psychologists, 370 speech therapists and 33 psychopedagogues.
		Article 12
Equal recognition before the law
		Reply to paragraph 8 (a) of the list of issues
41. Law 60/2012 guarantees persons with disabilities equal legal capacity and protection against abuse, including through legal assistance and decision-making support. Articles 9 and 10 provide for the right to property, income management and legal protection, and subsequent amendments to the Civil Code allow contractual or judicial measures for protection and assistance in decision-making. Law 66/2017 restored the full capacity of the previously limited persons, and during the reporting period, 22 contractual measures and 23 protection mandates were applied. Law 114/2024 provides guarantees for mental health, mental well-being and free access to judicial and extrajudicial expertise for people with serious mental illnesses.

42. The principles of regulating the exercise capacity of individuals with disabilities (Law 66/2017), correspond to the principles of legal protection of incapable adults, as follows: respect for human rights; flexibility in legal measure; necessary and subsidiary nature; proportionality; fair and effective nature of the procedure; pre-eminence of the interests and well-being of the subject; respect for the will and feelings of the subject; consultation.

43. Legislation has progressed to facilitate access to legal aid for persons with disabilities, including by simplifying procedures, extending eligibility and providing services free of charge to those with severe disabilities, regardless of income, including advocacy and information campaigns.

44. The amended Civil Code provides for the protection of persons with disabilities or mental disorders, through contractual measures (assistance or protection mandate) or judicial measures (provisional protection, guardianship, curatorship). The local guardianship authorities supervise the application of these measures and the protection of the legal capacity of the protected persons.
		Reply to paragraph 8 (e) of the list of issues
45. Art.31, Civil Code prohibits the deprivation or limitation of natural persons’ capacity to use and exercise. Previously limited persons acquire full capacity, and guardianship and curatorship cease by right. Measures of judicial protection (curatorship, guardianship) are applied only in exceptional cases and cease at the end of the established term or by a final court decision.
			Article 13
Access to justice
		Reply to paragraph 9 (a) of the list of issues
46. Law 264/2008 regulates the authorisation of interpreters and translators for judicial institutions, including interpreters for the language of deaf and deafblind persons (7 in 2012, 9 in 2017 and 5 in 2023). The National Portal of Courts offers an accessible menu to people with disabilities, complying with 100% accessibility standards in 2024, and the courts' websites have been similarly evaluated. GD  164/2024 provides for the implementation of technical regulations for physical and informational accessibility.
		Reply to paragraph 9 (b) of the list of issues
47. The new court buildings will comply with accessibility requirements for persons with disabilities according to the updated Plan. Measures are also being carried out to make existing premises accessible, including the installation of tactile paving and the provision of interpreters, although full adaptation is limited in historic buildings. The significant increase in accessibility will be achieved with construction of new premises.

48. In 2022, the Quality Standards of the activity of lawyers on cases involving persons with intellectual and psycho-social disabilities in criminal, contravention and civil proceedings were approved.  In 2024, out of a total of 43,530 cases of qualified legal aid, in 1,352 cases the beneficiaries were persons with disabilities (3%).
49. 505 lawyers from the state-guaranteed legal aid system were involved, of which 11 specialize in providing legal aid to people with intellectual and psycho-social disabilities (see table).

		Article 14
Liberty and security of the person
		Reply to paragraph 10 (a) of the list of issues
50. Law 114/2024 repealed Law 1402/1997 and regulates the manner of admission and treatment of persons with mental disorders, preventing unlawful or arbitrary deprivation of liberty. Measures restricting liberty comply with the principles of legality, necessity, proportionality and responsibility, indicate the role of the court in authorisation and ensure the protection of fundamental rights, preventing abuses.
		Reply to paragraph 10 (b) of the list of issues
51. In 2025, the provisional detention isolators of the Police correspond to the requirements and are adapted in accordance with the established regulations, in which the following number of people with disabililties have been detained and maintained:
4 people with physical disabilities (of which 4 men, including 1 Roma person);
6 people with psycho-social disabilities (of which 6 men, including 1 person of Roma ethnicity and 1 person of Ukrainian origin).

