Art 1-4
1) What steps will the government take to ensure that the CRPD principles are carried out by national and local policy law- and policymakers, including the right to personal assistance, accessible transport and availability of social welfare services by municipalities?
2) How does national government monitor and enforce the legal requirement that all municipalities develop an “Inclusion Agenda” to guarantee participation of Dpos in local policy?
3) What progress has been made and gaps identified in national disability policy for the period 2016-2021, including benchmarks, baselines and indicators and resources allocated to its implementation?
4) Please indicate which measures has the State taken to monitor the fulfillment of the obligations of art. 4 including systematic harmonization of all new and existing legislation, regulations and policies with the Convention. 
5) Please provide the intended timescale for ratification by the Kingdom of the Netherlands of the Optional Protocol to the Convention. 
Art 5 Equality and Non-discrimination
1) What measures are taken to review legislation to ensure that reasonable accommodation is legally defined and provided, including in the fields of housing, law enforcement, education and justice;
2) What measures have been developed to assess any mechanisms designed to address intersecting forms of discrimination with a view to ensuring that they target all forms of discrimination on the basis of disability, including the denial of reasonable accommodation, discrimination by association, and multiple and intersecting forms of discrimination faced by children, women, migrants, refugees, asylum seekers and lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender and intersex persons with disabilities;
