The program also aims to improve the parenting skills of parents particularly those faring in deprived areas, and are in disadvantaged circumstances.

(For the year 2021 1 APP has already been launched on Tuesday 16 February 2021 at Tres Bon Community Centre in Vacoas).
The Government of Mauritius allocates a budget for programmes for children. Moreover, the funding represents one-third of the total budget of the Ministry of Gender Equality and Family Welfare. The budget for child protection has increased from Rupees 54,800,00 (Approximately USD 130,000) in 2008/2009 to Rupees 153,200,00 (approximately USD 361,000) in 2019/2020 as per table below.  This represents an increase of around 180% over the 11 years, which is an average increase of 16.3% per annum. Exceptionally due to Covid-19 Pandemic, there has been a decrease in the Budget from Rs 153,200,000 (approximately USD) in 2019/2020 to 140,200,000 (approximately USD 361,000) rupees in 2020/2021.

The Atelier Partage Parents is normally conducted in the afternoon during weekdays and at least 11 sessions of 1 ½ hrs are carried out for each Atelier Partage Parent. Several topics such as Parenting and Challenges of Parenting, Health Aspects and reproductive health, for Food and Nutrition- Balanced Diet, and Convention on the Rights of the Child- Child Protection-Child Protection Act 1994 among others are covered by the programme. In addition, the services of professional/department amongst others are retained to conduct the Atelier Partage Parents sessions for instance; officers of the Ministry of Gender Equality and Family Welfare; Ministry of Health & Wellness and the National Children’s Council.
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
