Labour market in the Republic of Serbia is in the expansion phase characterised by the growth of employment, increased activation and reduced unemployment of the population. Positive trends on the labour market continued in 2018. Accelerated economic activity, intensified investment cycle, newly created and expended production capacities, as well as the measures of active employment and self-employment policy result in the improvements registered also based on the administrative sources and through the Workforce Survey. The most important increase in the number of employed persons has been registered in the processing industry, in administration, construction, hospitality and trade. At the same time the number of employees in the public sector has been reduced by almost seven thousand people, while the biggest reductions were registered in public enterprises and administration. The structure of employees is changed in favour of the number of formally employed, which is the result of the more efficient actions of inspection services on curbing grey economy and is reflected in a higher collection of contributions than the one planned in the budget for 2018.

Republic institute for social protection started the activities for the creation of software application for monitoring domestic violence and violence in intimate partner relationships in 2018. It is expected that in 2019 this application will be ready for piloting in the centres for social work. By then, the Republic institute has the data collected at annual level through submission of work report by the institutions of social protection and data processing they perform (for the territory of entire country including eight centres for social work on the territory of AP Kosovo and Metohija). 
Provincial institute for social protection collects the data from the centres for social work on the territory of AP Vojvodina on every 1st and 15th day in a month (through standardised inquiries) on all reported cases of domestic violence and interventions made. The data are entered into the SPSS matrix and are statistically processed and then quarterly provided to the Provincial secretariat for social policy, demography and gender equality. For the realisation of these activities there are seven counsellors for entering the data and one for statistical processing of data. PISP ensures external supervision support to the centres for social work on the territory of AP Vojvodina in handling the cases of reported domestic violence.

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Health
Assessed number of citizens for the Republic of Serbia in 2017 is 7,020,858 – 3,419,815 men and 3,601,043 women, which is a fall of 477,143 – 6.4% compared to the number of citizens in 2002 census year (7.498.001), i.e. the fall of 166.004 – 2.3% compared to the number of citizens in 2011 census year (7.186.862). 

Women in the fertile age (15 to 49 years of age) make 21.9% of population, and the population over 65 make 19.6% of the population. 
Longevity for 2017 is 75.4 years, i.e. 73 for men and 77.9 for women. 

The basic characteristics of the population of the Republic of Serbia are the changes which have influenced the threshold of demographic age, which is the consequence of different tendencies in trends of vital events. The data for the period from 2013 to 2017 show the instable birth rate in the Republic of Serbia, since the number of life births varies, but the trend is falling, while the rate of life births, due to the reduction of number of citizens has a rising trend from 9.1 to 1000 citizens in 2013 to 9.2 to 1000 citizens in 2017. The birth rate per 1000 citizens from 2013 has been – 4.8 which shows a significant fall reaching– 5.5 in 2017. 

Vital index (number of livebirths per 100 deaths) as fallen from 65.4 in 2013 to 62.6 in 2017. Number of deaths varied from the growing trend before 2017, when it was 103.722 deaths, as well as the mortality rate (14.8 in 2017). 

Infant mortality rate is a significant and sensitive indicator of both the health status and health care of the population, and the socio-economic status and other social spheres and the rate of infant mortality on 1000 live births is falling from 6.3 in 2013 to 4.7 in 2017. 
Maternal mortality, i.e. mother death is defined as mortality of women during pregnancy or during 42 days after the delivery, regardless of duration or localisation of pregnancy, due to any cause related to pregnancy or problems due to pregnancy or due to its maintenance, but not as a consequence of accidental or side causes. Ration of the pregnant women mortality (ratio of maternal mortality) is the number of women who died while pregnant, at the delivery or in puerperium due to complications related to this state per 100.000 live born children. Rate of pregnant women mortality (rate of maternal mortality) is the number of women who died during pregnancy, at the delivery or in the puerperium due to complications related to this state per 100.000 women in reproductive age (15–49 year of age) in the population. In Serbia, the relation of maternity mortality, in the past five years has a falling trend (from 14.9 in 2012 to 10.8 to 100.000 live births in 2017).

