Summary 1– Children who received protective measures (Source: SAPS)
During 2018/2019 Forensic social workers received a total of 6 077 cases related to children. A total of 9 685 assessment sessions were conducted with 6 486 children (victims) and 4 307 reports were compiled. Almost 1 556 awareness campaigns, including 9 by the FCS Unit, were conducted countrywide to educate learners at schools, churches and the general community regarding FCS related crimes. Furthermore, FCS Units conducted a total of 7 180 suspect tracing operations, which resulted in a total of 11 111 arrests. A total number of 35 interventions/inspections were also conducted by FCS Investigation Service during 2018/2019. 
During 2019/2020, a total number of 6 587 cases related to children were reported and a total number of 9 767 assessment sessions were conducted and 5 061 reports were compiled. A total number of 1 861 statements were obtained. A total of 6 556 life sentences were secured for between 1-9 years, against a total of 1 339 accused 13 012 life sentences for between 10-19 years, against a total of 870 accused.

There are 13 395 asylum seeker minors on the records of the department of Home Affairs and 6 858 refugee children. The breakdown includes all asylum and refugee children (accompanied and unaccompanied). 

Asylum-seeking, refugee and migrant children who are in detention
The DCS System data (Admissions & Release System) provides for capturing the nationality of an inmate. The ‘offence’ for being illegal in SA which is ‘illegal foreign national’ can be captured. The A&R System does not make provision for the capturing of asylum seekers/migrant and refugees. These three categories are not regarded a crime. 
Children working in hazardous conditions 
In order to collect reliable and credible statistics on child work in the country, the Department of Employment and Labour commissioned Statistics South Africa in 1999, to conduct a national household-based survey; the Survey on the Activities of Young People (SAYP). The SAYP is a household-based sample survey that collects data on the activities which children aged 7 to 17 years who live in South Africa get involved in. The last survey was conducted in 2015 and released on 16 March 2017, revealed that 34,2% of working children were exposed to at least one hazardous working condition. Boys (35,5%) were more likely to be exposed to hazardous conditions compared to girls (32,9%). The next SAYP which covers the period 2016-2020 is expected to be released in June 2021.
Cases of child labour investigated and prosecuted, and the sanctions issued to employers 
The SAYP released in 2017 also revealed that there was a decline in the number of children who were involved in child labour from 779 000 in 2010 to 577 000 in 2015, this was a difference of 202 000 children. Children aged 16-17 years were more likely to be engaged in child labour than the other age groups. Black African children were more likely to be involved in child labour when compared to other population groups. In KwaZulu-Natal about one out of 10 children was engaged in child labour and this was the highest when compared with other provinces. Urban areas had the lowest proportion of children involved in child labour at 2,0%.
One of the notable child labour cases investigated during this reporting period was in the Wesselsbron area in the Free State Province, where a group of 19 seasonal workers were dumped at the SAPS offices on 24/07/2017. After a full-scale investigation jointly with the Department of Social Development (DSD), Department of Home Affairs (DOH) and SAPS, a total of 133 seasonal workers were found working on farms in the Wesselsbron area including a number of children below the ages of 16.  These seasonal workers were sourced from the North West Province and trucked in to work on different farms in the Free State Province.  A case of child labour was opened at the SAPS. The matter was followed through to the offices of the National Prosecuting Authority. The case was however taken out from the Court roll due to the transgressor (accused) having died during the time of the investigation.
