2The objective of temporary foster care is to create a secure upbringing for the child for the duration of foster care and create conditions for providing the child, and his or her parents when necessary, with the necessary support in order for the child to be able to return to his or her parents.  The duration of temporary foster care shall be limited and last no longer than longer than two years in total, except in very exceptional cases when it serves the interests of the child. 
3Foster care with support is appropriate when a child is experiencing significant behavioural difficulties and the conditions for placement in a treatment institution are met, but foster care is considered better suited with respect to the interests of the child and the child’s need for care. It is assumed that one of the foster parents stays at home and cares for the child in question while the State pays a part of the foster care pay.  The aim of foster care is for the child to receive special care and training in a foster home and for the child protection committee to provide the child, the foster home and its parents, as the case may be, with the necessary support in order for the child to be able to return to his or her parents.
