TO IMPLEMENT RESOLUTION NO. 27-NQ/TW DATED NOVEMBER 9, 2022 OF THE 6TH PLENUM OF THE 13TH CENTRAL COMMITTEE OF THE COMMUNIST PARTY ON CONTINUING TO BUILD AND PERFECT THE SOCIALIST RULE OF LAW STATE OF VIETNAM IN THE NEW PERIOD

I. PURPOSES AND REQUIREMENTS
1. Purposes
a) Deeply understand and effectively implement the perspectives, goals, guidelines, and policies set forth in Resolution No. 27-NQ/TW dated November 9, 2022, of the 6th Plenum of the 13th Central Committee of the Communist Party on continuing to build and perfect the socialist rule of law state of Vietnam in the new period (hereinafter referred to as Resolution No. 27-NQ/TW).
b) Translate the objectives, perspectives, tasks, and solutions in Resolution No. 27-NQ/TW into specific tasks and action plans related to the functions, duties, and powers of the Government. Assign responsibility to ministries, ministerial-level agencies, relevant agencies, and organizations to successfully achieve the goals set out in Resolution No. 27-NQ/TW.
2. Requirements
[bookmark: muc_2]a) Clearly define the key task contents to concretize the perspectives, guidelines, orientations, and relevant content in Resolution No. 27-NQ/TW and in Plan No. 11-KH/TW dated November 28, 2022, of the Politburo, within the functions, duties, and powers of the Government, ensuring compatibility with domestic and international situations and meeting the country’s development requirements in the new period.
b) Fully and accurately identify the tasks of the Government; specify the expected outcomes and the timeline for completing these tasks.
c) Assign tasks to ministries, ministerial-level agencies, relevant agencies, and organizations in accordance with each agency's or organization’s functions and duties; ensure enhanced coordination among agencies and organizations in implementing the assigned tasks as per the Government's Action Program.
II. TASKS AND MAIN ACTIONS
[bookmark: dieu_3_1]  Strengthening communication, dissemination, education, and raising awareness about the socialist rule of law state in Vietnam
· Promote communication, dissemination, and education to raise awareness among officials, Party members, civil servants, public employees, and all social strata about the Constitution and laws, the characteristics of the socialist rule of law state in Vietnam, and the requirements and tasks of continuing to build and perfect this state in the new period.
· Foster a sense of respect for the Constitution and laws within the administrative bodies. Enhance the sense of responsibility and capability of officials, Party members, civil servants, and public employees in enforcing the Constitution and laws. Develop mechanisms that allow subjects to fully exercise their rights and responsibilities in protecting the Constitution.
· Integrate appropriate content about the Constitution and the socialist rule of law state into the educational and training programs within the national education system.
 Enhancing the Government's role in continuously improving the legal system and mechanisms for strict, effective law enforcement to ensure rapid and sustainable national development
· Review, amend, and supplement relevant legal documents within the Government's functions, duties, and powers to ensure consistency and uniformity, creating a legal basis for the task of building and perfecting the socialist rule of law state and overseeing the implementation of the Resolution.
· Establish a legal system that is democratic, fair, humane, comprehensive, timely, consistent, transparent, stable, feasible, accessible, and capable of regulating social relations, with the legitimate rights and interests of individuals, organizations, and businesses at its core to promote innovation.
· Focus on completing the legal system across all fields of state management, promptly resolving difficulties, and maximizing all potential resources to create new momentum for rapid and sustainable national development. Priority areas include: improving laws governing the organization and operations of the state apparatus and political system; promoting democracy; protecting human and civil rights; establishing a socialist-oriented market economy and defining the relationship between the state, market, and society; enhancing education, science, technology, human resource development, talent attraction and retention; advancing culture, information, communication, sports, healthcare, social welfare, environmental protection, climate adaptation; promoting green, digital, and circular economies; and bolstering justice, national defense, security, public order, social safety, diplomacy, and international integration.
· Continue to institutionalize and promptly and comprehensively implement the perspectives and policies of the Party and constitutional provisions on human rights and the fundamental rights and duties of citizens. Integrate international human rights treaties that Vietnam has ratified into domestic law, and clearly delineate the responsibilities of state agencies in respecting, ensuring, and protecting human and civil rights. Uphold the principle that citizens are allowed to do anything not prohibited by law; citizenship rights are inseparable from citizenship duties, and the exercise of human and civil rights must not infringe upon national interests or the legitimate rights of organizations and individuals.
· Strengthen the development of laws with specific, directly effective content to avoid the instability of laws, reduce delays in issuing detailed guidelines, and increase oversight, accountability, and discipline, particularly of leaders, while resolutely combating corruption and "group interests" in the law-making process.
