[bookmark: _GoBack]Details of the Budget and Resources of the Ombudsperson for Children’s Office (OCO)

The Ombudsperson for Children Office was created with the mandate to promote the rights and best interests of children and to ensure that the rights, needs and interests of children are given full consideration by public bodies, private organisations, civil society and individuals, among others. Table below shows evolution of OCO’s budget and funded positions over the years. The budget for the OCO has increased from 5,000,000 rupees (approximately USD 117,785) in 2008/2009   to 24,000,000 rupees (approximately USD 565,370) in 2020/21, representing an increase of 380% over 11 years (an average annual increase of over 34.5 %).  The funded position has increased from 11 in 2008/2009 to 20 in 2020/21 (an increase of 81.8%).
