3. Annual and Periodic studies conducted by the Statistical Institute of Belize

Key studies relevant to Articles of the CEDAW conducted by the Statistical Institute of Belize which collects sex-disagreed data.

· It conducts a bi-annual Labour Force Survey which includes labour market data on rural and urban Belizean and foreign-born women. In addition to collecting data related to employment and unemployment, this survey serves as a vehicle for the collection of other socio-economic data in the form of short modules attached to the survey.
· In 2009, the Country Poverty Assessment was conducted with support from the Caribbean Development Bank and an updated Poverty Study in 2018 which provides sex-disaggregated data on several poverty-related issues. 
· In 2011 and 2015, the Multiple Indicator Cluster Survey were done in collaboration with UNICEF which collects data on the girl child. 
· In 2013, the Child Activity Survey was carried out with support from the International Labour Organization. It contains data on the girls engaged in child labour.
· In 2014, the Country Report on Knowledge, Practices, and Attitudes in Sexual Behavior and HIV in Belize was done with the National Aids Commission.
· In 2010, it conducted the Population and Housing Census. The 2020 Population and Housing Census was postponed to 2022 due to the COVID-19 pandemic.
· In 2020, it conducted a national Poverty Study, using data collected in the 2018 Household Budget Survey.
· In 2021 it conducted a Food Insecurity Study with technical assistance from the Food and Agriculture Organization which provides insights into food security of female-headed households and rural women.
· In 2021 it commenced production of an annual Multidimensional Poverty Index (MPI) using Census data which will allow more in-depth look at the poverty situation of Belizean women and girls.