52. ANP ensures the rights of persons with disabilities in detention are respected, by assigning them to the first floor, close to health facilities and medical wards, to social assistance and benefits (in 2024, 43 out of 113 detainees benefiting from a disability pension); organizes psycho-social programs for reintegration (123 participants in 2024) and disability expertise procedures for 164 detainees. Accessibility is ensured in pre-trial detention isolators in Chisinau, Hincesti, Cahul and Balti.

53. Law 114/2024 protects against forced hospitalization, which can only be ordered in case of mental disorder, significant risk and therapeutic purpose, with respect for the person's opinion and the lack of less restrictive alternatives. The evaluation is made by psychiatrists, and the final decision must be confirmed by the court within 24 hours. The Criminal Code penalizes illegal hospitalization of an obviously mentally healthy person and restricts hospitalization as a medical coercive measure.

54. Community mental health services provided in 40 Centres, with national coverage, are developed, providing psychosocial healthcare and rehabilitation, support and mediation in family and community relations. In 2024, 264,747 advisory services were provided for the population, including 39,728 children and adolescents.

57. In order to increase procedural guarantees for prosecuted persons, including persons with disabilities, RM is to further align its legislation with the EU acquis, which also includes specific regulations on the procedural rights of persons with disabilities.

58. An Interinstitutional Working Group was established in 2024 to identify and remediate the deficiencies in application of the Regulation on Torture, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment. ANP has established the Electronic Register (Order 150/2024) for rapid documentation of cases of injuries, physical force or other ill-treatment, with automatic reporting to the Prosecutor's Office and the OAP. The skills of involved staff have been strengthened; GD  164/2024 provides for the reporting of all situations with medical data protection.

59. In 2025, members of the Mechanism carried out a monitoring visit to the Provisional Detention Isolator of the Police Directorate of Chisinau municipality, adapted for the detention of people with physical disabilities.

All ATAS units reaffirm their commitment to support integration of the disability dimension into the legal and institutional framework for the prevention, reporting and investigation of cases of torture and other forms of inhuman or degrading treatment, thereby contributing to ensuring equitable access and effective protection for all persons with disabilities.

61. The pre-trial detention isolators in Chisinau, Hincesti, Cahul and Balti have been adapted for the accessibility of persons with locomotor disabilities, and the Ministry of Internal Affairs undertakes to equip them with adapted wheelchairs and special vehicles. ATAS RACs support the elimination of non-consensual practices for people with intellectual or psychosocial disabilities and promote measures focused on respect, consent and inclusion.

Freedom from exploitation, violence and abuse

62. Police inspectorates shall work with the STAS, the Public Prosecutor's Office, courts and NGOs to ensure coordinated intervention and support to victims, in particular young women with disabilities, through psychological counselling, free legal aid and vocational training programmes. Law 256/2023 and GD  332/2023 prioritize the protection of vulnerable groups, and GD  822/2024 created the "Register of aggressors" to streamline interventions.

63. The NIJ organised training sessions for judges, prosecutors and specialists, focusing on non-discrimination, equal opportunities and combating gender-based violence, domestic violence, children's rights and the particularities of sexual crimes, both physical and online. Law 45/2007 has been updated to include protection against digital and institutional violence. In 2025, 2,845 restraining orders and 105 requests for protection ordinances were issued, and ATAS implemented measures to prevent violence and abuse against people with disabilities in social services.

64. For an effective implementation of prevention and combatting domestic violence, the IGM applies the provisions of the GPI Order 93/2023. In the investigation of each case, the ascertaining officer completes the questionnaire for finding and assessing the risk, as well as the risk of lethality, for the early identification of the danger. ATAS are actively involved in strengthening an early and coherent intervention framework to prevent and combat violence against persons with disabilities. The actions are aimed, also, to fully supporting victims in the process of recovery and access to justice.