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Development of digital research infrastructure in the field of culture and art 
Project “Towards administration without extra papers” is carried out by NALED; SER and PwC in cooperation with the Ministry of Trade, Tourism, and Telecommunications and the Ministry of Culture and Information, with the financial support of the Good Governance Fund of the Government of Great Britain, with the aim to provide support in creation of bylaws, Law one-Document, e-Identification and Trust Services in Electronic Business (creation of the Rulebook on the conditions for the procedures and technological solutions used in reliable electronic document storage, and the creation of the Regulation on conditions for the preparation of documents for reliable electronic storage and formats of document convenient for long storage). 
Connection of cultural institutions to the AMRES infrastructure is done based on the Agreements on establishing a Joint body for realisation of activities on connecting cultural institutions to the infrastructure of the Public Information and Communication Institution “Academic network of the Republic of Serbia – AMRES”, signed in late 2017, between the Ministry of Culture and Information and Ministry of Trade, Tourism, and Telecommunications. The connection of the cultural institutions to the AMRES infrastructure, where all national cultural institutions will be connected to the optic system, is ongoing. 
Rulebook on digitalisation of library resources is the first legal act in the field of culture regulating the digitalisation process by which the Ministry of Culture and Information realises strategic objectives of Serbian Government to regulate and accelerate the digitalisation process. This rulebook defines detailed requirements for digitalisation of library and information material and resources in terms of: purpose, objectives and scope of digitalisation of library-information material and resources, creation of digital document, forming and editing digital collections and libraries, storage of digital items, ensuring access to digital collections and other issues of importance for keeping the base of digitalised library-information resources.  

Rulebook on detailed requirements for digitalisation of cultural heritage for cultural institutions founded by the Republic of Serbia systematically regulates the digitalisation process in cultural institutions. Rulebook regulates detailed requirements, tasks, activities, standards and processes of digitalisation of cultural heritage, i.e. movable and immovable cultural goods, non-material cultural heritage and materials which enjoy previous protection. 
Sector for development of digital research infrastructure in the field of culture and art of the Ministry of Culture and Information, after extensive analyses and research, concluded that it is necessary to create Guidelines for digitalisation of cultural heritage in the Republic of Serbia in order to ensure uniformity, interoperability of digitalised material so that the cultural institutions in the Republic of Serbia could have the basic instructions for the realisation of digitalisation process. Serbian Government adopted the Guidelines for digitalisation of cultural heritage in the Republic of Serbia. 
Project “Open data – open possibilities” supports the development of the ecosystem of open data in the Republic of Serbia, which will ensure the improvement of services for citizens and contribute to the economic development of the country. Ministry of Culture and Information has made three sets of data on the Open Data Portal: Register of representative associations; Register of winners of national awards in culture; Register of staff in culture. The plan is to make another two additional data sets: licenses for archaeological excavation and Register of temporarily exported pieces of art. 
Introduction of a single information system has started for museums, archives and for immovable cultural goods in the Republic of Serbia. The objective of the application of the single information system is: to raise the capacities and contribute to the implementation of the digitalisation process for cultural material; to use a single information system in all institutions; to have a complete access to cultural material; availability of the material to the academia, interoperability and storage, management and presentation of digitalised material and documents.  
So far, four databases have been formed for museums, libraries, archives and institutes for protection of cultural monuments and they will be the main content of the National Portal of Culture of the Republic of Serbia, which aim is to promote culture and art through internet tools. Basic functionalities of the portal are the interactive map of all 450 cultural institutions in the Republic of Serbia, timeline of culture in the Republic of Serbia and the entry into the search of databases of cultural institutions, i.e. national aggregator. As for the implementation it has been completed in 60 museums, over 500,000 units and in 14 Institutes for Protection of Cultural Monuments (2,500 monument declared as cultural goods). The database in libraries is the most advanced one - 1.700.000 units entered into COBISS (organisational model of entry of libraries into the national library information system with joint catalogues). Archives are still in the process of development. So far, the entry of data in 36 archives has been completed (around 20.000 documents). Institutes for protection of cultural monuments are in the process of technical completion of the material. 
There has been a connection of 35 archives in the Republic of Serbia to the single network for the needs of electronic archiving, digitalisation of archive material and work in the single software solution -ARHIS. 
Project of creation of software solution for Multimedia electronic guide is an improved version of audio guides existing in museums, galleries and archaeological sites for devices using Android and IOS platforms. The App ensures the use of BP, augmented reality, 3D facilities and multimedia contents. The app, presented to the public in 2017, was developed in cooperation with the Mathematical Institute and Faculty of Electrical Engineering in Niš, will be implemented in 30 locations in the Republic of Serbia in cooperation with the Ministry of Education, Science, and Technological Development and the Ministry of Trade, Tourism, and Telecommunications. 
Project “Timeline” is the project which would show the complete cultural heritage of the Republic of Serbia in a simple graphic presentation on a timeline. This project was launched in 2018, and so far, the following activities have been realised: (definition of the structure of each individual entry; definition of category structure; creation of individual entries; communication with the Office for Information Technologies and e-Governance of Serbian Government in relation with the establishment and population of database of the Timeline; formulation, sending of notes and communication with cultural institutions and other entities in connection with the regulation of copyrights for using photo material for the needs of the Portal; establishment of internal database for the purpose of easier classification of collected material). The last project phase is ongoing which should cover the creation of the design of the portal and the integration with the existing base.