· Continue to innovate in legal dissemination and education, building networks and enhancing the capacity of legal services, legal aid, and legal support systems to ensure people and businesses can easily access the law. Modernize the legal enforcement mechanism to closely link lawmaking with enforcement, ensuring fair, strict, timely, effective, and consistent law enforcement. Clearly define the responsibilities of organizations and individuals, especially of leaders, in enforcing laws. Improve the regulations for legal interpretation.
· Increase inspections, audits, and timely and strict handling of legal violations; strengthen law enforcement in critical areas related to citizens' essential interests; and establish mechanisms for promptly and effectively addressing public and business grievances and feedback.
· Develop legal human resources, modernize the methods and tools for lawmaking and enforcement, and strengthen the structure and capacity of legal institutions and those engaged in legal work. Enhance the political skills, expertise, and professionalism of civil servants involved in lawmaking and enforcement. Advance legal science, improve the quality of legal research and training institutions, and create suitable mechanisms to ensure and increase resource investment and effective budget allocation for lawmaking and enforcement.
[bookmark: dieu_4]Continuing to reform the organization and operations of the Government and local administrations; building a people-centered, professional, rule-of-law, modern, effective, and efficient state administration
· Continue to reform the organization and operations of the Government and local administrations towards streamlining and increasing effectiveness and efficiency. Organize multi-sector and multi-field ministries and specialized agencies; reasonably reduce the number of ministries, ministerial-level agencies, and specialized agencies under the provincial and district People’s Committees. Strengthen the role and accountability of ministers as members of the Government in macro management and policy-making. Apply the principle of assigning tasks to one lead agency with responsibility for coordination with other relevant agencies, gradually eliminating cross-sector coordination mechanisms and clarifying the responsibilities of leaders. Fully utilize the position and role of the Government as the highest state administrative body, exercising executive power and acting as the executive body of the National Assembly; emphasize proactiveness, creativity, and a focus on macro management, policy-making, law-making, strategy, planning, inspection, and supervision tools to ensure the coherence, continuity, discipline, and effectiveness of the national administration. Modernize governance towards effectiveness, focusing on development management, ensuring constitutional and legal supremacy, increasing transparency, accountability, and citizen participation.
· Clearly define and fully exercise the Government’s position, role, authority, and responsibilities in law-making, enhancing policy responsiveness; ensure proactive participation, close coordination, and strengthened oversight of the Government over the national administration and the exercise of legislative power.
· Build a people-centered administration that is democratic, rule-of-law-based, professional, modern, scientific, clean, public, and transparent, creating a favorable environment for citizens and businesses. Continue to promote administrative reform, focusing on improving the quality of public officials and civil servants, with three main pillars: organizational structure; public service and civil service; e-government and digital transformation. Simplify administrative procedures, remove unnecessary procedures that inconvenience citizens and businesses, and hinder fair competition; effectively apply online public services; build a digital economy, digital government, and digital society. Continue reforms to improve public financial management, the quality of public services, and streamline public non-business units to ensure quality and effective operations.
· Improve the organization of local governments suitable for urban, rural, mountainous, island, and special administrative-economic units; reduce levels of government in some localities; develop local governance models suited to specific areas, linked with regional and economic zone development requirements.
· Continue restructuring administrative units at district and commune levels; study pilot restructuring of provincial-level administrative units in line with the national and local administrative unit master plans; establish special mechanisms, institutions, and policies to promote regional development and strong regional linkages that meet economic-social development, national defense, and security requirements.
· Promote scientific and reasonable decentralization and delegation, coupled with increased responsibility, along with ensuring resources and legal enforcement capacity for localities and ministries; strengthen inspection and supervision; ensure unified management by the Government, promoting proactivity, creativity, and accountability for each locality and ministry. Clearly define responsibilities between the Government and ministries; among ministries; between the Government, ministries, and local governments; thoroughly address overlapping functions, duties, and powers; clearly delineate responsibilities between individuals and groups, emphasizing the role and accountability of leaders in administrative agencies.
· Focus on comprehensively developing and improving the quality of human resources to meet the requirements of the national administration; vigorously reform the civil service system; perfect the system of job standards, job positions, professional standards, and evaluation criteria for officials, civil servants, and public employees based on task performance results, specific outputs, and citizen and business satisfaction.
[bookmark: muc_3] Enhancing the Government's role in building a professional, modern, fair, strict, and transparent judiciary that serves the nation and the people
· Improve policies and laws within the Government's functions, duties, and powers related to judicial activities, ensuring respect for and protection of human and civil rights.
· Continue reviewing, adjusting, and refining the functions, duties, and organizational structure of investigative agencies and agencies assigned certain investigative tasks to be streamlined, professional, high-quality, effective, and efficient. This should meet assigned tasks and help protect the human and civil rights of detainees and prisoners according to the law. Study and improve mechanisms for investigative agencies to propose reconsideration and resolution of cases where prosecutorial bodies have canceled or not approved procedural decisions inconsistent with legal regulations.