Protecting the integrity of the person

65. The right of persons with disabilities and other citizens to the protection of physical and mental integrity, is guaranteed by a set of fundamental normative acts, including: the Constitution, Law 60/2012, Law 411/1995, Law 138/2012, National programs and government decisions in health and social protection areas.

66. Law 138/2012 guarantees the individual reproductive rights, as part of human rights, protecting intimate, family and private life and ensuring freedom of decisions in family planning. This includes the right to decide freely on the number and timing of childbirths, on the use of contraception, access to quality health services and information on reproductive health. The Civil Code provides that medical treatments are performed only with informed consent, and for people unable to express it, treatment can only be carried out in compliance with the legal framework and in emergency situations.

67. [bookmark: _Hlk208946543]The access of persons with disabilities to sexual and reproductive health services was strengthened by GD  681/2018. All 41 CSPTs have adapted their services for adolescents with disabilities through physical improvements of accessibility and online consultancy. In 2021, 70% of the centers were physically accessible, 29 offered online information, and 30 had adjustable gynecological chairs. Sexual education activities and multidisciplinary services targeted girls and women with disabilities, reaching more than 440,000 people in 2021–2022, most of them young people from rural areas. Psychological consultations, distribution of contraceptives and testing for genital infections and HIV have been intensified. In order to improve access, mobile teams have been piloted, and the "Support Line 080080022" telephone line offers round-the-clock counseling. The needs of adolescents with disabilities were assessed and informative materials were developed.

Freedom of movement and nationality

68. In order to support the Roma population, the Programme for the support of the Roma population 2022-2025 has been approved. The main priority areas are: education; health; work; social protection; participation in public life, including decision-making processes; combating discrimination; the rights of migrants and the fight against trafficking in human beings; the activity of community mediators; culture and media, with a focus on people with disabilities. 
69. GD164/2024 regulates concrete measures for ethnic perspective integration: promoting intercultural dialogue, mutual respect; awareness of vulnerable groups (persons with disabilities, etc.) of their rights and the remedies available to claim these rights, etc.

70. The legal status of asylum seekers, beneficiaries of international protection, temporary protection and political asylum, as well as the procedure for granting, terminating and cancelling protection is regulated by Law 270/2008. By Law  297/2024, Law 270/2008, aiming at the rapid identification of persons in need of special procedural guarantees, ensuring the highest quality standards within the asylum procedure, regulating the minimum standards for granting temporary protection, the responsibilities of the authorities according to the areas of competence; the notion of asylum seeker with special needs was introduced, including for persons with disabilities, including psychosocial and intellectual disabilities, with mental and behavioral disorders, whose special needs are ascertained following individual assessment. Special regulations referring to persons with disabilities are also contained in art. 6, Law 274/2011. 
		Article 19
Living independently and being included in the community
		Reply to paragraph 15 (a) of the list of issues
71. The reform of the residential system for persons with intellectual and psychosocial disabilities aims at their deinstitutionalization, through the development of community social services, integration into daily activities and prevention of institutionalization, promoting independent living in the community. The merger of two centers is an important action in the process. Deinstitutionalization is carried out with multidisciplinary teams, respecting human rights and community integration. Although the reform is progressing slower due to limited financial resources, progress is visible: the number of people with disabilities in residential institutions decreased from 2,126 in 2020 to around 1,700 in the first half of 2025.

72. The deinstitutionalisation process mid-term evaluation concluded the need to continue the reform, by developing social services that ensure the right to independent living and inclusion in the community, strengthening the normative and institutional framework, reorganising temporary accomodation centres and expanding community services. A rights-centred approach, tailored to individual care needs, is proposed to prevent abuse and enhance social roles.