· Continue reforming the organization and operations of the judicial enforcement system. Improve criminal enforcement mechanisms to enhance the management, education, and rehabilitation of prisoners, as well as the supervision and education of those serving criminal sentences within the community, ensuring better protection of human and civil rights. Improve civil and administrative enforcement mechanisms to shorten execution times and reduce costs, and enhance coordination among agencies in criminal, civil, and administrative enforcement. Implement the socialization of certain civil enforcement activities with appropriate mechanisms and timelines.
· Perfect the legal framework for lawyers and the legal profession, ensuring lawyers can fully exercise their rights, obligations, and responsibilities under the law. Enhance the effectiveness and efficiency of state management and self-governance within professional organizations for lawyers, increase discipline within the legal profession, and promote training to build a politically and ethically sound, skilled, and internationally capable legal workforce to meet judicial reform and international integration needs.
· Continue improving mechanisms to mobilize resources for the socialization and development of public notary, mediation, arbitration, judicial expertise, and bailiff services. Develop a sufficiently large and qualified workforce in these fields to meet societal needs, ensuring professional conduct, compliance with the law, and ethical standards.
· Strengthen the professionalism and quality of legal aid, especially in judicial proceedings; modernize and increase information technology applications in the legal aid system; and expand the coverage of legal aid services to meet national conditions.
· Develop a judicial workforce of adequate size, quality, and balanced structure. Improve the quality of judicial training, streamline and organize law training institutions reasonably. Clearly define standards for professional skills, political integrity, ethical standards, and practical experience for each judicial position. Expand recruitment sources, intensify examinations for judicial appointments, and innovate policies, salary structures, tenure, and support mechanisms to ensure judicial officers are motivated, honest, impartial, and professional, meeting the demands of the new situation.
 Enhancing the Government's role in perfecting mechanisms for state power oversight and strengthening anti-corruption and anti-negativity measures
· Firmly and persistently combat and prevent corruption and negativity. Implement regulations on power oversight to prevent corruption and negativity in inspection, auditing, investigation, and enforcement activities, and in law-making processes. Formulate regulations to prevent corruption and negativity in the management and use of public finances and assets. Clearly define the executive branch's authority and responsibility in overseeing legislative and judicial bodies. Establish strong preventive mechanisms to eliminate opportunities for corruption; promptly and strictly address corrupt actions to deter future occurrences; advance salary policy reforms to improve the livelihood of officials, civil servants, and public employees; and build a culture of integrity and frugality to eliminate the need and desire for corruption.
 Enhancing the Government's role in proactive international integration to meet the needs of building and perfecting the socialist rule of law state, building and safeguarding the nation in the new context
· Continue refining mechanisms for proactive, comprehensive, substantive, and effective international integration, consistently pursuing an independent, self-reliant, peaceful, friendly, cooperative, and development-oriented foreign policy. Ensure national interests based on the fundamental principles of the United Nations Charter and international law, maintaining independence, sovereignty, unity, territorial integrity, national security, and the socialist regime. Actively participate in and contribute to shaping multilateral institutions and the international and regional order. Perfect the legal framework for handling conflicts between Vietnamese and foreign laws, effectively protect the rights and legitimate interests of individuals, organizations, and state agencies of Vietnam. Improve mechanisms and enhance the capacity of relevant agencies and organizations to fully and effectively implement international commitments and treaties to which Vietnam is a party.
· Improve the effectiveness and quality of training for international legal cooperation personnel; establish mechanisms to promote the participation of Vietnamese legal experts in international legal institutions; and improve legal mechanisms for protecting the rights and legitimate interests of Vietnamese citizens and legal entities abroad.
· Enhance external communication on the Party’s policies, State laws, achievements in building and perfecting the socialist rule of law state, socio-economic development, and the protection of human and civil rights in Vietnam.
III. IMPLEMENTATION
1. Ministers, heads of ministerial-level agencies, government agencies, and relevant organizations and units:
a) Based on assigned functions, duties, and powers and the primary tasks identified in this Action Program, they are responsible for developing and issuing their own Action Programs within their scope of management. These should be concretized into annual work plans based on the Government’s Action Program and each agency's own Action Program. For tasks that are clear and have received directives from the Government and the Prime Minister, immediate implementation should be organized to ensure timely and effective realization of the related content in the Government’s and ministries’ Action Programs.
b) Within their functions, duties, and powers, ministries and agencies should proactively review, amend, supplement, or propose amendments and supplements to relevant legal documents to ensure consistency and uniformity, thereby establishing a legal basis for the mission of building and perfecting the socialist rule of law state in Vietnam. They should also strengthen inspection, audit, detection, and handling of legal violations to ensure the law is enforced fairly, strictly, consistently, promptly, effectively, and efficiently.
c) Proactively implement the Projects assigned in the Appendix of this Resolution.
d) Strengthen inspection, monitoring, and supervision of the implementation of this Government Action Program. Conduct an annual assessment of the implementation status and results, reporting to the Prime Minister and concurrently to the Ministry of Justice for tracking, summarizing, and reporting to the Prime Minister as required.