Personal mobility
		Reply to paragraph 16 (a) of the list of issues
73. Law 60/2012 provides that persons with locomotor disabilities, persons with severe or advanced disabilities, children with disabilities, and companions of persons with severe disabilities or children with disabilities shall benefit, at least once a quarter, from compensation for transportation services, granted from the state budget. 
		Reply to paragraph 16 (b) of the list of issues
74. [bookmark: _Hlk208946564]For the implementation of Article 51, Law 60/2012, the GD 567/2011 (updated) establishes the framework for the provision of technical aids. CREPOR ensures:
free of charge for people with severe, advanced or medium locomotor disabilities, children with disabilities and children with locomotor disorders under 18 years of age; 
with partial payment (50% discount) for other eligible categories. For the visually impaired, clear criteria of eligibility and prescription of assistive devices are established.

75. By Law 423/2023, local/municipal councils can grant transportation facilities for certain categories of people, a financially supported measure to compensate for lost income. MIRD Order 148/2024 introduced checklists for public transport accessibility assessment.
		Article 21
Freedom of expression and opinion, and access to information
		Reply to paragraph 17 (a) of the list of issues
76. GD 728/2023 sets minimum accessibility requirements for official websites and social media profiles of public authorities, aiming at image labelling, colour contrast, clear information structure, accessible menus, plain language, subtitling of audio-video materials and constant accessibility testing. The GD provides for the use of the ONEST font for uniformity and readability.
77. Law 241/2007 of electronic communications mandates ANRCETI to ensure equivalent access for users with disabilities. Decision of the Board of Directors 58/2018 imposes on providers the obligation to adapt the services both in urban and rural areas. In 2024, ANRCETI verified 34 operators, assessing compliance with accessibility rules and obligations towards people with disabilities. Providers of communications and postal services are obliged to provide home assistance for contracting, paying or troubleshooting.
		Reply to paragraph 17 (b) of the list of issues
78. The sign language interpretation service for people with hearing impairments was established by GD 333/2014, with the aim of facilitating their communication with public authorities and institutions. The service is provided by the Deaf Association, financed from the state budget through the MoLSP.
79. Law 264/2008 regulates the authorisation and organisation of the activity of interpreters and translators, including in courts, criminal prosecution bodies and other legal institutions. The number of authorized sign interpreters for deaf or deafblind people varied: 7 in 2012, 9 in 2017 and 5 in 2023. In parallel, the Deaf Association has hired interpreters for current services: 12 in 2022, 11 in 2023 and 2024, respectively 12 in 2025.
80. Interpreters work throughout the country, including online, serving various authorities and institutions (healthcare, courts, notarial offices, educational institutions, banks, but also cultural, educational, social and media events).

81. Law 72/2025 guarantees equal access to electronic communication services and obliges providers to provide information in accessible formats. The Media Services Code 174/2018 requires sign language interpretation or synchronous titling for news programs and other important programs, as well as a minimum of 60 minutes of accessible content per month. The secondary regulations set clear accessibility standards. The Board of Directors monitors compliance with the rules, applying sanctions and ensuring online access through the official website, with menus for visually impaired people and feedback mechanisms.
		Article 22
Respect for privacy
		Reply to paragraph 18 (a) of the list of issues
82. The legal protection of the data of persons with disabilities is ensured by Law 133/2011, which establishes that data may only be processed by medical personnel or persons subject to an equivalent regime of professional confidentiality. Starting with August 2026, the guarantees will be strengthened by the entry into force of Law 195/2024, which extends the protection of data subjects' rights in the context of the digitization of public and medical services.
83. CNDDCM applies strict measures to protect personal and medical data – respect for confidentiality, processing with person’s informed consent, and secure storage in information systems. According to the CNPDCP, no complaints were received during the reference period explicitly invoking the status of persons with disabilities of the data subjects.