2. The Ministry of Justice shall preside over and coordinate with ministries, ministerial-level agencies, government agencies, and relevant organizations and units:
a) Monitor and expedite the implementation, periodically report, and propose necessary measures to the Government and Prime Minister to ensure the comprehensive and effective implementation of this Action Program.
b) Advise the Government on enhancing communication, dissemination, and education to raise awareness about the socialist rule of law state in Vietnam.
c) Advise the Government on continuing to improve the legal system and the mechanisms for strict, effective law enforcement to ensure rapid and sustainable national development.
d) Advise the Government on refining policies and laws related to judicial activities within the Government’s functions and duties; improve mechanisms for enhancing the quality and effectiveness of civil and administrative enforcement; frameworks for lawyers and the legal profession; mechanisms for mobilizing resources to socialize some fields of judicial support; enhancing the professionalism, quality, and accessibility of legal aid; modernizing and increasing the application of information technology in the legal aid system; and expanding legal aid to meet the country’s conditions.
f) Preside over and coordinate with the Ministry of Science and Technology to develop and implement a research program serving the establishment of a legal system and the organization of law enforcement that meets the requirements of building and perfecting the socialist rule of law state in Vietnam in the new period.
3. The Ministry of Home Affairs shall preside over and coordinate with the Ministry of Justice and other ministries to assist the Government in continuing to reform the organization and operations of the Government and local governments; build a people-centered, professional, rule-of-law, modern, effective, and efficient state administration. It shall preside over and coordinate with relevant agencies and organizations to review, develop criteria, and assess the implementation of local government reorganization, administrative bodies, and public non-business units to ensure streamlined, quality, and effective operations.
4. The Ministry of Public Security shall preside over and coordinate with ministries, agencies, and localities to assist the Government in continuing to review, adjust, and improve the functions, duties, and organizational structure of investigative agencies and agencies assigned investigative tasks; and improve criminal enforcement mechanisms.
5. The Ministry of Education and Training shall preside over and coordinate with the Ministry of Justice and relevant ministries to direct educational institutions to include appropriate content on the Constitution and the socialist rule of law state of Vietnam in training programs within the national education system; and review and reasonably arrange law bachelor training institutions.
6. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs shall preside over and coordinate with the Ministry of Justice and relevant ministries to assist the Government in strengthening proactive international integration to meet the requirements of building and perfecting the socialist rule of law state of Vietnam and safeguarding the nation in the new context.
7. The Ministry of Finance shall preside over and coordinate with the Ministry of Planning and Investment to ensure and increase investment resources, innovate budget allocation mechanisms, and use funds effectively for lawmaking and law enforcement. The Ministry shall allocate budget resources to ensure that ministries, sectors, and relevant agencies can effectively implement the tasks assigned in this Action Program.
8. The Government respectfully requests the Party bodies, the National Assembly and its agencies, People’s Councils at all levels, judicial bodies, the Vietnam Fatherland Front and its member organizations, political-social organizations, and people’s unions to enhance oversight and closely coordinate with agencies across the state administration system from central to local levels in implementing this Government Action Program and the Action Programs of ministries, sectors, and localities.
9. The Ministry of Information and Communications shall preside over and coordinate with the Ministry of Justice, the Central Propaganda Department, Party agencies, the National Assembly, the Central Committee of the Vietnam Fatherland Front, ministries, agencies, and localities to perform well in information dissemination, creating social consensus, and mobilizing the efforts of sectors, levels, the business community, and the people to strive for the successful achievement of the objectives and tasks set out in Resolution No. 27-NQ/TW.
10. People’s Committees of centrally governed provinces and cities:
a) Direct the implementation of communication, dissemination, education, and raising awareness about the socialist rule of law state in Vietnam at the local level.
b) Based on the Government’s Action Program, develop and implement a local action plan; periodically review and evaluate the implementation status, and submit a report to the Ministry of Justice for consolidation and reporting to the Government.
c) Organize and ensure the enforcement of the Constitution and laws in localities according to the requirements of Resolution No. 27-NQ/TW.
11. During the implementation of this Action Program, if there is a need to amend or supplement specific contents of the Program, ministries, sectors, and localities should proactively coordinate with the Ministry of Justice to report to the Prime Minister for review and decision-making.