84. The Civil Code recognizes the right to protection of personal data and provides that all protection measures are exercised in compliance with fundamental rights and freedoms, as well as the dignity of the person. Law 195/2024 strengthens the protection of privacy and personal data, prohibiting the processing of sensitive data on racial or ethnic origin, political opinions, religion, philosophical beliefs, trade union membership, genetic data, biometric data, data on health or sex life/sexual orientation. 
		Article 23
Respect for home and the family
		Reply to paragraph 19 (a) of the list of issues
85. The right of persons with disabilities to marriage and child-rearing shall be protected at national level. The Constitution guarantees the freedom to found a family on the basis of free consent and equal rights between spouses. Family Code 1316/2000 provides that marriage requires mutual consent, expressed personally and unconditionally, without imposing restrictions related to disability, although it includes the obligation of the partners to inform each other about the state of health before marriage.

86. According to GD  874/2024, perinatal care is provided to all persons equally and without discrimination. Order MoH/MoLSP  555/2020 provides that people with disabilities is part of the vulnerable groups eligible to receive contraceptives free of charge. In 2025, Order 770/2025 approved the Instruction on the prevention and post-prevention of pregnancy during adolescence, regulating educational actions, interventions, intersectoral collaboration and support measures for the prevention and management of pregnancy among students.
		Article 24
Education
		Reply to paragraph 20 (a) of the list of issues
87. [bookmark: _Hlk208946617]Data on students with disabilities are collected and published annually by the NBS. Based on GD  421/2024, the NBS transmits this information to the CNDDCM disaggregated by educational levels, place of residence, gender and territory.
88. CRAP/SAP, monitors children with SEN and/or disabilities. In the 2024–2025 academic year, 15,590 children/pupils with SEN were registered in general education institutions, of which: 2,740 children in early education (+20.15% compared to 2024), including 1,042 with disabilities; 12,950 pupils in primary and general secondary education (+11.57%), of which 3,691 with disabilities; 790 students in technical vocational (627 in Vocational Schools, 88 in Centers of Excellence and 75 in Colleges). The constant increase in the number of SEN children reflects both the consolidation of the statistical mechanisms provided by GD  421/2024, as well as the extension of educational support services offered at national level.

89. In order to support the inclusion of children with disabilities in public schools, the Financing Methodology based on standard cost per child for public preschool education institutions (GD  685/2024) was approved. The new financing formula will be piloted.

90. The normative and methodological framework for the identification of SEN children has been developed and revised, including: 
inclusion of SEN and/or disabled children in preschool, preschool and general education institutions (in the process of approval)
assessing child/student development
inclusive vocational education and training in technical vocational education (under approval).

91. The number of students enrolled in special education for the 2024-2025 school year, in schools for children with intellectual or physical development deficiencies, was 0.5 thousand. This figure remains constant compared to the level recorded in the previous year.

92. In the 2024-2025, 249 children with visual disabilities (40 children from kindergarten and 209 children from school) and 299 children with hearing impairments (59 children from kindergarten and 240 children from school) were enrolled. About 2000 teachers benefited from training on the educational inclusion of children with hearing and vision impairments.

93. The standardization and conceptualization of the process for educational institutions accessibility at all levels for children and students with disabilities is part of the MEC Action Plan for 2025 (action 2.72). Higher education institutions ensure accessibility and adaptation to the specific needs of students with physical, intellectual, hearing and visual disabilities, through physical, informational and pedagogical measures. Units that have integrated students with disabilities or autism spectrum disorders (ASD) are equipped with appropriate assistive technologies and equipment to facilitate their full and equitable participation.
		Article 25
Health
		Reply to paragraph 21 (a) of the list of issues
94. In 2022, more than 10,000 people with disabilities benefited from medical rehabilitation, mental health, care and prosthetics services, with a slight increase compared to previous years. Law 114/2024 pays special attention to vulnerable groups (children, people with disabilities and elderly), facilitating access to mental health services and counseling, and GD  971/2023 regulates involuntary hospitalization and medical coercion measures according to legal guarantees. Psychiatric hospitals treated on average 28,349 patients, and neurological and psychological rehabilitation was provided by 43 hospital institutions and the 40 CCSM. Order 1089/288 of 2024 guarantees the provision of all medical services to people with disabilities, giving priority to scheduling and the possibility of hospitalization of people with severe disabilities with a personal assistant.

95. GD 21/2024 was approved for the regulation of a centralized and systematic collection of data on persons with disabilities, based on a Matrix with over 100 statistical indicators, based on the CRPD provisions. It supports monitoring the rights of persons with disabilities and the development of social policies. CNDDCM centralizes the data from authorities/institutions and the academic environment and publishes an annual statistical compendium.

96. CNAM has concluded contracts with four in vitro fertilization providers, ensuring access to these procedures for all beneficiaries in the mandatory health insurance system, including for persons with disabilities. 
		Article 26
Habilitation and rehabilitation
		Reply to paragraph 22 (a) of the list of issues
97. CNAM provides rehabilitation services in rural areas through 35 district hospitals and contracts specialized providers for early intervention, benefiting 5,754 children and their families in 2025. MoLSP regulates the provision of assistive devices for people with low vision and blind people, CREPOR provides rehabilitation services, technical aids and assistive devices. The services are offered on an outpatient, inpatient basis or through mobile teams (33 at the territorial level), and sanatorium rehabilitation is available free of charge or with a discount. IMSP CRRC provides integrated diagnostic, early intervention, recovery and rehabilitation services, prioritizing women and girls with disabilities.

98. STAS shall apply procedures for evaluation of habilitation and rehabilitation programmes and services in order to ensure their effectiveness in promoting independence, inclusion and active participation of persons with disabilities in the life of the community.

Work and employment

99. In RM, the disability is determined according to the bio-psycho-social model, through an interdisciplinary approach (CNDDCM reform, 2018). Law 60/2012 guarantees the right of persons with disabilities to work, depending on their professional capacity and the recommendations of the PIRIS, including workplace adaptation, assistive technologies, home work, guidance and professional training.
100. People with disabilities looking for a job can benefit from ANOFM services: information, intermediation, professional training, internships and skills certification. Employers receive subsidies for employing people with disabilities, adapting jobs, mobility and starting businesses. People with advanced or severe disabilities working in another locality receive a non-taxable monthly subsidy for transportation.
		Reply to paragraph 23 (b) of the list of issues
101. The employment of people with disabilities is a priority of the National Employment Program 2022–2026 (GD  785/2022). Law 105/2018, amended in 2023, defines the adaptation of the workplace. Employers can receive subsidies of up to 50% for people with medium disabilities and 75% for those with advanced or severe disabilities, for purchasing equipment, adapting the space and hiring support staff. Decisions on the type of equipment and costs are made by a multidisciplinary commission that includes ANOFM representatives, doctors and occupational health specialists.
102. Also, people with disabilities benefit from a free assisted employment service, provided by accredited providers, which supports obtaining and keeping a job through an individualized and multidisciplinary approach.

103. [bookmark: _Hlk208946686]In 2024, the training of labour inspectors was carried out with the support of the CNSM. Trade union inspectors participated, as trainers, in 77 seminars on labour legislation, occupational safety and health and workplace design, including for people with disabilities. During the same period, 1,381 consultations were provided to trade union members on legal framework application in the field of labour and OSH, including issues related to persons with disabilities. The CNSM organised a seminar dedicated to the social inclusion of persons with disabilities in the social protection system.

104. Law 105/2018, as amended in 2024, provides for active services and measures for the employment of persons with disabilities, including the obligation for employers to publish vacancies on www.angajat.md within 5 working days. Employment can also be done through social insertion enterprises (Law 223/2017). ANOFM promotes the employment of people with disabilities and has developed the Guide "More than a job". The State Labor Inspectorate controls compliance with the employment quota, monitoring in 2024 264 units, 488 reserved places and 597 employees with disabilities. Promotion of the quota is also achieved through collective agreements between the authorities, employers and trade unions.

Adequate standard of living and social protection

105. [bookmark: _Hlk208946720][bookmark: _Hlk208946712]As of 2025, a new case management system in social assistance has been implemented. To this end, workshops were organized with mixed teams to define the work process and develop standardized forms (application, evaluation, individual assistance plan, monitoring form). The conditions for initiating, reviewing and closing cases have been established, as well as the referral mechanisms to other services. The process is supported by a dedicated digital module in the e-Social platform, which is being tested.

106. Allowances for persons with severe, severe and medium disabilities, including children with disabilities, are granted to those who do not benefit from a state social insurance pension and are not fully supported by the state. According to Law 547/2003, social assistance is part of the national social protection system and aims to prevent and reduce the risks of marginalization of vulnerable persons.
107. People with disabilities can receive different allowances depending on the degree of disability, age and social situation (Law 499/1999). These include: allowances for people with severe, severe and medium disabilities; for children with disabilities up to 18 years of age; for people who have lost their maintainer; for people who provide care, accompaniment or supervision to children with severe disabilities, people with childhood disabilities or blind people.
108. In order to effectively integrate individual needs into public policies, MoLSP, together with development partners, conducts the Disability Additional Cost Analysis, determining the extra costs associated with different types of disabilities and the costs of the goods and services needed.

109. Law 46/2025 amending certain normative acts (aspects related to the survivor's pension for children with severe disabilities and persons with severe disabilities from childhood) made amendments to Law 499/1999 on state social allowances for some categories of citizens.
110. Thus, the allowance in case of loss of the maintainer is established: children up to 18 years of age (pupils and students of secondary, specialized and higher education institutions, except for non-attendance education, – until graduation from the respective educational institution, but not more than until the age of 23) and persons with severe disabilities from childhood – for the period in which they are classified as disabled,  if they are not in full state maintenance.
		Reply to paragraph 24 (d) of the list of issues
111. State social allowances for persons with disabilities shall be established according to the degree of disability and shall be indexed annually according to the evolution of the increase in prices. Thus, in the period 2020–2025, the amount of pensions and social allowances for people with disabilities increased by 142.91%, and compensations for transport services by 33%.
112. According to Law 547/2003, beneficiaries of social assistance are disadvantaged persons or families who, based on the application, the social survey and the ascertaining acts, are granted social benefits and/or services. Social assistance is provided without discrimination, regardless of race, gender, language, religion, political opinions, citizenship or ethnicity. In 2024, 835 Roma people benefited from social services, and 324 Roma beneficiaries were accommodated and assisted in RACs for displaced persons from other states.

Participation in political and public life
		Reply to paragraph 25 (a) of the list of issues
113. [bookmark: _Hlk208946735]The electoral rights of persons with disabilities and the accessibility of polling stations are regulated by CEC acts (Regulations 1186/2023 and 1187/2023). In the 2023 local elections, 8.2% of the polling stations were accessible, 35.2% partially, 56.5% inaccessible. In the 2024 presidential elections, 39% of the polling stations were accessible. A similar assessment is planned for the 2025 parliamentary elections. The CEC continuously monitors accessibility, equips the polling stations with assistive devices (Braille, adapted booths, magnifying glasses) and trains officials to support voters with disabilities.

114. In order to promote the participation of persons with disabilities in political parties and in the electoral process, the CEC has carried out extensive information campaigns in the last three national elections. The informative materials were translated into five languages of ethnic minorities and adapted for people with hearing and visual impairments, including video and audio spots with sign language. In collaboration with eight associations of people with special needs, the CEC has developed the "Voter's Guide" for this category.
115. As part of the "Know your electoral right" campaign (2023–2025), the CEC discussed with local authorities about electoral processes and encouraged the participation of young people, women, ethnic minorities and people with disabilities. The CEC promoted social inclusion by recommending political parties that people with special needs should be included in the process of nominating candidates or members of electoral bodies.

Cultural institutions and libraries have implemented accessibility measures for people with disabilities: elevators and elevator platforms, ramps, adapted toilets, guided tours with audio-description and sign language. The National Museum of Romanian Literature (2025–2028) will include a ramp, audio guidance, accessible signage and digitization of exhibitions, with free access for children with disabilities. The Museums of History and Ethnography have made similar adaptations. The Association of the Deaf organized the sports forum "Happy Starts ASRM" (2024), and the National Library offered digital and interactive services. The MC proposed to include accessibility in the "European Village" program for sports infrastructure.

Law 60/2012 guarantees persons with disabilities equal rights with those of other citizens in areas such as education, social protection, healthcare, rehabilitation, work, public life, the physical environment, transport, information technologies and other public services. According to Article 25, the state shall ensure the access of persons with disabilities to information and mass media, as well as to information technology and electronic communications, the responsibility for implementation being the responsibility of each competent public authority.
120. [bookmark: _Hlk208946753]MEC, MC, central and local authorities and economic agents must ensure the editing of educational materials and artistic literature through alternative communication systems, such as Braille, audio variants or simplified language. Public institutions must make web pages accessible according to international guidelines and comply with the accessibility criterion when purchasing equipment and software. Economic agents that offer communication and information services are obliged to grant discounts to people with disabilities for these services.

121. Museums in RM have developed cultural and educational programmes adapted to persons with disabilities, including multisensory guides and interactive activities. The National Museum of Art organized events for schools and specialized centers, with guides adapted to children and adults. The National Museum of History carried out visits and workshops for visually impaired students, with 1,267 beneficiaries between 2020-2025, and collaborated with the ELPIS Association for the exhibition "UNHEARD VOICES". The National Museum of Ethnography has implemented an Audio Guide including in sign language and the AR application "Find the dinotary (Găsește Dinoteriul)", as well as tactile workshops for visually impaired students. The National Museum of Romanian Literature includes creators with disabilities in events and exhibitions, promoting access and artistic expression. These measures ensure the active participation of persons with disabilities in cultural and educational life.

The NBS collects and publishes data on persons with disabilities annually in areas such as demography, labour market, education, social protection, transport and living standards, through Statistical Releases, the Statbank and the Sustainable Development Goals platform, in accordance with national programmes and EU standards. To improve data quality, the NBS implements research and statistics from various sources (labour force survey, EHIS, CBGC, EU-SILC, SESPROS, ICT use and violence studies), using the GALI standard for measuring limitations in daily activities. Law 256/2023 gave CNDDCM the obligation to collect and report annual statistical data, disaggregated by sex, age, type and degree of disability and environment of residence, according to the Matrix of indicators (GD  421/2024). The first Statistical Compendium on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (2019–2022) was produced with the support of development partners[footnoteRef:4], and the elaboration of the second is ongoing. The information on difficulties in carrying out daily activities was collected for persons aged 2 years and over at the free declaration of the persons surveyed. 
124. Data on the Washington Group's indicators of functioning were collected through the Generations and Gender Study (5 domains in wave 1 (2020) and 6 domains in wave 2 (2025), and the "Quality of Life Survey" (2024).

(ii) involvement in international programmes and sustainable development (participates in the implementation of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and the SDGs by contributing to the collection and analysis of data on the inclusion of persons with disabilities, participation in the assessment of progress and monitoring of statistical indicators on the rights and inclusion of persons with disabilities, etc.).

In 2024, the salaries of OAP employees were increased to ensure the functional and financial independence of the institution. In the context of the European integration agenda, the implementation of the salary reform is an objective of the Government that will target all public authorities and institutions.

Citizens from localities on the left bank of the Dniester benefit from social services through the designated territorial structures: Bender – ATAS South-East, Camenca – ATAS North-East, Dubasari – ATAS Center, Grigoriopol – ATAS Center, Ribnita – ATAS Center-East, Slobozia – ATAS South-East, Tiraspol – ATAS South-East. The reform ensures access to social assistance for the entire country, including for people with disabilities on the left bank of the Dniester. In all ATAS and STAS, the position of specialist in the protection of the rights of persons with disabilities has been established, and social measures are financed from the state budget and with the support of development partners.
